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Reduce stress and save gas – Know before you go!
Motorists urged to visit www.trimarc.org prior to traveling
LOUISVILLE, Ky. (June 9, 2008) –  Whether commuting to work or traveling to attractions in the Louisville Metro area, the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet encourages motorists to “know before you go!”  By visiting www.trimarc.org, local residents and visitors can avoid traffic congestion, reduce stress and save gas.  The website provides the latest information about construction and traffic incidents through 70 cameras installed along the five interstates in Louisville.
“A minute at your computer could save you several minutes of sitting in traffic, burning gas and adding pollution to the environment,” stated Tim Emington, TRIMARC Operations Manager.  “By visiting the TRIMARC website, motorists can plan ahead and drive smart.”

For the next two weeks, motorists will see messages posted on the overhead signs directing them to “KNOW BEFORE YOU GO, LOUISVILLE TRAFFIC AT WWW.TRIMARC.ORG.”  Visitors to the website can view real time traffic conditions by interacting with the system of cameras.  They can also find updated travel times before getting on the road.
TRIMARC (Traffic Response and Incident Management Assisting the River Cities) is an integrated system of sensors, cameras, dynamic message signs, highway advisory radio and computers monitoring more than 60 miles of interstate traffic in the greater Louisville and Southern Indiana urbanized area.  Information on traffic flow, construction areas and accidents is collected at the TRIMARC traffic control center.  Once collected, the information is then disseminated to motorists via the website, overhead dynamic message signs and highway advisory radio, 1610 AM.  There are currently eleven dynamic message signs in Kentucky and four in Indiana.  Two more signs will be installed on southbound Interstate 71 within the next year.

TRIMARC is part of a national initiative to deploy Intelligent Transportation Systems to 75 of the nation’s largest metropolitan areas.  The Kentucky Transportation Cabinet has contracted Northrop Grumman Information Technology to manage the TRIMARC operations.
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
