The Kentucky Transportation Cabinet
will award Scholarships to qualified Ken-
tucky residents who wish to study Civil
Engineering at the University of Kentucky,
University of Louisville, Western Kentucky
University and Kentucky State University.

Since 1948, the Kentucky Transportation
Scholarship Program has provided highly
qualified individuals to fill the needs and
improve the overall engineering expertise
within the Transportation Cabinet. The
program promotes training, and employ-
ment opportunities after graduation.

The Kentucky Transportation Cabinet cur-
rently employs over 400 Engineers in these
areas:

All scholarship recipients must be graduates of an accredited Ken-
tucky high school, or high school graduates who are residents of
Kentucky, and must meet the admission requirements of the Uni-
versity and its respective engineering department. All applicants
must have successfully completed the high school pre-college cur-
riculum. It is anticipated that successful applicants for scholarships
will have qualifications considerably higher than the minimum re-
quired for acceptance into the Department of Engineering.

Students who have completed at least 10 semester hours of ac-
ceptable work in mathematics, physics, and chemistry at another
school are considered to be transfer students and are evaluated un-
der different criteria. Such students should contact the Department
of Engineering directly for further information on requirements
for admission to the program.

Selection will be made on a statewide, competitive basis. Appli-
cants are selected by the scholarship committee at the universities
on the basis of scholastic standings and, recommendations and in
the case of Freshman, the American College Test (ACT) score. A
Minimum composite ACT score of 24 is required.

The scholarship student must agree by contract, with the approval
of parent or guardian when applicant is under twenty-one years of
age, to work full time for the Cabinet immediately after graduation.
One year of employment is required for each school year on schol-
arship. Location of employment will be based upon the Cabinet’s
needs at the time of the student’s graduation. The Transportation
Cabinet may provide summer employment for scholarship stu-
dents as long as they make reasonable progress in their academic
work and prove satisfactory in summer work.

Students awarded scholarships are expected to make normal prog-
ress toward a degree. A student who fails to make normal progress
toward a degree, does not maintain satisfactory academic stan-
dards, or does not perform satisfactory in their summer work as-
signment may be dropped from the scholarship program; but, may
reapply when deficiencies are corrected. Upon meeting the above
conditions, the scholarship is automatically renewed each year for
students who achieve at least a 2.500 GPA, either semester or cu-
mulative, on a 4.000 scale. Grade point averages are cumulative for
all credit hours attempted and applicable to the universities repec-
tive civil engineering degree.

In addition, successful completion of 30 hours or more of courses is
required each year. Scholarship students will receive a stipend each
semester while in school. Freshmen and sophomores will receive a
gross amount of $5,300 each semester and juniors and seniors will
receive a gross amount of $5,700 each semester. Stipend payments
are made directly to the students. Students are then responsible for
paying their fees at the university. Stipends are issued around Feb-
ruary Ist and October 1st each year. The summer employment sal-
ary will be commensurate with employees who have similar quali-
fications and experience. Both summer salary and stipends are
considered a wage and are subject to normal payroll deductions.

Freshmen applicants must include this completed application, sub-
mit a copy of their official high school transcript, a copy of their
official ACT score report (if the ACT score is not shown on the
transcript) two recommendations (one from a guidance counselor
or principal and one from a mathematics teacher who is acquaint-
ed with the students’s scholastic achievements). University sopho-
more and junior applicants must attach a completed scholarship
application, their official college transcript; and two recommenda-
tions from college instructors. A short essay is also required.

Do not return the scholarship application to the Admissions Of-
fice with the application for admission to the University. Applica-
tions that are incomplete, without the required support- ing mate-
rials, or received after March 1 will not be considered.

All students who plan to begin study during the fall semester
should return all application forms and supporting documents for
admission to the University to the Admissions Office no later than
March 1. The student should indicate on the application that he/
she is applying for admission at UK, UL, WKU,or KSU. It is essen-
tial that the ACT be taken before application is made.
