One-way streets make for efficient movers of traffic, but can often introduce safety concerns for motorists, bicyclists and
pedestrians because they tend to provide for higher travel speeds than two-way streets and in some cases hinder opportunities for
economic development as certain businesses have a formal policy against locating on one-way streets.

The benefits of two-way streets are numerous. They tend to have slower travel speeds than one-way streets, they reduce confusion
for motorists unfamiliar with the area, they provide better access to both businesses and residential areas, and in some
circumstances they can reduce the traffic load on other one-way streets.
