WHEREAS, Section 134, Title 23, USC requires that a continuing, comprehensive transportation
planning process be carried out cooperatively in areas of more than 50,000 population and that
the metropolitan transportation planning process shall include the development of a Metropolitan
Transportation Plan (MTP) and the development of a Transportation Improvement Program (TIP)
for the metropolitan planning area; and

WHEREAS, the LEXINGTON AREA MPO Transportation Policy Committee is the designated
Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) for the Lexington, Kentucky urbanized area; and

WHEREAS, the transportation planning process is being carried out in conformance with all Federal
requirements and has been so certified, and all federally funded highway and transit projects must
be in the TIP prior to expenditure of funds; and

WHEREAS, the amendment described in this resolution to the LEXINGTON AREA MPO 2045 MTP
and 2021 — 2024 TIP is in compliance with the public review process as prescribed in the
LEXINGTON AREA MPO Participation Plan; and

WHEREAS, it has been determined that this amendment is consistent with the 2045 MTP for the
Lexington Area Metropolitan Planning Organization; and

WHEREAS, this amendment will result in a TIP that remains fiscally constrained.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Transportation Policy Committee of the LEXINGTON
AREA MPO hereby amends the 2045 MTP and the FY 2021 — FY 2024 TIP for the projects attached
to this resolution.

SUBJECT: Notification of Amendment #1 to the FY 2021-FY 2024 Transportation Improvement
Program (TIP)

ACTION PROPOSED: Amendment #1:

This action proposes to update the previously published TIP document and tables contingent upon approval
by the Lexington Area MPO Transportation Policy Committee scheduled for August 25, 2021. The
amendment proposes to add the following KYTC project:

Nicholasville Road (US 27) Access Management
Section 1 - Man O’ War Blvd. to 1000’ south of Brannon Rd
Design Phase

Additional funding of $1,000,000 has been committed for design of section 1 of this project by the Kentucky
Transportation Cabinet thus maintaining the financial constraint of the TIP. The cost estimates for the future
phases are shown for informational purposes, but they are not included in the overall totals as funding
sources have not yet been determined. As funding sources do become available, they will be added to the
TIP by modification.

Section 2 of this project, which extends from 1000’ south of Brannon Rd to the Nicholasville bypass, has an
estimated cost of $26,400,000, bringing the total project cost to $37,670,000. Section 2 has not been
scheduled by the KYTC, however implementation is anticipated beyond the current TIP years.
