SCOPE

Agreements will be prepared to provide engineering services as needed
for the development of plans and/or proposal construction documents.
Required services will include all design engineering and studies
required for the development of plans and/or construction proposal
documents. The Department will provide the consultant with pavement
design/rehabilitation concepts and construction strategies for
rehabilitation of each roadway section. the scope of effort required may
vary according to each project but typically should involve the following
activities:

Preparation of a report comparing the existing geometrics with current
AASHTO Standards and where practical, the geometric and safety
standards in effect at the time the project was constructed. The
consultant(s) will be responsible for making recommendations as to
those geometric and safety deficiencies which can be economically
corrected and those for which design exceptions will be required. The
consultant is responsible for conducting the necessary studies and
economic analyses to support these recommendations.

The development of detailed traffic control plans and construction
phasing plans consistent with the pavement rehabilitation strategy and
related activities.

The identification of substandard and/or obsolete safety items such as
guardrail, guardrail end treatments, etc. Details for the repair,
modification and/or replacement of these items shall be included in the
plans and/or proposals for the project.

Investigate and document the functional adequacy of bridges within the
project limits and develop strategies and design details for rehabilitation
or replacement.

Develop and prepare plans and/or proposals as construction documents
for letting these plans to contract.

The consultant(s) also will be required to attend project review meetings,
research past records, and prepare necessary documentation to enable
the department to comply with federal requirements for rehabilitation or
reconstruction projects on the interstate and other National Highway
System routes.
