PURPOSE AND NEED

As part of the Kentucky primary highway network, KY 163 is a rural
two-lane facility connecting KY 90 in southern Metcalfe County to
the Louie B. Nunn Parkway by way of US 68 west of Edmonton. KY
163 is functionally classified as a “rural major collector” linking
Metcalfe and Monroe counties to the National Highway System.
The purpose of this project is to improve safety and to provide a
reliable connection for motorists and commercial vehicles along KY
163 from the intersection with KY 90 to US 68 east of Edmonton,
which will increase the potential for economic development in the
community.

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SCOPE OF WORK

The Selected Consultant will be required to provide engineering services for Phase I
Preliminary Engineering to determine the typical section, line and grade, drainage, preliminary
construction cost estimates and preparation for approval of the appropriate environmental
document for these proposed spot improvements to KY 163 and the Western By-Pass of
Edmonton.
