The Parkway Corridor has several roadway and bridge deficiencies. Eastern Kentucky has a 
lack of sufficient transportation infrastructure and system linkage. The purpose of this project is 
to provide a safer and more efficient Corridor, and to contribute to the transportation 
infrastructure improvements needed to support and enhance economic vitality in Eastern 
Kentucky.

The Consultant teams shall include a DBE Participation Plans with their response to 
announcement. An additional page will be allowed with the project approach in the response to 
announcement to convey this plan. A maximum of 4 points will be considered in the evaluation 
factors for the DBE Participation Plan.

The selected consultant will be required to provide engineering services to perform Final 
Roadway Design. Final Roadway Design will include the preparation of any design studies, 
drainage design, right of way plans, construction plans, traffic control plans, and cost estimates.

Two (2) consultants will be selected with each receiving a contract.  One (1) consultant will be 
selected for Project A. and one (1) consultant will be selected for Project B.
