. PURPOSE AND NEED

The purpose of this project is to reconstruct and/or realign the western intersection of KY 32 and
KY 36 to improve safety of both the intersection and the Nicholas County Schools entrances
that fall within or near the intersection.

For state-funded projects, if a Selection Committee vote results in a tie between two (2) firms,

one (1) of which will perform more of the work tasks in Kentucky than the other, then the former
firm shall be ranked one (1) place ahead of the latter.
