III. PURPOSE AND NEED 
 

This section of KY 213 is part of the corridor that connects the Mountain Parkway in Stanton to 
I-64 in Mount Sterling. Various segments of this corridor have been upgraded recently in Powell 
and Montgomery counties. This section will complete the corridor improvements in Powell 
County. Eastern Kentucky has a lack of sufficient transportation infrastructure and system 
linkage. This section of KY 213 has geometric deficiencies that need to be upgraded to current 
standards in order to provide travelers of KY 213 with a modern and safe transportation facility. 
The purpose of this project is to provide a safer and more efficient corridor, and to contribute to 
the transportation infrastructure improvements needed to support and enhance economic vitality 
in Eastern Kentucky.

The Selected Consultant will be required to provide engineering services to perform Final 
Roadway Design which will be added to the contract agreement by a Contract Modification 
when Preliminary Engineering is complete. Final Roadway Design will include the preparation of 
any design studies, drainage design, right-of-way plans, construction plans, and cost estimates.
