PROPOSAL ADDENDA 
All addenda to this proposal must be applied when calculating bid and certified in the bid packet 
submitted to the Kentucky Department of Highways.  Failure to use the correct and most recent 
addenda may result in the bid being rejected. 

BID SUBMITTAL 
Bidder must use the Department’s electronic bidding software.  The Bidder must download 
the bid file located on the Bid Express website (www.bidx.com) to prepare a bid packet 
for submission to the Department.  The bidder must submit electronically using Bid Express. 

JOINT VENTURE BIDDING 
Joint venture bidding is permissible.  All companies in the joint venture must be prequalified 
in one of the work types in the Qualifications for Bidders for the project.  The bidders must 
get a vendor ID for the joint venture from the Division of Construction Procurement and 
register the joint venture as a bidder on the project.  Also, the joint venture must obtain a digital 
ID from Bid Express to submit a bid.  A joint bid bond of 5% may be submitted for both 
companies or each company may submit a separate bond of 5%. 

UNDERGROUND FACILITY DAMAGE PROTECTION 
The contractor shall make every effort to protect underground facilities from damage as 
prescribed in the Underground Facility Damage Protection Act of 1994, Kentucky Revised 
Statute KRS 367.4901 to 367.4917.  It is the contractor’s responsibility to determine and take 
steps necessary to be in compliance with federal and state damage prevention directives.  When 
prescribed in said directives, the contractor shall submit Excavation Locate Requests to the 
Kentucky Contact Center (KY811) via web ticket entry.  The submission of this request does not 
relieve the contractor from the responsibility of contacting non-member facility owners, whom 
shall be contacted through their individual Protection Notification Center.  Non-compliance with 
these directives can result in the enforcement of penalties.  

REGISTRATION WITH THE SECRETARY OF STATE BY A FOREIGN ENTITY 
Pursuant to KRS 176.085(1)(b), an agency, department, office, or political subdivision of the 
Commonwealth of Kentucky shall not award a state contract to a person that is a foreign entity 
required by KRS 14A.9-010 to obtain a certificate of authority to transact business in the 
Commonwealth (“certificate”) from the Secretary of State under KRS 14A.9-030 unless the 
person produces the certificate within fourteen (14) days of the bid or proposal opening.  If the 
foreign entity is not required to obtain a certificate as provided in KRS 14A.9-010, the foreign 
entity should identify the applicable exception. Foreign entity is defined within KRS 14A.1-070.  
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For all foreign entities required to obtain a certificate of authority to transact business in 
the Commonwealth, if a copy of the certificate is not received by the contracting agency 
within the time frame identified above, the foreign entity’s solicitation response shall be 
deemed non-responsive or the awarded contract shall be cancelled.

SPECIAL NOTE FOR PROJECT QUESTIONS DURING ADVERTISEMENT  Questions 
about projects during the advertisement should be submitted in writing to the Division of 
Construction Procurement.  This may be done by email to kytc.projectquestions@ky.gov.  The 
Department will attempt to answer all submitted questions.  The Department reserves the 
right not to answer if the question is not pertinent or does not aid in clarifying the project intent.   

The deadline for posting answers will be 3:00 pm Eastern Daylight Time, the day preceding 
the Letting.  Questions may be submitted until this deadline with the understanding that the 
later a question is submitted, the less likely an answer will be able to be provided. 

The questions and answers will be posted for each Letting under the heading “Questions & 
Answers” on the Construction Procurement website (www.transportation.ky.gov/construction-
procurement).  The answers provided shall be considered part of this Special Note and, in case 
of a discrepancy, will govern over all other bidding documents. 

HARDWOOD REMOVAL RESTRICTIONS 
The US Department of Agriculture has imposed a quarantine in Kentucky and several 
surrounding states, to prevent the spread of an invasive insect, the emerald ash borer. Hardwood 
cut in conjunction with the project may not be removed from the state. Chipping or burning on 
site is the preferred method of disposal. 

INSTRUCTIONS FOR EXCESS MATERIAL SITES AND BORROW SITES Identification 
of excess material sites and borrow sites shall be the responsibility of the Contractor.  
The Contractor shall be responsible for compliance with all applicable state and federal 
laws and may wish to consult with the US Fish and Wildlife Service to seek protection under 
Section 10 of the Endangered Species Act for these activities. 

ACCESS TO RECORDS 
The contractor, as defined in KRS 45A.030 (9) agrees that the contracting agency, the Finance 
and Administration Cabinet, the Auditor of Public Accounts, Department of Local 
Government, U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, and the Legislative 
Research Commission, or their duly authorized representatives, shall have access to any books, 
documents, papers, records, or other evidence, which are directly pertinent to this contract for 
the purpose of financial audit or program review. Records and other prequalification 
information confidentially disclosed as part of the bid process shall not be deemed as directly 
pertinent to the contract and shall be exempt from disclosure as provided in KRS 61.878(1)(c).
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The contractor also recognizes that any books, documents, papers, records, or other evidence, 
received during a financial audit or program review shall be subject to the Kentucky Open 
Records Act, KRS 61.870 to 61.884. 

In the event of a dispute between the contractor and the contracting agency, Attorney General, or 
the Auditor of Public Accounts over documents that are eligible for production and review, the 
Finance and Administration Cabinet shall review the dispute and issue a determination, in 
accordance with Secretary's Order 11-004.  

BOYCOTT PROVISIONS 
If applicable, the contractor represents that, pursuant to KRS 45A.607, they are not currently 
engaged in, and will not for the duration of the contract engage in, the boycott of a person or an 
entity based in or doing business with a jurisdiction with which Kentucky can enjoy open trade. 
Note: The term Boycott does not include actions taken for bona fide business or economic 
reasons, or actions specifically required by federal or state law.  

If applicable, the contractor verifies that, pursuant to KRS 41.480, they do not engage in, and 
will not for the duration of the contract engage in, in energy company boycotts as defined by 
KRS 41.472.   

LOBBYING PROHIBITIONS 
The contractor represents that they, and any subcontractor performing work under the contract, 
have not violated the agency restrictions contained in KRS 11A.236 during the previous ten (10) 
years, and pledges to abide by the restrictions set forth in such statute for the duration of the 
contract awarded.

SECOND TIER SUBCONTRACTS 
Second tier subcontracts are acceptable per Section 108.01 of the Standard Specifications for Road and 
Bridge Construction.  S u b - Contractors fulfilling a disadvantaged business enterprise goal on a project 
may enter into a 2nd tier subcontract with a Non-DBE Subcontractor. However, in this instance, none of the 
work subcontracted to the Non-DBE Contractor will count toward fulfilling the established Disadvantaged 
Goal for the project. 
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DISADVANTAGED BUSINESS ENTERPRISE PROGRAM  
It is the policy of the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet (“the Cabinet”) that Disadvantaged 
Business Enterprises (“DBE”) shall have the opportunity to participate in the performance of 
highway construction projects financed in whole or in part by Federal Funds in order to create a 
level playing field for all businesses who wish to contract with the Cabinet. To that end, the Cabinet 
will comply with the regulations found in 49 CFR Part 26, and the definitions and requirements 
contained therein shall be adopted as if set out verbatim herein. 

 
The Cabinet, contractors, subcontractors, and sub-recipients shall not discriminate on the basis of 
race, color, national origin, or sex in the performance of work performed pursuant to Cabinet 
contracts. The contractor shall carry out applicable requirements of 49 CFR 26 in the award and 
administration of federally assisted highway construction projects. The contractor will include this 
provision in all its subcontracts and supply agreements pertaining to contracts with the Cabinet. 

 
Failure by the contractor to carry out these requirements is a material breach of its contract with 
the Cabinet, which may result in the termination of the contract or such other remedy as the Cabinet 
deems necessary. 

 
 

DBE GOAL  
The Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) goal established for this contract, as listed on the 
front page of the proposal, is the percentage of the total value of the contract. 

The contractor shall exercise all necessary and reasonable steps to ensure that Disadvantaged 
Business Enterprises participate in a least the percent of the contract as set forth above as goals for 
this contract. 

 
 

OBLIGATION OF CONTRACTORS  
Each contractor prequalified to perform work on Cabinet projects shall designate and make known 
to the Cabinet a liaison officer who is assigned the responsibility of effectively administering and 
promoting an active program for utilization of DBEs. 

 
If a formal goal has not been designated for the contract, all contractors are encouraged to consider 
DBEs for subcontract work as well as for the supply of material and services needed to perform 
this work.

CERTIFICATION OF CONTRACT GOAL 
Contractors shall include the following certification in bids for projects for which a DBE goal has 
been established. BIDS SUBMITTED WHICH DO NOT INCLUDE CERTIFICATION OF DBE 
PARTICIPATION WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED. These bids will not be considered for award by 
the Cabinet and they will be returned to the bidder. 

 
“The bidder certifies that it has secured participation by Disadvantaged Business Enterprises 
(“DBE”) in the amount of percent of the total value of this contract and that the DBE 
participation is in compliance with the requirements of 49 CFR 26 and the policies of the Kentucky 
Transportation Cabinet pertaining to the DBE Program.” 

The certification statement is located in the electronic bid file. All contractors must certify their DBE 
participation on that page. DBEs utilized in achieving the DBE goal must be certified and 
prequalified for the work items at the time the bid is submitted. 

 
 

DBE PARTICIPATION PLAN 
Lowest responsive bidders must submit the DBE Plan/ Subcontractor Request, form TC 14-35 
DBE, within 5 days of the letting. This is necessary before the Awards Committee will review and 
make a recommendation. The project will not be considered for award prior to submission and 
approval of the apparent low bidder’s DBE Plan/Subcontractor Request. 

The DBE Participation Plan shall include the following: 
 
1. Name and address of DBE Subcontractor(s) and/or supplier(s) intended to be used in the 

proposed project; 
2. Description of the work each is to perform including the work item, unit, quantity, unit price 

and total amount of the work to be performed by the individual DBE. The Proposal Line 
Number, Category Number, and the Project Line Number can be found in the “material listing” 
on the Construction Procurement website under the specific letting; 

3. The dollar value of each proposed DBE subcontract and the percentage of total project contract 
value this represents. DBE participation may be counted as follows; 
a) If DBE suppliers and manufactures assume actual and contractual responsibility, the dollar 

value of materials to be furnished will be counted toward the goal as follows: 
• The entire expenditure paid to a DBE manufacturer; 
• 60 percent of expenditures to DBE suppliers that are not manufacturers provided the 

supplier is a regular dealer in the product involved. A regular dealer must be engaged 
in, as its principal business and in its own name, the sale of products to the public, 
maintain an inventory and own and operate distribution equipment; and 

• The amount of fees or commissions charged by the DBE firms for a bona fide service, 
such as professional, technical, consultant, or managerial services and assistance in the 
procurement of essential personnel, facilities, equipment, materials, supplies, delivery 
of materials and supplies or for furnishing bonds, or insurance, providing such fees or 
commissions are determined to be reasonable and customary. 

b) The dollar value of services provided by DBEs such as quality control testing, equipment 
repair and maintenance, engineering, staking, etc.; 
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c) The dollar value of joint ventures. DBE credit for joint ventures will be limited to the 
dollar amount of the work actually performed by the DBE in the joint venture; 

4. Written and signed documentation of the bidder’s commitment to use a DBE contractor whose 
participation is being utilized to meet the DBE goal; and 

5. Written and signed confirmation from the DBE that it is participating in the contract as 
provided in the prime contractor’s commitment. 

 
 

AFTER PROJECT AWARD AND BEFORE NOTICE TO PROCEED/WORK ORDER IS  
ISSUED (SEE SECTION 103.06, STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS FOR ROAD AND BRIDGE  
CONSTRUCTION 
Prime Contractors awarded a federally funded project with a DBE Goal greater than zero will be 
required to submit DBE Subcontract Agreement Form, TC 14-36, along with the attached FHWA 
1273 and Certificate of Liability Insurance for each DBE Firm submitted as part of the previously 
approved DBE Utilization Plan (TC 14-35). A signed quote or purchase order shall be attached 
when the DBE subcontractor is a material supplier or broker. 

The Certificate of Liability Insurance submitted must meet the requirements outlined in Section 
107.18 of the Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction. 

 
Changes to APPROVED DBE Participation Plans must be approved by the Cabinet. The Cabinet 
may consider extenuating circumstances including, but not limited to, changes in the nature or 
scope of the project, the inability or unwillingness of a DBE to perform the work in accordance 
with the bid, and/or other circumstances beyond the control of the prime contractor. 

 
 

CONSIDERATION OF GOOD FAITH EFFORTS REQUESTS  
If the DBE participation submitted in the bid by the apparent lowest responsive bidder does not 
meet or exceed the DBE contract goal, the apparent lowest responsive bidder must submit a Good 
Faith Effort Package to satisfy the Cabinet that sufficient good faith efforts were made to meet the 
contract goals prior to submission of the bid. Efforts to increase the goal after bid submission will 
not be considered in justifying the good faith effort, unless the contractor can show that the 
proposed DBE was solicited prior to the letting date. DBEs utilized in achieving the DBE goal 
must be certified and prequalified for the work items at the time the bid is submitted. One complete 
set (hard copy along with an electronic copy) of this information must be received in the Division 
of Contract Procurement no later than 12:00 noon of the tenth calendar day after receipt of 
notification that they are the apparent low bidder. 

 
Where the information submitted includes repetitious solicitation letters it will be acceptable to 
submit a sample representative letter along with a distribution list of the firms solicited. 
Documentation of DBE quotations shall be a part of the good faith effort submittal as necessary to 
demonstrate compliance with the factors listed below which the Cabinet considers in judging good 
faith efforts. This documentation may include written subcontractors’ quotations, telephone log 
notations of verbal quotations, or other types of quotation documentation. 
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The Good Faith Effort Package shall include, but may not be limited to information showing 
evidence of the following: 

 
1. Whether the bidder attended any pre-bid meetings that were scheduled by the Cabinet to inform 

DBEs of subcontracting opportunities; 
2. Whether the bidder provided solicitations through all reasonable and available means; 
3. Whether the bidder provided written notice to all DBEs listed in the DBE directory at the time 

of the letting who are prequalified in the areas of work that the bidder will be subcontracting; 
4. Whether the bidder followed up initial solicitations of interest by contacting DBEs to determine 

with certainly whether they were interested. If a reasonable amount of DBEs within the 
targeted districts do not provide an intent to quote or no DBEs are prequalified in the 
subcontracted areas, the bidder must notify the Disadvantaged Enterprise Business Liaison 
Officer (DEBLO) in the Office for Civil Rights and Small Business Development to give 
notification of the bidder’s inability to get DBE quotes; 

5. Whether the bidder selected portions of the work to be performed by DBEs in order to increase 
the likelihood of meeting the contract goals. This includes, where appropriate, breaking out 
contract work items into economically feasible units to facilitate DBE participation, even when 
the prime contractor might otherwise perform these work items with its own forces; 

6. Whether the bidder provided interested DBEs with adequate and timely information about the 
plans, specifications, and requirements of the contract; 

7. Whether the bidder negotiated in good faith with interested DBEs not rejecting them as 
unqualified without sound reasons based on a thorough investigation of their capabilities. Any 
rejection should be so noted in writing with a description as to why an agreement could not be 
reached; 

8. Whether quotations were received from interested DBE firms but were rejected as 
unacceptable without sound reasons why the quotations were considered unacceptable. The 
fact that the DBE firm’s quotation for the work is not the lowest quotation received will not in 
itself be considered as a sound reason for rejecting the quotation as unacceptable. The fact that 
the bidder has the ability and/or desire to perform the contract work with its own forces will 
not be considered a sound reason for rejecting a DBE quote. Nothing in this provision shall be 
construed to require the bidder to accept unreasonable quotes in order to satisfy DBE goals; 

9. Whether the bidder specifically negotiated with subcontractors to assume part of the 
responsibility to meet the contract DBE goal when the work to be subcontracted includes 
potential DBE participation; 

10. Whether the bidder made any efforts and/or offered assistance to interested DBEs in obtaining 
the necessary equipment, supplies, materials, insurance and/or bonding to satisfy the work 
requirements of the bid proposal; and 

11. Any other evidence that the bidder submits which may show that the bidder has made 
reasonable good faith efforts to include DBE participation. 
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FAILURE TO MEET GOOD FAITH REQUIREMENT 
Where the apparent lowest responsive bidder fails to submit sufficient participation by DBE firms 
to meet the contract goal and upon a determination by the Good Faith Committee based upon the 
information submitted that the apparent lowest responsive bidder failed to make sufficient 
reasonable efforts to meet the contract goal, the bidder will be offered the opportunity to meet in 
person for administrative reconsideration. The bidder will be notified of the Committee’s decision 
within 24 hours of its decision. The bidder will have 24 hours to request reconsideration of the 
Committee’s decision. The reconsideration meeting will be held within two days of the receipt of 
a request by the bidder for reconsideration. 

 
The request for reconsideration will be heard by the Office of the Secretary. The bidder will have 
the opportunity to present written documentation or argument concerning the issue of whether it 
met the goal or made an adequate good faith effort. The bidder will receive a written decision on 
the reconsideration explaining the basis for the finding that the bidder did or did not meet the goal 
or made adequate Good Faith efforts to do so. 

 
The result of the reconsideration process is not administratively appealable to the Cabinet or to the 
United States Department of Transportation. 

The Cabinet reserves the right to award the contract to the next lowest responsive bidder or to rebid 
the contract in the event that the contract is not awarded to the low bidder as the result of a failure 
to meet the good faith requirement. 

 
 

SANCTIONS FOR FAILURE TO MEET DBE REQUIREMENTS OF THE PROJECT  
Failure by the prime contractor to fulfill the DBE requirements of a project under contract or to 
demonstrate good faith efforts to meet the goal constitutes a breach of contract. When this occurs, 
the Cabinet will hold the prime contractor accountable, as would be the case with all other contract 
provisions. Therefore, the contractor’s failure to carry out the DBE contract requirements shall 
constitute a breach of contract and as such the Cabinet reserves the right to exercise all 
administrative remedies at its disposal including, but not limited to the following: 

• Suspension of Prequalification; 
• Disallow credit toward the DBE goal; 
• Withholding progress payments; 
• Withholding payment to the prime in an amount equal to the unmet portion of the contract 

goal; and/or 
• Termination of the contract. 

 
 

PROMPT PAYMENT 
The prime contractor will be required to pay the DBE and Non-DBE Subcontractors within seven 
(7) working days after he or she has received payment from the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet 
for work performed or materials furnished. 
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CONTRACTOR REPORTING  
All contractors must keep detailed records and provide reports to the Cabinet on their progress in 
meeting the DBE requirement on any highway contract. These records may include, but shall not 
be limited to payroll, lease agreements, cancelled payroll checks, executed subcontracting 
agreements, etc. Prime contractors will be required to complete and submit a signed and notarized 
Affidavit of Subcontractor Payment (TC 18-7) and copies of checks for any monies paid to 
each DBE subcontractor or supplier utilized to meet a DBE goal. These documents must be 
completed and signed within 7 days of being paid by the Cabinet. 

Payment information that needs to be reported includes date the payment is sent to the DBE, check 
number, Contract ID, amount of payment and the check date. Before Final Payment is made on 
this contract, the Prime Contractor will certify that all payments were made to the DBE 
subcontractor and/or DBE suppliers.

SPECIAL NOTE FOR CLASS 1A GEOTEXTILE FABRICS USED IN STRUCTURAL 
PAVEMENT DESIGNS 

 

1. DESCRIPTION. This special note covers requirements for Class 1A geotextile fabrics to 
be used for subgrade stabilization that is a part of a structural pavement design. 
 
 

2. GEOTEXTILE FABRIC. Use woven fabric consisting only of long chain polymeric 
filaments or yarns such as polypropylene formed into a stable network such that the 
filaments or yarns retain their relative position to each other. Use fabric that is inert to 
commonly encountered chemicals and free of defects or flaws significantly affecting its 
physical or filtering properties. 

Ensure that the fabric is formed in widths of at least 6 feet. When necessary, sew sheets 
of fabric together to form required fabric widths. Sew the sheets of fabric together at the 
point of manufacture or other approved locations. 

The geotextile manufacturer is responsible for establishing and maintaining a quality 
control program to ensure compliance with this section. The manufacturer must 
participate in the National Transportation Product Evaluation Program (NTPEP) for 
Geotextiles and Geosynthetics and the product data must be posted in NTPEP DataMine. 

 2.1 PACKING. During all periods of shipment and storage, wrap the fabric in a heavy 
duty protective covering to protect the fabric from direct sunlight, ultraviolet rays, 
temperatures greater than 140 °F, mud, dirt, dust, and debris. 

2.2 PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS. Class 1A fabrics are to meet the current 
requirements of AASHTO M288. 

2.3 ACCEPTANCE. Obtain the Department’s approval for all material before 
incorporating it into the project. 

 

3. CONSTRUCTION. The Engineer will reject the fabric if it has defects, rips, holes, flaws, 
deterioration, or damage. Prepare the surface to receive the fabric to a smooth condition, 
free of obstructions, debris, or sharp objects that may puncture the fabric. Place the fabric 
smooth and free of folds, wrinkles, or creases. Do not operate equipment directly on the 
fabric. Protect the fabric at all times from contamination. Remove and replace any 
contaminated fabric with uncontaminated fabric. 

Repair or replace any fabric damage. Repair individual isolated cuts, tears, or punctures 
by placing a patch of geotextile fabric that extends at least 3 feet beyond the damage in 
all directions or by field splicing the patch. Cover the fabric with a layer of the specified 
material within 14 calendar days. Remove and replace fabric not covered within 14 days.

4. ACCEPTANCE PROCEDURES FOR NON-SPECIFICATION FABRIC. Ensure that all 
geotextile fabric conforms to the requirements of this section. However, when non-
specification geotextile fabric is inadvertently incorporated into the work before 
completion of testing, the Department may accept the material with a reduction in pay, 
provided the failure is marginal and will not cause poor performance. When the failure is 
excessive, then remove the geotextile fabric, and replace it unless the Engineer 
determines that the geotextile fabric can remain in place. The Department will apply the 
largest payment reduction when the material fails to meet more than one specification 
requirement. The Department will calculate the payment reduction on the invoice cost of 
the material delivered at the project site. The Department will reject geotextile fabric that 
fails and has not been incorporated into the work. 
 
 

5. FASTENER PINS. The Engineer will accept fastener pins based on visual inspection on 
the project. Conform to the following: 
 
5.1 SUBGRADE STABILIZATION AND WRAPPED AGGREGATE DRAINAGE 
BLANKET. Provide fastener pins that are formed of 3/16 inch diameter or heavier steel, 
pointed at one end, with a head on the opposite end to retain a washer with a minimum 
diameter of 1 ½ inches. 
 
 

6. MEASUREMENT. The Department will measure the quantity in square yards. The 
Department will not measure fabric when the Contract indicates the fabric is incidental to 
the work or when the specification for another item requires incidental installation of 
geotextile fabric. 

The Department will not measure material in laps or seams. 

When fabric is used in conjunction with an aggregate layer, the Department will measure 
the quantity of (1) the area of the lower surface of the aggregate layer, (2) the area of the 
upper surface of the aggregate layer, and (3) the area of the sides and ends of the 
aggregate layer; using the dimensions specified in the Plans for each fabric type that 
applies to its corresponding location(s). 

The Department will not measure for payment the repair or replacement of damaged 
fabric or replacement of fabric not covered within 14 days.

IMPERMEABLE DETENTION BASIN 

 
 

PART 1 - 
GENERAL 

 
1.01 Description 
 

A. This work shall consist of furnishing and installing a HDPE geomembrane lined detention 
basin in accordance with this document and the project plans.  Geomembranes will have a 
textured surface.  Install the geomembranes according to the plans or as directed by the 
Engineer for the purpose of creating an impermeable layer below the basin.  The basin shall 
be constructed in a manner that maintains a positive gradient. 

 
B. The textured geomembrane shall be constructed of high-density polyethylene (HDPE).  

Storage and handling of the geomembrane shall be in accordance with the Manufacturer’s 
recommendations and this special note.  Torn or punctured geomembranes shall not be 
used. 

 
1.02 References 
 

1. ASTM references throughout this document refer to the latest version of the American 
Society of Testing Materials referenced test. 

 
2. Portions of Specification adapted from International Association of Geosynthetic Installers 

HDPE Geomembrane Installation Specifications. 
 
1.03 Submittals 
 

A. Submit the following to the Engineer for review and approval, within a two-week period 
prior to installation so as to expedite shipment or installation of the geomembrane: 

 
1. Documentation of Manufacturer's qualifications as specified in subsection 1.04A of this 

Section. 
 

2. Manufacturer's Quality Control program manual or descriptive documentation. 
 

3. A material properties sheet, including test methods used. 
 

4. Sample of the material. 
 

5. Example Material Warranty and Liner Installation Warranty complying with Subsections 
1.07 and 1.08 of this Section. 
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6. Resin Supplier's name, resin production plant identification, resin brand name and number, 
production date of the resin, resin Manufacturer's Quality Control certificates, and 
certification that the properties of the resin meet the requirements for the project. 

 
B. Installation Plan 

 
1. Submit copies of Installation Plans for Engineer's approval within two weeks of the start 

of installation so as not to delay the start of geomembrane installation.  Installation plans 
shall identify seams and details.  Seams should generally follow the direction of the slope.  
Butt seams or roll-end seams should not occur on a slope unless approved by the Engineer's 
Representative.  Butt seams on a slope, if allowed, should be staggered. 

 
2. Placement of geomembrane will not be allowed to proceed until Engineer's Representative 

has received and approved the Installation Plan. 
 
1.04 Quality Control 
 

A. Manufacturer’s Qualifications: The Manufacturer of geomembrane of the type specified or 
similar product shall have at least five years of experience in the manufacture of such 
geomembrane.  In addition, the geomembrane Manufacturer shall have manufactured at 
least 5,000,000 FT2 of the specified type of geomembrane or similar product during the 
last five years. 

 
1.05 Delivery, Storage and Handling 
 

A. Each roll of geomembrane delivered to the site shall be labeled by the Manufacturer.  The 
label shall be firmly affixed and shall clearly state the Manufacturer's name, product 
identification, material thickness, roll number, roll dimensions, and roll weight. 

 
B. Geomembrane shall be protected from mud, dirt, dust, puncture, cutting, sunlight or any 

other damaging or deleterious conditions. 
 

C. Rolls shall be stored away from high traffic areas.  Continuously and uniformly support 
rolls on a smooth, level prepared surface. 

 
D. Rolls shall not be stacked more than three high. 

 
1.06 Project Conditions 
 

A. Geomembrane should not be installed in the presence of standing water, while precipitation 
is occurring, during excessive winds, or when material temperatures are outside the limits 
specified in Section 3.03. 
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1.07 Material Warranty 
 

A. Furnish the suppliers material warranty. 
 
1.08 Geomembrane Installation Warranty 
 

A. The geomembrane Installer shall guarantee the geomembrane installation against defects 
in the installation and workmanship for 1 year commencing with the date of final 
acceptance. 

 
1.09 Geomembrane Pre-Construction Meeting 
 

A. A Geomembrane Pre-Construction Meeting shall be held at the site prior to installation of 
the geomembrane.  At a minimum, the meeting shall be attended by the geomembrane 
Installer, Engineer, Engineer’s representative(s) (CQA Firm), and the Earthwork 
Contractor. 

 
B. Topics for this meeting shall include: 

 
1. Responsibilities of each party. 

 
2. Lines of authority and communication and resolution of any project document ambiguity. 

 
3. Methods for documenting, reporting, and distributing documents and reports. 

 
4. Procedures for packaging and storing archive samples. 

 
5. Review of time schedule for all installation and testing. 

 
6. Review of panel layout. 

 
7. Procedures and responsibilities for preparation and submission of as-built panel and seam 

drawings. 
 

8. Temperature and weather limitations. Installation procedures for adverse weather 
conditions.  Defining acceptable subgrade, geomembrane, or ambient moisture and 
temperature conditions for working during liner installation. 

 
9. Subgrade conditions, dewatering responsibilities, and subgrade maintenance plan. 

 
10. Deployment techniques including allowable subgrade for the geomembrane. 

 
11. Plan for controlling expansion/contraction and wrinkling of the geomembrane. 

 
12. Covering of the geomembrane. 
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13. Measurement and payment schedules. 
 

14. Health and safety. 
 

C. The meeting shall be documented by a person designated at the beginning of the meeting 
and minutes shall be transmitted to all parties. 
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PART 2- 
PRODUCTS 

 
2.01 Source Quality Control 
 

A. Manufacturing Quality Control 
 

1. The Manufacturer's geomembrane quality control certifications, including results of quality 
control testing of the products, as specified in subsection 2.01.A.2 of this Section, must be 
supplied to the Engineer's Representative to verify that the materials supplied for the 
project are in compliance with all product and or project specifications in this Section.  The 
certification shall be signed by a responsible party employed by the Manufacturer, such as 
the QA/QC Manager, Production Manager, or Technical Services Manager.  Certifications 
shall include lot and roll numbers and corresponding shipping information. 

 
2. The Manufacturer will provide Certification that the geomembrane and welding rod 

supplied for the project have the same base resin and material properties. 
 
2.02 Geomembrane 
 

A. The textured geomembrane shall consist of new, first quality products designed and 
manufactured specifically for the purpose of this work which shall have been satisfactorily 
demonstrated by prior testing to be suitable and durable for such purposes.  The 
geomembrane rolls shall be seamless, high-density polyethylene containing no plasticizers, 
fillers or extenders and shall be free of holes, blisters, or contaminants, and leak free.  The 
geomembrane shall be supplied as a continuous sheet with no factory seams in rolls.  The 
geomembrane will meet the property requirements as shown in the following table:

B. Seaming shall be performed in the field using a welding system and quality control testing 
in strict accordance with the Manufacturer’s specifications.  The weld seam shall provide 
the same physical and chemical resistance properties as the HDPE sheet. 
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PART 3 – 
EXECUTION 

 
3.01  Subgrade Preparation 
 

A. The subgrade shall be prepared in accordance with the project specifications.  The 
geomembrane subgrade shall be uniform and free of all sharp or angular objects that may 
damage the geomembrane prior to installation of the geomembrane.  No objects larger than 
0.5 inch should protrude above the prepared subgrade. 

 
B. The geomembrane Installer and Engineer’s Representative shall inspect the surface to be 

covered with the geomembrane on each day's operations prior to placement of 
geomembrane to verify suitability. 

 
C. The geomembrane Installer and Engineer’s Representative shall provide daily written 

acceptance for the surface to be covered by the geomembrane in that day's operations.  The 
surface shall be maintained in a manner, during geomembrane installation, to ensure 
subgrade suitability. 

 
D. All subgrade damaged by construction equipment and deemed unsuitable for 

geomembrane deployment shall be repaired prior to placement of the geomembrane.  All 
repairs shall be approved by the Engineer's Representative and the geomembrane Installer.  
This damage, repair, and the responsibilities of the Contractor and geomembrane Installer 
shall be defined in the Preconstruction Meeting. 

 
3.02  Geomembrane Placement 
 

A. No geomembrane shall be deployed until the applicable certifications and quality control 
certificates listed in Subsection 1.03 are submitted to and approved by the Engineer's 
Representative.  Should geomembrane material be deployed prior to approval by the 
Engineer's Representative it will be at the sole risk of the geomembrane Installer and/or 
Contractor.  If the material does not meet project specifications it shall be removed from 
the work area at no cost to the Engineer. 

 
B. The geomembrane shall be installed to the limits shown on the project drawings and 

essentially as shown on approved panel layout drawings. 
 

C. No geomembrane material shall be unrolled and deployed if the material temperatures are 
lower than 32 degrees F unless otherwise approved by the Engineer's Representative.  The 
specified minimum temperature for material deployment may be adjusted by the 
Engineer’s Representative based on recommendations by the Manufacturer.  Temperature 
limitations should be defined in the preconstruction meeting.  Typically, only the quantity 
of geomembrane that will be anchored and seamed together in one day should be deployed. 

 
D. No vehicular traffic shall travel on the geomembrane other than an approved low ground 

pressure All-Terrain Vehicle or equivalent. 
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E. Sandbags or equivalent ballast shall be used as necessary to temporarily hold the 
geomembrane material in position under the foreseeable and reasonably - expected wind 
conditions.  Sandbag material shall be sufficiently close- knit to prevent soil fines from 
working through the bags and discharging on the geomembrane. 

 
F. Geomembrane placement shall not be done if moisture prevents proper subgrade 

preparation, panel placement, or panel seaming.  Moisture limitations should be defined in 
the preconstruction meeting. 

 
G. Damaged panels or portions of the damaged panels which have been rejected shall be 

marked and their removal from the work area recorded. 
 

H. The geomembrane shall not be allowed to "bridge over" voids or low areas in the subgrade.  
Any voids or low areas shall be filled and compacted prior to placing geomembrane.  In 
these areas, the geomembrane shall be allowed to rest in intimate contact with the subgrade. 

 
I. Wrinkles caused by panel placement or thermal expansion should be minimized in 

accordance with Section 1.09 B11. 
 

J. Considerations on Site Geometry: In general, seams shall be oriented parallel to the line of 
the maximum slope.  In corners and odd shaped geometric locations, the total length of 
field seams shall be minimized.  Seams shall not be located at low points in the subgrade 
unless geometry requires seaming at such locations and if approved by the Engineer's 
Representative. 

 
K. Overlapping: The panels shall be overlapped prior to seaming to whatever extent is 

necessary to affect a good weld.  In no case shall this overlap be less than 3 inches for 
welded seams. 

 
L. Overflow Structure Tie-in: 

 
1. Affix the geomembrane to the overflow structure with adhesive approved by the 

Manufacturer.  A minimum of 1.5ˈ of glued geomembrane will be required. 
 

M. Cover: A minimum of 2 ½ feet of total cover will be required above the geomembrane.  
The first 1 foot placed directly above the geomembrane will be a controlled fill with a top 
size of 0.5 inch.  The material shall be placed in a single lift.  A minimum 0.5 foot thickness 
of top soil will be required for establishing grass in the basin. 

 
3.03  Seaming Procedures 
 

A. Seams shall be continuously welded. 
 

B. No geomembrane material shall be seam welded when liner temperatures are less than 32 
degrees F unless allowed by the Engineer. 
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C. Blisters, larger holes, and contamination by foreign matter shall be repaired by patches 
and/or extrusion weld beads as required.  Each patch shall extend a minimum of 6 inches 
beyond all edges of the defect. 

 
3.04  Liner Acceptance 
 

A. Geomembrane liner will be accepted by the Engineer's Representative when: 
 

1. The entire installation is finished or an agreed upon subsection of the installation is 
finished. 

 
2. All Installer’s QC documentation is completed and submitted to the Engineer. 

 
3. Verification of the adequacy of all field seams and repairs and associated geomembrane 

installation is complete. 
 
3.05 Anchor Trench 
 

A. Construct as specified by the Manufacturer. 
 
3.06 Disposal of Scrap Materials 
 

A. On completion of installation, the geomembrane Installer shall dispose of all trash and 
scrap material in a location approved by the Engineer, remove equipment used in 
connection with the work herein, and shall leave the premises in a neat acceptable manner.  
No scrap material shall be allowed to remain on the geomembrane surface. 
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PART 4 – 
MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT 

 
4.01  Payment 
 

A. All actions and materials required for construction of the Geomembrane Lined Detention

SPECIAL NOTE FOR PIPELINE INSPECTION 
 
1.0 DESCRIPTION.  The Department will perform visual inspections on all pipe on the 
project. A video inspection will be required on projects having more than 250 linear feet of storm 
sewer and/or culvert pipe and on routes with an ADT of greater than 1,000 vehicles. Conduct 
video inspections on all pipe located under the roadway and 50 percent of the remaining pipe not 
under the roadway. Storm sewer runs and outfall pipes not under the roadway take precedence 
over rural entrance pipes. Contractors performing this item of work must be prequalified with the 
Department in the work type J51 (Video Pipe Inspection and Cleaning). Deflection testing shall 
be completed using a mandrel in accordance with the procedure outlined below or by physical 
measurement for pipes greater than 36inches in diameter. Mandrel testing for deflection must be 
completed prior to the video inspection testing. Unless otherwise noted, Section references 
herein are to the Department’s Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, 
current edition. 
 
2.0 VIDEO INSPECTION.  Ensure pipe is clear of water, debris or obstructions. Complete 
the video inspection and any necessary measurement prior to placing the final surface over any 
pipe. When paving will not be delayed, take measurements 30 days or more after the completion 
of earthwork to within 1 foot of the finished subgrade. Notify the Engineer a minimum of 24 
hours in advance of inspection and notify the Engineer immediately if distresses or locations of 
improper installation are logged. 
 
     2.1 INSPECTION FOR DEFECTS AND DISTRESSES 
 

A) Begin at the outlet end and proceed through to the inlet at a speed less than or equal to 
30 ft/minute. Remove blockages that will prohibit a continuous operation.  

 
B) Document locations of all observed defects and distresses including but not limited to: 
cracking, spalling, slabbing, exposed reinforcing steel, sags, joint offsets, joint 
separations, deflections, improper joints/connections, blockages, leaks, rips, tears, 
buckling, deviation from line and grade, damaged coatings/paved inverts, and other 
anomalies not consistent with a properly installed pipe. 

 
C) During the video inspection provide a continuous 360 degree pan of every pipe joint. 

 
D) Identify and measure all cracks greater than 0.1” and joint separations greater than 
0.5”. 

 
E) Video Inspections are conducted from junction to junction which defines a pipe run. A 
junction is defined as a headwall, drop box inlet, curb box inlet, manhole, buried 
junction, or other structure that disturbs the continuity of the pipe. Multiple pipe 
inspections may be conducted from a single set up location, but each pipe run must be on 
a separate video file and all locations are to be referenced from nearest junction relative 
to that pipe run. 
 
F)  Record and submit all data on the TC 64-765 and TC 64-766 forms.

3.0 MANDREL TESTING.  Mandrel testing will be used for deflection testing. For use on 
Corrugated Metal Pipe, High Density Polyethylene Pipe, and Polyvinyl Chloride Pipe, 
use a mandrel device with an odd number of legs (9 minimum) having a length not less 
than the outside diameter of the mandrel. The diameter of the mandrel at any point shall 
not be less than the diameter specified in Section 3.6. Mandrels can be a fixed size or a 
variable size.  

 
3.1 Use a proving ring or other method recommended by the mandrel manufacturer to 
verify mandrel diameter prior to inspection. Provide verification documentation for each 
size mandrel to the Engineer. 

 
3.2 All deflection measurements are to be based off of the AASHTO Nominal 
Diameters. Refer to the chart in section 3.6. 
 
3.3 Begin by using a mandrel set to the 5.0% deflection limit. Place the mandrel in 
the inlet end of the pipe and pull through to the outlet end. If resistance is met prior to 
completing the entire run, record the maximum distance achieved from the inlet side, 
then remove the mandrel and continue the inspection from the outlet end of the pipe 
toward the inlet end. Record the maximum distance achieved from the outlet side. 
 
3.4 If no resistance is met at 5.0% then the inspection is complete. If resistance 
occurred at 5.0% then repeat 3.1 and 3.2 with the mandrel set to the 10.0% deflection 
limit. If the deflection of entire pipe run cannot be verified with the mandrel then 
immediately notify the Engineer. 

 
3.5 Care must be taken when using a mandrel in all pipe material types and 
lining/coating scenarios. Pipe damaged during the mandrel inspection will be video 
inspected to determine the extent of the damage. If the damaged pipe was video inspected 
prior to mandrel inspection then a new video inspection is warranted and supersedes the 
first video inspection. Immediately notify the Engineer of any damages incurred during 
the mandrel inspection and submit a revised video inspection report.

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4.0 PHYSICAL MEASUREMENT OF PIPE DEFLECTION.  Alternate method for 
deflection testing when there is available access or the pipe is greater than 36 inches in diameter, 
as per 4.1. Use a contact or non-contact distance instrument. A leveling device is recommended 
for establishing or verifying vertical and horizontal control. 
 

4.1 Physical measurements may be taken after installation and compared to the 
AASHTO Nominal Diameter of the pipe as per Section 3.6. When this method is used, 
determine the smallest interior diameter of the pipe as measured through the center point 
of the pipe (D2). All measurements are to be taken from the inside crest of the 
corrugation. Take the D2 measurements at the most deflected portion of the pipe run in 
question and at intervals no greater than ten (10) feet through the run.

The Contractor will supply and install all anchor couplings, bends, fire hydrant extension, concrete blocking, 
restoration, granular drainage material, etc., needed to adjust the fire hydrant, complete and ready-for-use as 
shown on the plans, and in accordance with the specifications and standard drawings.  This also includes 
allowing for the utility owner inspector to inspect the existing fire hydrant prior to adjusting, contractor 
returning unusable fire hydrants to the utility owner warehouse and picking up a replacement hydrant.  No 
additional payment will be made for rock excavation.  Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  
If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall 
be paid EACH (EA) when complete and ready for use. 
 
W FIRE HYDRANT ASSEMBLY T h i s  i t e m  i ncludes all labor, equipment, new fire hydrant, 
isolating valve and valve box, concrete pad around valve box (when specified in specifications or plans),  
piping, anchoring tee, anchoring couplings, fire hydrant extension, excavation, concrete blocking, granular 
drainage material, backfill, and restoration, to install a new fire hydrant assembly as indicated on plans and 
standard drawings, compete and ready-for-use.  No additional payment will be made for rock excavation. 
Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s 
Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when complete. 
 
W FIRE HYDRANT RELOCATE This item includes all labor and equipment to remove the existing fire 
hydrant from its existing location and to reinstall at a new location.  This item shall include a new isolating 
valve and valve box, concrete pad around valve box (when required in specifications or plans), new piping, 
new anchoring tee, anchoring couplings, fire hydrant extensions, concrete blocking, restoration, granular 
drainage material, excavation, and backfill as indicated on plans, specifications, and standard drawings, 
compete and ready-for-use.  This item shall also include allowing for utility owner inspector to inspect the 
existing fire hydrant prior to reuse, contractor returning unusable fire hydrants to the utility owner warehouse 
and picking up a replacement hydrant for use if the existing fire hydrant is determined unfit for reuse.  No 
additional payment will be made for rock excavation.  Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  
If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall 
be paid EACH (EA) when complete. 
 
W FIRE HYDRANT REMOVE This item includes removal of an abandoned fire hydrant, isolating valve, 
and valve box, to the satisfaction of the engineer.  The removed fire hydrant, isolating valve, and valve box 
shall become the property of the contractor for his disposal as salvage or scrap.  Please refer to the Utility 
Company’s Specifications.  If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be 
referenced.  This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when complete. 
 
W FLUSH HYDRANT ASSEMBLY This item shall include the flushing hydrant assembly, service line, 
tapping the main, labor, equipment, excavation, backfill, and restoration required to install the flush hydrant 
at the location shown on the plans and in accordance with the specifications and standard drawings, complete 
and ready-for-use.  Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  If the Company does not have 
specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when 
complete. 
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W FLUSHING ASSEMBLY This item shall include the flushing device assembly, service line, meter box 
and lid, tapping the main, labor, equipment, excavation, backfill, and restoration required to install the 
flushing device at the location shown on the plans and in accordance with the specifications and standard 
drawings, complete and ready-for-use.  Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  If the 
Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall be paid 
EACH (EA) when complete. 
 
W LEAK DETECTION METER   This item is for payment for installation of a water meter at main valve 
locations, as shown on the plans, for detection of water main leaks.  The meter shall be of the size and type 
specified in the plans or specifications.  This item shall include all labor, equipment, meter, meter box or 
vault, connecting pipes between main and meter, main taps, tapping saddles, casting, yoke, and any other 
associated material needed for installation of a functioning water meter in accordance with the plans and 
specifications, complete and ready-for-use.  No separate payment will be made under any other contract 
item for connecting pipe or main taps.  All leak detection meters shall be paid under one bid item included 
in the contract, regardless of size.  No separate bid items will be established for size variations.  Please refer 
to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s 
Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when complete and ready for use. 
 
W LINE MARKER This item is for payment for furnishing and installing a water utility line marker as 
specified by the utility owner specifications and plans.  A line marker may consist of a post or monument 
of whatever materials specified and shall include markings and/or signage on same as specified by plans or 
specifications.  This item shall include all labor, equipment, and materials needed for complete installation 
of the marker.  This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when complete. 
 
W LINE STOP SIZE 1 OR 2 This item shall include the line stop saddle/sleeve, valve, completion plug 
and any other material, labor, and equipment necessary to complete the line stop as indicated in the plans 
and/or specifications. This installation shall allow the waterline system to operate as usual without any 
interruption of service. The size shall be the measured internal diameter of the live pipe to be tapped. The 
line stop size to be paid under sizes 1 or 2 shall be as follows: 
Size 1 = All live tapped main sizes up to and including 8 inches 
Size 2 = All live tapped main sizes greater than 8 inches 
Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications. If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s 
Specifications shall be referenced. This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when complete. 
 
W MAIN POINT RELOCATE This item is intended for payment for horizontal and/or vertical relocation 
of a short length of an existing main at the location shown on the plans.  This bid item is to be used to 
relocate an existing water main at point locations, such as to clear a conflict at a proposed drainage structure, 
pipe, or any other similar short relocation situation, and where the existing pipe material is to be reused.  
The contractor shall provide any additional pipe or fitting material needed to complete the work, as shown 
on the plans and specifications.  The materials provided shall be of the same type and specifications as 
those that exist.  Substitution of alternative materials shall be approved by the engineer in advance on a 
case-by-case basis.  New polyethylene wrap is to be provided (if wrap exists or is specified in the 
specifications to be used).  If it is necessary that the pipe be disassembled for relay, payment under this item 
shall also include replacement of joint gaskets as needed.  Bedding and backfill shall be provided and 
performed the same as with any other pipe installation as detailed in the plans and specifications.  Payment 
under this item shall be for each location requiring an existing main to be relocated horizontally or vertically, 
regardless of pipe size or relocation length.  No separate pay items will be established for pipe size variations 
or relocation segment length variations.  Water Main Relocate shall not be paid on a linear feet basis but 
shall be paid EACH (EA) at each location when complete and placed in service.  Please refer to the Utility 
Company’s Specifications.  If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be 
referenced. 
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W METER This item is for payment for installation of all standard water meters of all sizes 2 inches i n  
d i a m e t e r  or less as specified on the plans.  This item shall include all labor, equipment, meter, meter 
box, casting, yoke, and any other associated materials needed for installation of a functioning water meter, 
in accordance with the plans and specifications, complete and ready-for-use.  This item shall include 
connections to the new or existing water service line.  Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  
If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall 
be paid EACH (EA) when complete. 
 
W METER ADJUST This item includes all labor, equipment, excavation, materials, backfill, restoration, 
etc., to adjust the meter casting to finished grade (whatever size exists) at the location shown on the plans or 
as directed, in accordance with the specifications and standard drawings, complete and ready-for-use. Please 
refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s 
Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when complete. 
 
W METER RELOCATE This item includes all labor, equipment, excavation, additional fittings, 
disinfection, testing, restoration, etc., to relocate the existing water meter (whatever size exists), meter yoke, 
meter box, casting, etc., from its old location to the location shown on the plans or as directed, in accordance 
with the specifications and standard drawings, complete and ready- f o r - use.  The new service pipe (if 
required) will be paid under the short side or long side service bid item.  Any and all meter relocations of 2 
inches or less shall be paid under one bid item included in the contract, regardless of size.  Each individual 
relocation shall be paid individually under this item; however, no separate bid items will be established for 
meter size variations of 2 inches in diameter or less.  Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  
If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall 
be paid EACH (EA) when complete. 
 
W METER VAULT SIZE RANGE 1 OR 2 This item is for payment for installation of an underground 
structure for housing of a large water meter, fittings, and valves as required by the plans and specifications.  
This item shall include all labor, equipment, excavation, concrete, manhole castings or access doors, the 
specified meter(s) valve(s), all piping, and fitting materials associated with installing a functioning meter 
and vault in accordance with the plans, standard drawings, and specifications, complete and ready-for-use.  
The size shall be the measured internal diameter of the meter and piping to be installed.  The size meter 
vault to be paid under size 1 or 2 shall be as follows: 
 

Size Range 1 = All meter and piping sizes greater than 2 inches up to and including 6 inches 
Size Range 2 = All meter and piping sizes greater than 6 inches 
 

This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when complete.  Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  
If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be referenced. 
 
W METER/FIRE SERVICE COMBO VAULT This item is for payment for installation of an 
underground structure for housing of a water meter and fire service piping, fittings, and valves as required 
by the plans and specifications.  This item shall include all labor, equipment, excavation, concrete, manhole 
castings or access doors, the specified meter(s), valve(s), all piping, and fitting materials associated with 
installing a functioning meter and fire service vault, in accordance with the plans and specifications, 
complete and ready-for-use.  Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  If the Company does 
not have specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall be paid EACH (EA) 
when complete. 
 
W METER WITH PRESSURE REDUCING VALVE (PRV) This item is for payment for installation 
of all standard water meters with pressure reducing valves (PRV) of all sizes 2 inches in diameter or less, 
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as specified on the plans.  This item shall include all labor, equipment, meter, PRV, meter box, casting, 
yoke, and any other associated materials needed for installation of a functioning water meter with PRV, in 
accordance with the plans and specifications, complete and ready-for-use.  This item shall include 
connections to the new or existing water service line.  Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  
If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall 
be paid EACH (EA) when complete. 
 
W PIPE This item shall apply to all pipe of every size and type material to be used as water main, except 
those bid items defined as “Special”.  This item includes the pipe specified by the plans and specifications, 
all fittings (including, but not limited to, bends, tees, reducers, plugs, and caps), tracing wire with test boxes 
(if required by specifications), polyethylene wrap (when specified), labor, equipment, excavation, bedding, 
backfill, restoration, testing, sanitizing, etc., required to install the specified new pipe and new fittings at the 
locations shown on the plans, or as directed, in accordance with the specifications and standard drawings, 
complete and ready-for-use. No additional payment will be made for rock excavation.  This bid item 
includes material and placement of flowable fill under existing and proposed pavement, and wherever else 
specified on the plans or in the specifications.  This item shall include all temporary and permanent materials, 
as well as equipment required to pressure test and sanitize mains including, but not limited to, pressurization 
pumps, hoses, tubing, gauges, main taps, saddles, temporary main end caps or plugs and blocking, main end 
taps for flushing, chlorine liquids or tablets for sanitizing, water for testing/sanitizing and flushing (when not 
supplied by the utility), chlorine neutralization equipment and materials, and any other items needed to 
accomplish pressure testing and sanitizing the main installation.  This item shall also include pipe anchors at 
each end of polyethylene pipe runs, when specified to prevent the creep or contraction of the pipe.  When 
owner specifications require, this bid item shall include contractor preparation of as-built drawings to be provided 
to the engineer and/or utility owner at the end of construction. Measurement of quantities under this item shall 
be through fittings, encasements, and directional bores (only when a separate carrier pipe is specified within 
the directional bore pipe).  Measurements shall be further defined to be to the center of tie-in where new 
pipe contacts existing pipe at the center of connecting fittings, to the outside face of vault or structure walls, 
or to the point of main termination at dead ends.  No separate payment will be made under pipe items when 
the directional bore pipe is the carrier pipe.  Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  If the 
Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall be paid 
LINEAR FEET (LF) when complete. 
 
W PLUG EXISTING MAIN This item shall include the specified plug, concrete blocking and/or 
mechanical anchoring, labor, equipment, excavation, backfill, and restoration required to install the plug on 
an existing main to be left in service at the location shown on the plans or as directed, in accordance with the 
specifications.  This item is not to be paid to plug new main installations or mains that are to be abandoned.  This 
pay item is only to be paid to plug existing mains that are to be left in service.  Plugs on new mains are to be 
considered incidental to the new main, as are other fittings, and are not to be paid under this item.  All plugs on 
existing mains left in service shall be paid under this one bid item included in the contract, regardless of size.  No 
separate bid items will be established for size variations.  Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  If the 
Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall be paid EACH 
(EA) when complete. 

Plugging of existing abandoned mains shall be performed and paid in accordance with Section 
708.03.05 of KYTC Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, using Bid code 
01314, Plug Pipe. 

 
W PRESSURE REDUCING VALVE This item shall apply to all pressure reducing valves (PRV) of 
every size required in the plans and specifications, except those bid items defined as “Special”.  Payment 
under this description is to be for PRVs being installed with new main.  This item includes the PRV as 
specified in the plans and specifications, polyethylene wrap (if required by specification), labor, equipment, 
excavation, anchoring (if any), pit or vault, backfill, restoration, testing, disinfection, etc., required to install 
the specified PRV at the location shown on the plans, in accordance with the specifications and standard 
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drawings, complete and ready-for-use.  If required on the plans and/or proposed adjoining DIP is restrained, 
PRVs shall be restrained.  PRV restraint shall be considered incidental to the PRV and adjoining pipe.  
Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s 
Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when complete. 
 
W PUMP STATION This item is for payment for installation of pumps and an above or below ground 
structure for housing of the pumps.  This item shall include all pumps, piping, fittings, valves, electrical 
components, building materials, concrete, any other appurtenances, labor, equipment, excavation, and 
backfill, to complete the pump station installation as required by the plans, standard drawings, and 
specifications, complete and ready-for-use.  Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  If the 
Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall be paid 
LUMP SUM (LS) when complete. 
 
W REMOVE TRANSITE (AC) PIPE This item shall include all labor, equipment, and materials needed 
for removal and disposal of the pipe as hazardous material.  All work shall be performed by trained and 
certified personnel, in accordance with all environmental laws and regulations. 
Any and all transite AC pipe removed shall be paid under one bid item included in the contract, regardless 
of size.  No separate bid items will be established for size variations.  Please refer to the Utility Company’s 
Specifications.  If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be referenced.  
This item shall be paid LINEAR FEET (LF) when complete. 
 
W SERVICE LONG SIDE This item shall apply to all service line installations of every size bid up to 
and including 2-inch inside diameter, except those service bid items defined as “Special”. This item includes 
the specified piping material, main tap, tapping saddle (if required), corporation stop materials, coupling for 
connecting the new piping to the surviving existing piping, encasement of 2 inches or less internal diameter 
(if required by plans or specifications), labor, equipment, excavation, backfill, testing, disinfection, and 
restoration, at the locations shown on the plans or as directed, in accordance with the specifications and 
standard drawings, complete and ready-for-use.  This bid item is to pay for service installations where the 
ends of the service connection are on opposite sides of the public roadway and the service line crosses the 
centerline of the public roadway, as shown on the plans. The length of the service line is not to be specified.  
Payment under this item shall not be restricted by a minimum or maximum length. The contractor shall 
draw his own conclusions as to the length of piping that may be needed.  Payment under this item shall 
include boring, jacking, or excavating across the public roadway for placement.  Placement of a service 
across a private residential or commercial entrance alone shall not be reason to make payment under this 
item.  Private or commercial entrances shall not be considered a public roadway in defining payment under 
this item.  This pay item does not include installation or relocation of meters.  Meters will be paid 
separately.  No additional payment will be made for rock excavation or for special bedding required in rock 
excavation.  Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  If the Company does not have 
specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when 
complete. 
 
W SERVICE SHORT SIDE This item shall apply to all service line installations of every size up to and 
including 2-inch internal diameter, except those service bid items defined as “Special”.  This item includes 
installation of the specified piping material of the size specified on plans, encasement of 2 inches or less 
internal diameter (if required by plans or specifications), main tap, tapping saddle (if required), corporation 
stop, coupling for connecting the new piping to the surviving existing piping, labor, equipment, excavation, 
backfill, testing, disinfection, and restoration at the locations shown on the plans or as directed, in accordance 
with the specifications and standard drawings, complete and ready-for-use.  This bid item is to pay for 
service installations where both ends of the service connection are on the same side of the public roadway, 
or when an existing service crossing a public roadway will remain and is being extended, reconnected, or 
relocated, with all work on one side of the public roadway centerline as shown on the plans.  The length of 
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the service line is not to be specified and shall not be restricted to any minimum or maximum length.  
Placement of a service lateral across a private residential or commercial entrance alone shall not be reason 
to make payment under this item.  Private or commercial entrances shall not be considered a public roadway 
in defining payment under this item.  The contractor shall draw his own conclusions as to the length of 
piping that may be needed.  This pay item does not include installation or relocation of meters.  Meters 
will be paid separately.  No additional payment will be made for rock excavation or for bedding required 
in rock excavation.  Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  If the Company does not have 
specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when 
complete. 
 
W SERVICE RELOCATE This item is for the relocation of an existing water service line where a meter 
is not involved, and where an existing service line can easily be adjusted by excavating alongside and moving 
the line horizontally and/or vertically a short distance without cutting the service line to avoid conflicts with 
road construction.  This item shall include excavation, labor, equipment, bedding, and backfill to relocate 
the line, in accordance with the plans and specifications, complete and ready-for-use.  Payment under this 
item shall be for each location requiring relocation.  Payment shall be made under this item regardless of 
service size or relocation length.  No separate pay items will be established for size or length variations.  
Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s 
Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when complete. 
 
W STRUCTURE ABANDONMENT This item is to be used to pay for abandonment of larger above or 
below ground water structures such as meter vaults, fire pits, pump stations, tanks, etc.  Payment under this 
item shall not be limited to size or scope; however, structures with connecting pipes of 2 inches or less shall 
not be paid under this item but shall be considered incidental to water construction (i.e., abandonment of 
standard water meters up to and including 2 inches would not be paid under this item).  Payment under this 
item shall include all labor, equipment, and compacted fill or flowable fill for abandonment of the structure 
in-place and complete restoration.  No separate bid items will be established for size or structure variations.  
Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s 
Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when complete. 
 
W STRUCTURE REMOVAL This item is to be used to pay for removal of larger above or below ground 
water structures such as meter vaults, fire pits, pump stations, tanks, etc.  Payment under this item shall not 
be limited to size or scope; however, structures with connecting pipes of 2 inches or less shall not be paid 
under this item but shall be considered incidental to water construction (i.e., removal of standard water 
meters up to and including 2 inches would not be paid under this item).  Payment under this item shall 
include all labor, equipment, and compacted backfill for removal of the structure and complete restoration. 
No separate bid items will be established for size or structure variations.  Please refer to the Utility 
Company’s Specifications.  If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be 
referenced.  This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when complete. 
 
W TAPPING SLEVE AND VALVE SIZE 1 OR 2 This item shall include the specified tapping sleeve, 
valve, valve box, concrete pad around valve box (when required in specifications or plans), labor, and 
equipment to install the specified tapping sleeve and valve, complete and ready-for-use, in accordance with 
the plans and specifications.  The size shall be the measured internal diameter of the live pipe to be tapped.  
The size tapping sleeve and valve to be paid under sizes 1 or 2 shall be as follows: 
 

Size 1 = All live tapped main sizes up to and including 8 inches  
Size 2 = All live tapped main sizes greater than 8 inches 
 

Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s 
Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when complete. 
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W TIE-IN This item shall be used for all main tie-in bid items of every size, except those defined as 
“Special”.  This item includes all labor, equipment, excavation, fittings, sleeves, reducers, couplings, 
blocking, anchoring, restoration, disinfection, testing, and backfill required to make the water main tie-in as 
shown on the plans and in accordance with the specifications, complete and ready-for-use.  Pipe for tie-ins 
shall be paid under separate bid items.  This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when complete.  

Plugging of existing abandoned mains shall be performed and paid in accordance with Section 
708.03.05 of KYTC Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, using Bid code 
01314, Plug Pipe. 

 
W VALVE This item shall apply to all valves of every size required in the plans and specifications, except 
those bid items defined as “Special”.  Payment under this description is to be for gate or butterfly valves 
being installed with new main.  This item includes the valve as specified in the plans and specifications, 
polyethylene wrap (if required by specifications), labor, equipment, excavation, anchoring (if any), valve 
box and valve stem extensions, backfill, concrete pad around valve box (if required by specifications), 
restoration, testing, disinfection, etc., required to install the specified valve at the location shown on the 
plans, in accordance with the specifications and standard drawings, complete and ready-for-use.  If required 
on plans and/or proposed adjoining DIP is restrained, valves shall be restrained.  Valve restraint shall be 
considered incidental to the valve and adjoining pipe.  This description does not apply to cut-in valves.  
Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s 
Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when complete. 
 
W VALVE ANCHOR EXISTING This item is intended to pay for installation of restraint hardware on 
an existing valve where no restraint exists, to hold the valve in place to facilitate tie-ins and other procedures 
where restraint is prudent.  This work shall be performed in accordance with water specifications and plans.  
This bid item shall include all labor, equipment, excavation, materials, and backfill to complete restraint of 
the designated valve, regardless of size, at the location shown on the plans, complete and ready-for-use.  
Materials to be provided may include, but are not limited to, retainer glands, lugs, threaded rod, concrete, 
reinforcing steel, or any other material needed to complete the restraint.  Should the associated valve box 
require removal to complete the restraint, the contractor shall reinstall the existing valve box, the cost of 
which shall be considered incidental to this bid item.  No separate bid items are being provided for size 
variations.  All sizes shall be paid under one bid item.  Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  
If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall 
be paid EACH (EA) when complete. 
 
W VALVE BOX ADJUST T h i s  i t e m  i nclude all labor, equipment, valve box and valve stem 
extensions (if required), excavation, backfill, concrete pad around valve box (when specified in 
specifications or plans), restoration, etc., to adjust the top of the box to finished grade, complete and ready-
for- use.  Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  If the Company does not have 
specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when 
complete. 
 
W VALVE BOX REMOVE   This item is in payment for all labor, equipment, restoration materials, 
disposal, and any other effort for removal of a valve box, leaving the valve in place.  Please refer to the 
Utility Company’s Specifications.  If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s Specifications 
shall be referenced.  This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when complete. 
 
W VALVE CUT-IN This item is for new cut-in valve installations of all sizes, where installation is 
accomplished by cutting out a section of existing main.  This item shall include cutting the existing pipe, 
supplying the specified valve, couplings or sleeves, valve box, concrete pad around valve box (when 
required in specifications or plans), labor, equipment, and materials to install the valve at the locations 
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shown on the plans, or as directed by the engineer, complete and ready-for-use.  Any pipe required for 
installation shall be cut from that pipe removed or supplied new by the contractor.  No separate payment 
will be made for pipe required for cut-in valve installation.  Please refer to the Utility Company’s 
Specifications.  If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be referenced.  
This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when complete. 
 
W VALVE REMOVE   This item is in payment for all labor, equipment, and restoration materials for 
cutting of existing pipe and any other effort necessary for total removal of an existing valve and valve box.  
This bid item shall include disposal of the valve and box, unless plans or specifications state the valve and 
box are to be salvaged and delivered to the utility owner for reuse.  No separate pay items are to be 
established for size variations.  All valve removals, regardless of size, shall be paid under this one pay item.  
Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  If the Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s 
Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall be paid EACH (EA) when complete. 
If plugging of existing abandoned mains is needed after valve removal, the work shall be performed and 
paid in accordance with Section 708.03.05 of KYTC Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge 
Construction, using Bid code 01314, Plug Pipe.  
 
W VALVE VAULT This item is for payment for installation of an underground structure for housing of 
specific valve(s), as required by the plans and specifications.  This item shall include all labor, equipment, 
excavation, concrete, manhole castings or doors, the specified valve(s), all piping, and fitting materials 
associated with installing a functioning valve vault, in accordance with the plans, standard drawings, and 
specifications, complete and ready-for-use. Please refer to the Utility Company’s Specifications.  If the 
Company does not have specifications, KYTC’s Specifications shall be referenced.  This item shall be paid 
EACH (EA) when complete. 
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SPECIAL NOTE 
General Utility Coordination 

 
The Contractor shall communicate, cooperate, and coordinate with the Department, the utility 
owners, and potentially affected third parties, as necessary for the utility construction work. The 
Contractor shall be responsible for all coordination needed to ensure that the road construction 
and utility construction work may concurrently and effectively take place. 

 
This item shall include assignment of a Utility Coordinator for the project to coordinate plans, 
work and schedules directly with the utility companies and KYTC personnel. The Utility 
Coordinator shall be a licensed professional engineer with project management experience. 
This item includes responsibility to ensure the project progresses efficiently and in accordance 
with the proposed contract documents. The Department may consult the Utility Coordinator on 
matters of utility work design, construction, cost, and/or schedule. Any changes in the proposed 
scope, design, construction, cost, and/or schedule for the utility work shall be approved by the 
Department. This item includes conducting monthly coordination meetings with involved 
utility companies and as needed on project site visits to manage utility construction activity, 
resolve conflicts with the road activity, and minimize impact to the project. The Department 
shall be invited to Utility Coordination meetings. 

 
The Contractor shall coordinate with the utility contractors through all phases of construction. 
The following construction phasing schedule shall be adhered to: 

 
Phase 1 – Roadway Grade and Drain and site grading south of proposed Chestnut Ridge Road 
from approximate Sta. 141+00 to 146+00 (the proposed subdivision owned by the 
Commonwealth of Kentucky) shall be completed in this phase of construction.  This includes all 
excavation & compaction of proposed building pads, detention ponds, ditches, proposed storm 
sewer systems, and stone base on roadways.  During this phase, construction activities shall be 
coordinated with the Knott County Water/Sewer Contractor(s) to minimize conflicts and 
expedite construction activities.  No claims which result from a failure of coordination between 
contractors will be accepted.  It is anticipated that the Water/Sewer Contractor(s) will install the 
sewer line along Chestnut Ridge Road from Sta. 127+50 to Sta. 148+75 during this phase.  All 
Phase 1 work to be performed by the KYTC contractor is to be completed within 80 working 
days. 

 
Phase 2 – Roadway Grade and Drain and site grading from Sta. 127+50 to Sta. 148+75 shall 
be completed in this phase of construction. This includes the site grading north of Chestnut 
Ridge Road from approximate Sta. 137+73 to Sta. 148+75.  Also, the steel encasement pipes 
for utilities at Sta. 136+43, Sta. 140+65, and Sta. 145+70 are to be constructed in this phase.  
During this phase, construction activities shall be coordinated with the Knott County 
Water/Sewer Contractor(s) to minimize conflicts and expedite construction activities.  During 
this phase, it is anticipated that the Water/Sewer Contractor(s) will be installing the water and 
sewer utilities in the area constructed during Phase 1.  Any compacted areas that are disturbed 
through utility installation shall be compacted to obtain 95% of standard proctor when filled.  
The utility contractor(s) will coordinate with the geotechnical engineer to ensure that 
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adequate compaction has been achieved.  All Phase 2 works are to be completed by the KYTC 
contractor within 40 working days after the completion of Phase 1. 

 
Phase 3 – All curb and gutter construction and sidewalk construction included in the project is 
to be completed in this phase.  This includes work along the mainline Chestnut Ridge Road 
from Sta. 127+50 to Sta. 148+75 and work within the subdivision area south of Chestnut Ridge 
Road.  During this phase, construction activities shall be coordinated with the Knott County 
Water/Sewer Contractor(s) and the underground electric and telecommunications contractor(s) 
to minimize conflicts and expedite construction activities.  During this phase, it is anticipated 
that the underground electric and telecommunications lines will be installed along Chestnut 
Ridge Road and within the subdivision area south of Chestnut Ridge Road.  It is also anticipated 
that the water line north of Chestnut Ridge Road from Sta. 127+50 to Sta. 148+75 will be 
constructed by the Water/Sewer Contractor(s) during this phase.  All Phase 3 works are to be 
completed by the KYTC contractor within 20 working days after the completion of Phase 2. 

 
Phase 4 – All roadway paving (asphalt base and surface) for the entire project shall be completed 
in this phase.  The KYTC contractor shall also complete any remaining construction items (such 
as seeding and protection, final cleanup, etc.) during this phase.  During this phase, construction 
activities shall be coordinated with the Knott County Water/Sewer Contractor(s) and the 
underground electric and telecommunications contractor(s) to minimize conflicts and expedite 
construction activities.  All Phase 4 works are to be completed by the roadway contractor within 
30 working days after the completion of Phase 3. 
 
The Cabinet will consider extending up to a maximum of 30 working days to the contract, if 
the utility contractors fail to complete their work within a timeframe that appropriately 
accommodates the Phase schedules listed above.

Other sources of pollutants include oil/fuel/grease from servicing 
and operating construction equipment, concrete washout water, sanitary 
wastes and trash/debris. (3) 

B.  Sediment and Erosion Control Measures: 
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1. Plans for highway construction projects will include erosion control sheets 
that depict Disturbed Drainage Areas (DDAs) and related information.   
These plan sheets will show the existing project conditions with areas 
delineated by DDA within the right of way limits, the discharge points and 
the areas that drain to each discharge point.  Project managers and 
designers will analyze the DDAs and identify Best Management Practices 
(BMPs) that are site specific.  The balance of the BMPs for the project will 
be listed in the bid documents for selection and use by the contractor on 
the project with approval by the resident engineer. 

 
Projects that do not have DDAs annotated on the erosion control sheets 
will employ the same concepts for development and managing BMP 
plans. 

 

2. Following award of the contract, the contractor and resident engineer will 
annotate the erosion control sheets showing location and type of BMPs 
for each of the DDAs that will be disturbed at the outset of the project.  
This annotation will be accompanied by an order of work that reflects the 
order or sequence of major soil moving activities.  The remaining DDAs 
are to be designated as “Do Not Disturb” until the contractor and resident 
engineer prepare the plan for BMPs to be employed. The initial BMP’s 
shall be for the first phase (generally Clearing and Grubbing) and shall be 
modified as needed as the project changes phases. The BMP Plan will 
be modified to reflect disturbance in additional DDA’s as the work 
progresses. All DDA’s will have adequate BMP’s in place before being 
disturbed. 

 

3. As DDAs are prepared for construction, the following will be addressed 
for the project as a whole or for each DDA as appropriate: 

 
 Construction Access – This is the first land-disturbing activity. As 

soon as construction begins, bare areas will be stabilized with 
gravel and temporary mulch and/or vegetation. 

 At the beginning of the project, all DDAs for the project will be 
inspected for areas that are a source of storm water pollutants. 
Areas that are a source of pollutants will receive appropriate cover 
or BMPs to arrest the introduction of pollutants into storm water.  
Areas that have not been opened by the contractor will be 
inspected periodically (once per month) to determine if there is a 
need to employ BMPs to keep pollutants from entering storm water.  

 Clearing and Grubbing – The following BMP’s will be considered 
and used where appropriate.  

 Leaving areas undisturbed when possible. 
 Silt basins to provide silt volume for large areas. 
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 Silt Traps Type A for small areas. 
 Silt Traps Type C in front of existing   and drop inlets which 

are to be saved 
 Diversion ditches to catch sheet runoff and carry it to basins 

or traps or to divert it around areas to be disturbed. 
 Brush and/or other barriers to slow and/or divert runoff. 
 Silt fences to catch sheet runoff on short slopes. For longer 

slopes, multiple rows of silt fence may be considered. 
 Temporary Mulch for areas which are not feasible for the 

fore mentioned types of protections. 
 Non-standard or innovative methods. 

 Cut & Fill and placement of drainage structures  - The BMP Plan 
will be modified to show additional BMP’s such as:  

 Silt Traps Type B in ditches and/or drainways as they are 
completed 

 Silt Traps Type C in front of pipes after they are placed 
 Channel Lining 
 Erosion Control Blanket 
 Temporary mulch and/or seeding for areas where 

construction activities will be ceased for 21 days or more. 
 Non-standard or innovative methods  

 Profile and X-Section in place – The BMP Plan will be modified to 
show elimination of BMP’s which had to be removed and the 
addition of new BMP’s as the roadway was shaped. Probably 
changes include: 

 Silt Trap Type A, Brush and/or other barriers, Temporary 
Mulch, and any other BMP which had to be removed for final 
grading to take place. 

 Additional Silt Traps Type B and Type C to be placed as 
final drainage patterns are put in place. 

 Additional Channel Lining and/or Erosion Control Blanket.  
 Temporary Mulch for areas where Permanent Seeding and 

Protection cannot be done within 21 days. 
 Special BMP’s such as Karst Policy 

 Finish Work (Paving, Seeding, Protect, etc.) – A final BMP Plan will 
result from modifications during this phase of construction. 
Probably changes include: 

 Removal of Silt Traps Type B from ditches and drainways if 
they are protected with other BMP’s which are sufficient to 
control erosion, i.e. Erosion Control Blanket or Permanent 
Seeding and Protection on moderate grades. 

 Permanent Seeding and Protection 
 Placing Sod 
 Planting trees and/or shrubs where they are included in the 

project 
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 BMP’s including Storm Water Management Devices such as 
velocity dissipation devices and Karst policy BMP’s to be installed 
during construction to control the pollutants in storm water 
discharges that will occur after construction has been completed 
are  : None          

C. Other Control Measures 

1. No solid materials, including building materials, shall be discharged to 
waters of the commonwealth, except as authorized by a Section 404 
permit. 

2. Waste Materials 
 

All waste materials that may leach pollutants (paint and paint containers, 
caulk tubes, oil/grease containers, liquids of any kind, soluble materials, etc.) 
will be collected and stored in appropriate covered waste containers.  Waste 
containers shall be removed from the project site on a sufficiently frequent 
basis as to not allow wastes to become a source of pollution. All personnel 
will be instructed regarding the correct procedure for waste disposal. Wastes 
will be disposed in accordance with appropriate regulations.  Notices stating 
these practices will be posted in the office. 

3. Hazardous Waste 
 

All hazardous waste materials will be managed and disposed of in the 
manner specified by local or state regulation.  The contractor shall notify the 
Resident Engineer if there any hazardous wastes being generated at the 
project site and how these wastes are being managed. Site personnel will be 
instructed with regard to proper storage and handling of hazardous wastes 
when required.  The Transportation Cabinet will file for generator, registration 
when appropriate, with the Division of Waste Management and advise the 
contractor regarding waste management requirements. 

4. Spill Prevention 
 
The following material management practices will be used to reduce the risk of 
spills or other exposure of materials and substances to the weather and/or runoff. 
 

 Good Housekeeping: 
 
The following good housekeeping practices will be followed onsite during the 
construction project. 
 

 An effort will be made to store only enough product required to do the 
job 
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 All materials stored onsite will be stored in a neat, orderly manner in 
their appropriate containers and, if possible, under a roof or other 
enclosure 

 Products will be kept in their original containers with the original 
manufacturer’s label 

 Substances will not be mixed with one another unless recommended 
by the manufacturer 

 Whenever possible, all of the product will be used up before disposing 
of the container 

 Manufacturers’ recommendations for proper use and disposal will be 
followed 

 The site contractor will inspect daily to ensure proper use and disposal 
of materials onsite 

 
 Hazardous Products: 

 
These practices will be used to reduce the risks associated with any and all 
hazardous materials. 
 

 Products will be kept in original containers unless they are not 
resealable 

 Original labels and material safety data sheets (MSDS) will be 
reviewed and retained 

 Contractor will follow procedures recommended by the manufacturer 
when handling hazardous materials 

 If surplus product must be disposed of, manufacturers’ or state/local 
recommended methods for proper disposal will be followed 

 
The following product-specific practices will be followed onsite: 
 

 Petroleum Products: 
 
Vehicles and equipment that are fueled and maintained on site will be monitored 
for leaks, and receive regular preventative maintenance to reduce the chance of 
leakage.  Petroleum products onsite will be stored in tightly sealed containers, 
which are clearly labeled and will be protected from exposure to weather. 
 
The contractor shall prepare an Oil Pollution Spill Prevention Control and 
Countermeasure plan when the project that involves the storage of petroleum 
products in 55 gallon or larger containers with a total combined storage capacity 
of 1,320 gallons.  This is a requirement of 40 CFR 112. 
 
This project (will / will not) (3) have over 1,320 gallons of petroleum products with 
a total capacity, sum of all containers 55 gallon capacity and larger.  
 

 Fertilizers: 
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Fertilizers will be applied at rates prescribed by the contract, standard 
specifications or as directed by the resident engineer.  Once applied, fertilizer will 
be covered with mulch or blankets or worked into the soil to limit exposure to 
storm water.  Storage will be in a covered shed.  The contents of any partially 
used bags of fertilizer will be transferred to a sealable plastic bin to avoid spills. 
 

 Paints: 
 
All containers will be tightly sealed and stored indoors or under roof when not 
being used.  Excess paint or paint wash water will not be discharged to the 
drainage or storm sewer system but will be properly disposed of according to 
manufacturers’ instructions or state and local regulations. 
 

 Concrete Truck Washout: 
 
Concrete truck mixers and chutes will not be washed on pavement, near storm 
drain inlets, or within 75 feet of any ditch, stream, wetland, lake, or sinkhole. 
Where possible, excess concrete and wash water will be discharged to areas 
prepared for pouring new concrete, flat areas to be paved that are away from 
ditches or drainage system features, or other locations that will not drain off site. 
Where this approach is not possible, a shallow earthen wash basin will be 
excavated away from ditches to receive the wash water 
 

 Spill Control Practices 
 
In addition to the good housekeeping and material management practices 
discussed in the previous sections of this plan, the following practices will be 
followed for spill prevention and cleanup: 
 

 Manufacturers’ recommended methods for spill cleanup will be clearly 
posted. All personnel will be made aware of procedures and the location 
of the information and cleanup supplies. 

 Materials and equipment necessary for spill cleanup will be kept in the 
material storage area.  Equipment and materials will include as 
appropriate, brooms, dust pans, mops, rags, gloves, oil absorbents, sand, 
sawdust, and plastic and metal trash containers.  

 All spills will be cleaned up immediately after discovery. 
 The spill area will be kept well ventilated and personnel will wear 

appropriate protective clothing to prevent injury from contract with a 
hazardous substance. 

 Spills of toxic or hazardous material will be reported to the appropriate 
state/local agency as required by KRS 224 and applicable federal law. 

 The spill prevention plan will be adjusted as needed to prevent spills from 
reoccurring and improve spill response and cleanup.  
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 Spills of products will be cleaned up promptly.  Wastes from spill clean up 
will be disposed in accordance with appropriate regulations. 

 

D. Other State and Local Plans 
This BMP plan shall include any requirements specified in sediment and erosion 
control plans, storm water management plans or permits that have been 
approved by other state or local officials.  Upon submittal of the NOI, other 
requirements for surface water protection are incorporated by reference into and 
are enforceable under this permit (even if they are not specifically included in this 
BMP plan).  This provision does not apply to master or comprehensive plans, 
non-enforceable guidelines or technical guidance documents that are not 
identified in a specific plan or permit issued for the construction site by state or 
local officials. None 

E. Maintenance 

1. The BMP plan shall include a clear description of the maintenance 
procedures necessary to keep the control measures in good and effective 
operating condition.  

 Maintenance of BMPs during construction shall be a result of weekly and 
post rain event inspections with action being taken by the contractor to 
correct deficiencies. 

 Post Construction maintenance will be a function of normal highway 
maintenance operations. Following final project acceptance by the 
cabinet, district highway crews will be responsible for identification and 
correction of deficiencies regarding ground cover and cleaning of storm 
water BMPs. The project manager shall identify any BMPs that will be for 
the purpose of post construction storm water management with specific 
guidance for any non-routine maintenance. None 

 
 
 

F. Inspections 
 
Inspection and maintenance practices that will be used to maintain erosion and 
sediment controls: 
 

 All erosion prevention and sediment control measures will be inspected 
at least once each week and following any rain of one-half inch or 
more. 
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 Inspections will be conducted by individuals that have received KyTC 
Grade Level II training or other qualification as prescribed by the 
cabinet that includes instruction concerning sediment and erosion 
control. 

 Inspection reports will be written, signed, dated, and kept on file. 
 Areas at final grade will be seeded and mulched within 14 days. 
 Areas that are not at final grade where construction has ceased for a 

period of 21 days or longer and soil stock piles shall receive temporary 
mulch no later than 14 days from the last construction activity in that 
area. 

 All measures will be maintained in good working order; if a repair is 
necessary, it will be initiated within 24 hours of being reported. 

 Built-up sediment will be removed from behind the silt fence before it 
has reached halfway up the height of the fence. 

 Silt fences will be inspected for bypassing, overtopping, undercutting, 
depth of sediment, tears, and to ensure attachment to secure posts. 

 Sediment basins will be inspected for depth of sediment, and built-up 
sediment will be removed when it reaches 70 percent of the design 
capacity and at the end of the job. 

 Diversion dikes and berms will be inspected and any breaches 
promptly repaired. Areas that are eroding or scouring will be repaired 
and re-seeded / mulched as needed. 

 Temporary and permanent seeding and mulching will be inspected for 
bare spots, washouts, and healthy growth. Bare or eroded areas will 
be repaired as needed.  

 All material storage and equipment servicing areas that involve the 
management of bulk liquids, fuels, and bulk solids will be inspected 
weekly for conditions that represent a release or possible release of 
pollutants to the environment. 

 
 
 
 

G.  Non – Storm Water discharges 
 
It is expected that non-storm water discharges may occur from the site during the 
construction period. Examples of non-storm water discharges include: 
 

 Water from water line flushings. 
 Water form cleaning concrete trucks and equipment. 
 Pavement wash waters (where no spills or leaks of toxic or hazardous 

materials have occurred). 
 Uncontaminated groundwater and rain water (from dewatering during 

excavation). 
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All non-storm water discharges will be directed to the sediment basin or to a filter 
fence enclosure in a flat vegetated infiltration area or be filtered via another 
approved commercial product.

SPECIAL NOTE FOR BARCODE LABEL ON PERMANENT SIGNS 

1.0    DESCRIPTION.  Install barcode label on sheeting signs. Section references herein are to the 
Department’s Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, current edition. 
 
2.0    MATERIALS.  The Department will provide the Contractor with a 2 inch x 1 inch foil barcode 
label for each permanent sheeting sign. A unique number will be assigned to each barcode label. 
 The Contractor shall contact the Operations and Pavement Management Branch in the Division 
of Maintenance at (502) 564-4556 to obtain the barcode labels.   
 
3.0    CONSTRUCTION.  Apply foil barcode label in the lower right quadrant of the sign back. Signs 
where the bottom edge is not parallel to the ground, the lowest corner of the sign shall serve as the 
location to place the barcode label. The barcode label shall be placed no less than one-inch and no more 
than three inches from any edge of the sign. The barcode must be placed so that the sign post does not 
cover the barcode label. 
 Barcodes shall be applied in an indoor setting with a minimum air temperature of 50°F or higher. 
Prior to application of the barcode label, the back of the sign must be clean and free of dust, oil, etc.  If 
the sign is not clean, an alcohol swab shall be used to clean the area. The area must be allowed to dry 
prior to placement of the barcode label. 
 Data for each sign shall include the barcode number, MUTCD reference number, sheeting 
manufacturer, sheeting type, manufacture date, color of primary reflective surface, installation date, 
latitude and longitude using the North American Datum of 1983 (NAD83) or the State Plane 
Coordinates using an x and y ordinate of the installed location.  
 Data should be provided electronically on the TC 71-229 Sign Details Information and TC 71-
230 Sign Assembly Information forms.  The Contractor may choose to present the data in a different 
format provided that the information submitted to the Department is equivalent to the information 
required on the Department TC forms.  The forms must be submitted in electronic format regardless of 
which type of form is used.  The Department will not accept PDF or handwritten forms. These 
completed forms must be submitted to the Department prior to final inspection of the signs. The 
Department will not issue formal acceptance for the project until the TC 71-229 and TC-230 electronic 
forms are completed for all signs and sign assemblies on the project.  
 
4.0    MEASUREMENT.  The Department will measure all work required for the installation of the 
barcode label and all work associated with completion and submission of the sign inventory data (TC 
71-229 and TC 71-230).  

The installation of the permanent sign will be measured in accordance to Section 715.

The 
contractor (or subcontractor) must insert this form in each 
subcontract and further require its inclusion in all lower tier 
subcontracts (excluding purchase orders, rental agreements 
and other agreements for supplies or services).

2.  Subject to the applicability criteria noted in the following 
sections, these contract provisions shall apply to all work 

performed on the contract by the contractor's own organization 
and with the assistance of workers under the contractor's 
immediate superintendence and to all work performed on the 
contract by piecework, station work, or by subcontract.  23

3.  A breach of any of the stipulations contained in these 
Required Contract Provisions may be sufficient grounds for 
withholding of progress payments, withholding of final 
payment, termination of the contract, suspension / debarment 
or any other action determined to be appropriate by the 
contracting agency and FHWA.   
 
4.  Selection of Labor: During the performance of this contract, 
the contractor shall not use convict labor for any purpose 
within the limits of a construction project on a Federal-aid 
highway unless it is labor performed by convicts who are on 
parole, supervised release, or probation.  23 U.S.C. 114(b).  
The term Federal-aid highway does not include roadways 
functionally classified as local roads or rural minor collectors.

II.  NONDISCRIMINATION (23 CFR 230.107(a); 23 CFR Part

3.  Dissemination of Policy: All members of the contractor's 
staff who are authorized to hire, supervise, promote, and 
discharge employees, or who recommend such action or are 
substantially involved in such action, will be made fully 
cognizant of and will implement the contractor's EEO policy 
and contractual responsibilities to provide EEO in each grade 
and classification of employment.  To ensure that the above 
agreement will be met, the following actions will be taken as a 
minimum: 
 

a.  Periodic meetings of supervisory and personnel office 
employees will be conducted before the start of work and then 
not less often than once every six months, at which time the 
contractor's EEO policy and its implementation will be 
reviewed and explained.

4. Recruitment: When advertising for employees, the 
contractor will include in all advertisements for employees the 
notation: "An Equal Opportunity Employer."  All such 
advertisements will be placed in publications having a large 
circulation among minorities and women in the area from 
which the project work force would normally be derived. 
 

a.  The contractor will, unless precluded by a valid 
bargaining agreement, conduct systematic and direct 
recruitment through public and private employee referral 
sources likely to yield qualified minorities and women.  To 
meet this requirement, the contractor will identify sources of 
potential minority group employees and establish with such 
identified sources procedures whereby minority and women 
applicants may be referred to the contractor for employment 
consideration. 
 

b.  In the event the contractor has a valid bargaining 
agreement providing for exclusive hiring hall referrals, the 
contractor is expected to observe the provisions of that 
agreement to the extent that the system meets the contractor's 
compliance with EEO contract provisions.  Where 
implementation of such an agreement has the effect of 
discriminating against minorities or women, or obligates the 
contractor to do the same, such implementation violates 
Federal nondiscrimination provisions. 
 

c.  The contractor will encourage its present employees to 
refer minorities and women as applicants for employment.  
Information and procedures with regard to referring such 
applicants will be discussed with employees. 
 
5.  Personnel Actions: Wages, working conditions, and 
employee benefits shall be established and administered, and 
personnel actions of every type, including hiring, upgrading, 
promotion, transfer, demotion, layoff, and termination, shall be 
taken without regard to race, color, religion, sex, sexual 
orientation, gender identity, national origin, age or disability.

a.  The contractor will conduct periodic inspections of project 
sites to ensure that working conditions and employee facilities 
do not indicate discriminatory treatment of project site 
personnel. 
 

b.  The contractor will periodically evaluate the spread of 
wages paid within each classification to determine any 
evidence of discriminatory wage practices. 
 

c.  The contractor will periodically review selected personnel 
actions in depth to determine whether there is evidence of 
discrimination.  Where evidence is found, the contractor will 
promptly take corrective action.  If the review indicates that the 
discrimination may extend beyond the actions reviewed, such 
corrective action shall include all affected persons. 
 

d.  The contractor will promptly investigate all complaints of 
alleged discrimination made to the contractor in connection 
with its obligations under this contract, will attempt to resolve 
such complaints, and will take appropriate corrective action 
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within a reasonable time.  If the investigation indicates that the 
discrimination may affect persons other than the complainant, 
such corrective action shall include such other persons.  Upon 
completion of each investigation, the contractor will inform 
every complainant of all of their avenues of appeal. 
 
6. Training and Promotion: 
 

a.  The contractor will assist in locating, qualifying, and 
increasing the skills of minorities and women who are 
applicants for employment or current employees.  Such efforts 
should be aimed at developing full journey level status 
employees in the type of trade or job classification involved.  
 

b.  Consistent with the contractor's work force requirements 
and as permissible under Federal and State regulations, the 
contractor shall make full use of training programs (i.e., 
apprenticeship and on-the-job training programs for the 
geographical area of contract performance).  In the event a 
special provision for training is provided under this contract, 
this subparagraph will be superseded as indicated in the 
special provision.  The contracting agency may reserve 
training positions for persons who receive welfare assistance 
in accordance with 23 U.S.C. 140(a). 
 

c.  The contractor will advise employees and applicants for 
employment of available training programs and entrance 
requirements for each. 
 

d.  The contractor will periodically review the training and 
promotion potential of employees who are minorities and 
women and will encourage eligible employees to apply for 
such training and promotion. 
 
7. Unions: If the contractor relies in whole or in part upon 
unions as a source of employees, the contractor will use good 
faith efforts to obtain the cooperation of such unions to 
increase opportunities for minorities and women.  23 CFR 
230.409.  Actions by the contractor, either directly or through a 
contractor's association acting as agent, will include the 
procedures set forth below: 
 

a.  The contractor will use good faith efforts to develop, in 
cooperation with the unions, joint training programs aimed 
toward qualifying more minorities and women for membership 
in the unions and increasing the skills of minorities and women 
so that they may qualify for higher paying employment. 
 

b.  The contractor will use good faith efforts to incorporate an 
EEO clause into each union agreement to the end that such 
union will be contractually bound to refer applicants without 
regard to their race, color, religion, sex, sexual orientation, 
gender identity, national origin, age, or disability.

d.  In the event the union is unable to provide the contractor 
with a reasonable flow of referrals within the time limit set forth 
in the collective bargaining agreement, the contractor will, 
through independent recruitment efforts, fill the employment 
vacancies without regard to race, color, religion, sex, sexual 
orientation, gender identity, national origin, age, or disability; 
making full efforts to obtain qualified and/or qualifiable 
minorities and women.  The failure of a union to provide 

sufficient referrals (even though it is obligated to provide 
exclusive referrals under the terms of a collective bargaining 
agreement) does not relieve the contractor from the 
requirements of this paragraph.  In the event the union referral 
practice prevents the contractor from meeting the obligations 
pursuant to Executive Order 11246, as amended, and these 
special provisions, such contractor shall immediately notify the 
contracting agency. 
 
8.  Reasonable Accommodation for Applicants / 
Employees with Disabilities:  The contractor must be familiar 
with the requirements for and comply with the Americans with 
Disabilities Act and all rules and regulations established 
thereunder.  Employers must provide reasonable 
accommodation in all employment activities unless to do so 
would cause an undue hardship. 
 
9. Selection of Subcontractors, Procurement of Materials 
and Leasing of Equipment: The contractor shall not 
discriminate on the grounds of race, color, religion, sex, sexual 
orientation, gender identity, national origin, age, or disability in 
the selection and retention of subcontractors, including 
procurement of materials and leases of equipment.  The 
contractor shall take all necessary and reasonable steps to 
ensure nondiscrimination in the administration of this contract. 
 

a.  The contractor shall notify all potential subcontractors, 
suppliers, and lessors of their EEO obligations under this 
contract. 
 

b.  The contractor will use good faith efforts to ensure 
subcontractor compliance with their EEO obligations. 
 
 
10. Assurances Required: 
 

a.  The requirements of 49 CFR Part 26 and the State 
DOT’s FHWA-approved Disadvantaged Business Enterprise 
(DBE) program are incorporated by reference. 
 

b.  The contractor, subrecipient or subcontractor shall not 
discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin, or sex 
in the performance of this contract. The contractor shall carry 
out applicable requirements of 49 CFR part 26 in the award 
and administration of DOT-assisted contracts. Failure by the 
contractor to carry out these requirements is a material breach 
of this contract, which may result in the termination of this 
contract or such other remedy as the recipient deems 
appropriate, which may include, but is not limited to:

DOT Order 1050.2A at Appendixes A and E are incorporated 
by reference.  49 CFR Part 21. 
 
11. Records and Reports: The contractor shall keep such 
records as necessary to document compliance with the EEO 
requirements.  Such records shall be retained for a period of 
three years following the date of the final payment to the 
contractor for all contract work and shall be available at 
reasonable times and places for inspection by authorized 
representatives of the contracting agency and the FHWA. 
 

a.  The records kept by the contractor shall document the 
following:

    (1) The number and work hours of minority and non-
minority group members and women employed in each work 
classification on the project; 
 

(2) The progress and efforts being made in cooperation 
with unions, when applicable, to increase employment 
opportunities for minorities and women; and 

 
(3) The progress and efforts being made in locating, hiring, 

training, qualifying, and upgrading minorities and women.  
 

b.  The contractors and subcontractors will submit an annual 
report to the contracting agency each July for the duration of 
the project indicating the number of minority, women, and non-
minority group employees currently engaged in each work 
classification required by the contract work.  This information is 
to be reported on Form FHWA-1391.  The staffing data should 
represent the project work force on board in all or any part of 
the last payroll period preceding the end of July.  If on-the-job 
training is being required by special provision, the contractor 
will be required to collect and report training data.  The 
employment data should reflect the work force on board during 
all or any part of the last payroll period preceding the end of 
July. 
 
 
III. NONSEGREGATED FACILITIES 
 
This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction 
contracts and to all related construction subcontracts of more 
than $10,000.  41 CFR 60-1.5. 
 
As prescribed by 41 CFR 60-1.8, the contractor must ensure 
that facilities provided for employees are provided in such a 
manner that segregation on the basis of race, color, religion, 
sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, or national origin 
cannot result.  The contractor may neither require such 
segregated use by written or oral policies nor tolerate such use 
by employee custom.  The contractor's obligation extends 
further to ensure that its employees are not assigned to 
perform their services at any location under the contractor's 
control where the facilities are segregated.  The term "facilities" 
includes waiting rooms, work areas, restaurants and other 
eating areas, time clocks, restrooms, washrooms, locker 
rooms and other storage or dressing areas, parking lots, 
drinking fountains, recreation or entertainment areas, 
transportation, and housing provided for employees.  The 
contractor shall provide separate or single-user restrooms and 
necessary dressing or sleeping areas to assure privacy 
between sexes. 
 
 
IV.  DAVIS-BACON AND RELATED ACT PROVISIONS 

This section is applicable to all Federal-aid construction 
projects exceeding $2,000 and to all related subcontracts and 
lower-tier subcontracts (regardless of subcontract size), in 
accordance with 29 CFR 5.5.  The requirements apply to all 
projects located within the right-of-way of a roadway that is 
functionally classified as Federal-aid highway.  23 U.S.C. 113.  
This excludes roadways functionally classified as local roads 
or rural minor collectors, which are exempt.  23 U.S.C. 101.  
Where applicable law requires that projects be treated as a 
project on a Federal-aid highway, the provisions of this subpart 
will apply regardless of the location of the project.  Examples 
include: Surface Transportation Block Grant Program projects 
funded under 23 U.S.C. 133 [excluding recreational trails 
projects], the Nationally Significant Freight and Highway 

Projects funded under 23 U.S.C. 117, and National Highway 
Freight Program projects funded under 23 U.S.C. 167.    

The following provisions are from the U.S. Department of 
Labor regulations in 29 CFR 5.5 “Contract provisions and 
related matters” with minor revisions to conform to the FHWA-
1273 format and FHWA program requirements. 

1.  Minimum wages (29 CFR 5.5) 

a. Wage rates and fringe benefits. All laborers and 
mechanics employed or working upon the site of the work (or 
otherwise working in construction or development of the 
project under a development statute), will be paid 
unconditionally and not less often than once a week, and 
without subsequent deduction or rebate on any account 
(except such payroll deductions as are permitted by 
regulations issued by the Secretary of Labor under the 
Copeland Act (29 CFR part 3)), the full amount of basic hourly 
wages and bona fide fringe benefits (or cash equivalents 
thereof) due at time of payment computed at rates not less 
than those contained in the wage determination of the 
Secretary of Labor which is attached hereto and made a part 
hereof, regardless of any contractual relationship which may 
be alleged to exist between the contractor and such laborers 
and mechanics. As provided in paragraphs (d) and (e) of 29 
CFR 5.5, the appropriate wage determinations are effective by 
operation of law even if they have not been attached to the 
contract. Contributions made or costs reasonably anticipated 
for bona fide fringe benefits under the Davis-Bacon Act (40 
U.S.C. 3141(2)(B)) on behalf of laborers or mechanics are 
considered wages paid to such laborers or mechanics, subject 
to the provisions of paragraph 1.e. of this section; also, regular 
contributions made or costs incurred for more than a weekly 
period (but not less often than quarterly) under plans, funds, or 
programs which cover the particular weekly period, are 
deemed to be constructively made or incurred during such 
weekly period. Such laborers and mechanics must be paid the 
appropriate wage rate and fringe benefits on the wage 
determination for the classification(s) of work actually 
performed, without regard to skill, except as provided in 
paragraph 4. of this section. Laborers or mechanics performing 
work in more than one classification may be compensated at 
the rate specified for each classification for the time actually 
worked therein: Provided, That the employer's payroll records 
accurately set forth the time spent in each classification in 
which work is performed. The wage determination (including 
any additional classifications and wage rates conformed under 
paragraph 1.c. of this section) and the Davis-Bacon poster 
(WH–1321) must be posted at all times by the contractor and 
its subcontractors at the site of the work in a prominent and 
accessible place where it can be easily seen by the workers.  

b. Frequently recurring classifications. (1) In addition to wage 
and fringe benefit rates that have been determined to be 
prevailing under the procedures set forth in 29 CFR part 1, a 
wage determination may contain, pursuant to § 1.3(f), wage 
and fringe benefit rates for classifications of laborers and 
mechanics for which conformance requests are regularly 
submitted pursuant to paragraph 1.c. of this section, provided 
that:  

(i) The work performed by the classification is not 
performed by a classification in the wage determination for 
which a prevailing wage rate has been determined;  
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(ii) The classification is used in the area by the 
construction industry; and  

(iii) The wage rate for the classification bears a reasonable 
relationship to the prevailing wage rates contained in the 
wage determination.  

(2) The Administrator will establish wage rates for such 
classifications in accordance with paragraph 1.c.(1)(iii) of this 
section. Work performed in such a classification must be paid 
at no less than the wage and fringe benefit rate listed on the 
wage determination for such classification.  

c. Conformance. (1) The contracting officer must require that 
any class of laborers or mechanics, including helpers, which is 
not listed in the wage determination and which is to be 
employed under the contract be classified in conformance with 
the wage determination. Conformance of an additional 
classification and wage rate and fringe benefits is appropriate 
only when the following criteria have been met:  

(i) The work to be performed by the classification 
requested is not performed by a classification in the wage 
determination; and  

(ii) The classification is used in the area by the 
construction industry; and  

(iii) The proposed wage rate, including any bona fide fringe 
benefits, bears a reasonable relationship to the wage rates 
contained in the wage determination.  

(2) The conformance process may not be used to split, 
subdivide, or otherwise avoid application of classifications 
listed in the wage determination. 

(3) If the contractor and the laborers and mechanics to be 
employed in the classification (if known), or their 
representatives, and the contracting officer agree on the 
classification and wage rate (including the amount designated 
for fringe benefits where appropriate), a report of the action 
taken will be sent by the contracting officer by email to 
DBAconformance@dol.gov. The Administrator, or an 
authorized representative, will approve, modify, or disapprove 
every additional classification action within 30 days of receipt 
and so advise the contracting officer or will notify the 
contracting officer within the 30–day period that additional time 
is necessary.  

(4) In the event the contractor, the laborers or mechanics to 
be employed in the classification or their representatives, and 
the contracting officer do not agree on the proposed 
classification and wage rate (including the amount designated 
for fringe benefits, where appropriate), the contracting officer 
will, by email to DBAconformance@dol.gov, refer the 
questions, including the views of all interested parties and the 
recommendation of the contracting officer, to the Administrator 
for determination. The Administrator, or an authorized 
representative, will issue a determination within 30 days of 
receipt and so advise the contracting officer or will notify the 
contracting officer within the 30–day period that additional time 
is necessary.  

(5) The contracting officer must promptly notify the 
contractor of the action taken by the Wage and Hour Division 

under paragraphs 1.c.(3) and (4) of this section. The contractor 
must furnish a written copy of such determination to each 
affected worker or it must be posted as a part of the wage 
determination. The wage rate (including fringe benefits where 
appropriate) determined pursuant to paragraph 1.c.(3) or (4) of 
this section must be paid to all workers performing work in the 
classification under this contract from the first day on which 
work is performed in the classification. 

d. Fringe benefits not expressed as an hourly rate. 
Whenever the minimum wage rate prescribed in the contract 
for a class of laborers or mechanics includes a fringe benefit 
which is not expressed as an hourly rate, the contractor may 
either pay the benefit as stated in the wage determination or 
may pay another bona fide fringe benefit or an hourly cash 
equivalent thereof.  

e. Unfunded plans. If the contractor does not make 
payments to a trustee or other third person, the contractor may 
consider as part of the wages of any laborer or mechanic the 
amount of any costs reasonably anticipated in providing bona 
fide fringe benefits under a plan or program, Provided, That 
the Secretary of Labor has found, upon the written request of 
the contractor, in accordance with the criteria set forth in 
§ 5.28, that the applicable standards of the Davis-Bacon Act 
have been met. The Secretary of Labor may require the 
contractor to set aside in a separate account assets for the 
meeting of obligations under the plan or program.  

f. Interest. In the event of a failure to pay all or part of the 
wages required by the contract, the contractor will be required 
to pay interest on any underpayment of wages.  

2.  Withholding (29 CFR 5.5)  

a. Withholding requirements. The contracting agency may, 
upon its own action, or must, upon written request of an 
authorized representative of the Department of Labor, withhold 
or cause to be withheld from the contractor so much of the 
accrued payments or advances as may be considered 
necessary to satisfy the liabilities of the prime contractor or any 
subcontractor for the full amount of wages and monetary relief, 
including interest, required by the clauses set forth in this 
section for violations of this contract, or to satisfy any such 
liabilities required by any other Federal contract, or federally 
assisted contract subject to Davis-Bacon labor standards, that 
is held by the same prime contractor (as defined in § 5.2). The 
necessary funds may be withheld from the contractor under 
this contract, any other Federal contract with the same prime 
contractor, or any other federally assisted contract that is 
subject to Davis-Bacon labor standards requirements and is 
held by the same prime contractor, regardless of whether the 
other contract was awarded or assisted by the same agency, 
and such funds may be used to satisfy the contractor liability 
for which the funds were withheld. In the event of a 
contractor's failure to pay any laborer or mechanic, including 
any apprentice or helper working on the site of the work all or 
part of the wages required by the contract, or upon the 
contractor's failure to submit the required records as discussed 
in paragraph 3.d. of this section, the contracting agency may 
on its own initiative and after written notice to the contractor, 
take such action as may be necessary to cause the 
suspension of any further payment, advance, or guarantee of 
funds until such violations have ceased.  

b. Priority to withheld funds. The Department has priority to 
funds withheld or to be withheld in accordance with paragraph 
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2.a. of this section or Section V, paragraph 3.a., or both, over 
claims to those funds by:  

(1) A contractor's surety(ies), including without limitation 
performance bond sureties and payment bond sureties; 

(2) A contracting agency for its reprocurement costs;  

(3) A trustee(s) (either a court-appointed trustee or a U.S. 
trustee, or both) in bankruptcy of a contractor, or a contractor's 
bankruptcy estate; 

(4) A contractor's assignee(s); 

(5) A contractor's successor(s); or 

(6) A claim asserted under the Prompt Payment Act, 31 
U.S.C. 3901–3907. 

3. Records and certified payrolls (29 CFR 5.5) 

a. Basic record requirements (1) Length of record retention. 
All regular payrolls and other basic records must be 
maintained by the contractor and any subcontractor during the 
course of the work and preserved for all laborers and 
mechanics working at the site of the work (or otherwise 
working in construction or development of the project under a 
development statute) for a period of at least 3 years after all 
the work on the prime contract is completed.  

(2) Information required. Such records must contain the 
name; Social Security number; last known address, telephone 
number, and email address of each such worker; each 
worker's correct classification(s) of work actually performed; 
hourly rates of wages paid (including rates of contributions or 
costs anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits or cash 
equivalents thereof of the types described in 40 U.S.C. 
3141(2)(B) of the Davis-Bacon Act); daily and weekly number 
of hours actually worked in total and on each covered contract; 
deductions made; and actual wages paid.  

(3) Additional records relating to fringe benefits. Whenever 
the Secretary of Labor has found under paragraph 1.e. of this 
section that the wages of any laborer or mechanic include the 
amount of any costs reasonably anticipated in providing 
benefits under a plan or program described in 40 U.S.C. 
3141(2)(B) of the Davis-Bacon Act, the contractor must 
maintain records which show that the commitment to provide 
such benefits is enforceable, that the plan or program is 
financially responsible, and that the plan or program has been 
communicated in writing to the laborers or mechanics affected, 
and records which show the costs anticipated or the actual 
cost incurred in providing such benefits.  

(4) Additional records relating to apprenticeship. Contractors 
with apprentices working under approved programs must 
maintain written evidence of the registration of apprenticeship 
programs, the registration of the apprentices, and the ratios 
and wage rates prescribed in the applicable programs.  

b. Certified payroll requirements (1) Frequency and method 
of submission. The contractor or subcontractor must submit 
weekly, for each week in which any DBA- or Related Acts-
covered work is performed, certified payrolls to the contracting 

agency. The prime contractor is responsible for the submission 
of all certified payrolls by all subcontractors. A contracting 
agency or prime contractor may permit or require contractors 
to submit certified payrolls through an electronic system, as 
long as the electronic system requires a legally valid electronic 
signature; the system allows the contractor, the contracting 
agency, and the Department of Labor to access the certified 
payrolls upon request for at least 3 years after the work on the 
prime contract has been completed; and the contracting 
agency or prime contractor permits other methods of 
submission in situations where the contractor is unable or 
limited in its ability to use or access the electronic system.  

(2) Information required. The certified payrolls submitted 
must set out accurately and completely all of the information 
required to be maintained under paragraph 3.a.(2) of this 
section, except that full Social Security numbers and last 
known addresses, telephone numbers, and email addresses 
must not be included on weekly transmittals. Instead, the 
certified payrolls need only include an individually identifying 
number for each worker ( e.g., the last four digits of the 
worker's Social Security number). The required weekly 
certified payroll information may be submitted using Optional 
Form WH–347 or in any other format desired. Optional Form 
WH–347 is available for this purpose from the Wage and Hour 
Division website at https://www.dol.gov/sites/dolgov/files/WHD/
legacy/files/wh347/.pdf or its successor website. It is not a 
violation of this section for a prime contractor to require a 
subcontractor to provide full Social Security numbers and last 
known addresses, telephone numbers, and email addresses to 
the prime contractor for its own records, without weekly 
submission by the subcontractor to the contracting agency.  

(3) Statement of Compliance. Each certified payroll 
submitted must be accompanied by a “Statement of 
Compliance,” signed by the contractor or subcontractor, or the 
contractor's or subcontractor's agent who pays or supervises 
the payment of the persons working on the contract, and must 
certify the following:  

(i) That the certified payroll for the payroll period contains 
the information required to be provided under paragraph 3.b. 
of this section, the appropriate information and basic records 
are being maintained under paragraph 3.a. of this section, 
and such information and records are correct and complete;  

(ii) That each laborer or mechanic (including each helper 
and apprentice) working on the contract during the payroll 
period has been paid the full weekly wages earned, without 
rebate, either directly or indirectly, and that no deductions 
have been made either directly or indirectly from the full 
wages earned, other than permissible deductions as set 
forth in 29 CFR part 3; and  

(iii) That each laborer or mechanic has been paid not less 
than the applicable wage rates and fringe benefits or cash 
equivalents for the classification(s) of work actually 
performed, as specified in the applicable wage determination 
incorporated into the contract.  

(4) Use of Optional Form WH–347. The weekly submission 
of a properly executed certification set forth on the reverse 
side of Optional Form WH–347 will satisfy the requirement for 
submission of the “Statement of Compliance” required by 
paragraph 3.b.(3) of this section.  
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(5) Signature. The signature by the contractor, 
subcontractor, or the contractor's or subcontractor's agent 
must be an original handwritten signature or a legally valid 
electronic signature.  

(6) Falsification. The falsification of any of the above 
certifications may subject the contractor or subcontractor to 
civil or criminal prosecution under 18 U.S.C. 1001 and 31 
U.S.C. 3729.  

(7) Length of certified payroll retention. The contractor or 
subcontractor must preserve all certified payrolls during the 
course of the work and for a period of 3 years after all the work 
on the prime contract is completed.  

c. Contracts, subcontracts, and related documents. The 
contractor or subcontractor must maintain this contract or 
subcontract and related documents including, without 
limitation, bids, proposals, amendments, modifications, and 
extensions. The contractor or subcontractor must preserve 
these contracts, subcontracts, and related documents during 
the course of the work and for a period of 3 years after all the 
work on the prime contract is completed.  

d. Required disclosures and access (1) Required record 
disclosures and access to workers. The contractor or 
subcontractor must make the records required under 
paragraphs 3.a. through 3.c. of this section, and any other 
documents that the contracting agency, the State DOT, the 
FHWA, or the Department of Labor deems necessary to 
determine compliance with the labor standards provisions of 
any of the applicable statutes referenced by § 5.1, available for 
inspection, copying, or transcription by authorized 
representatives of the contracting agency, the State DOT, the 
FHWA, or the Department of Labor, and must permit such 
representatives to interview workers during working hours on 
the job.  

(2) Sanctions for non-compliance with records and worker 
access requirements. If the contractor or subcontractor fails to 
submit the required records or to make them available, or 
refuses to permit worker interviews during working hours on 
the job, the Federal agency may, after written notice to the 
contractor, sponsor, applicant, owner, or other entity, as the 
case may be, that maintains such records or that employs 
such workers, take such action as may be necessary to cause 
the suspension of any further payment, advance, or guarantee 
of funds. Furthermore, failure to submit the required records 
upon request or to make such records available, or to permit 
worker interviews during working hours on the job, may be 
grounds for debarment action pursuant to § 5.12. In addition, 
any contractor or other person that fails to submit the required 
records or make those records available to WHD within the 
time WHD requests that the records be produced will be 
precluded from introducing as evidence in an administrative 
proceeding under 29 CFR part 6 any of the required records 
that were not provided or made available to WHD. WHD will 
take into consideration a reasonable request from the 
contractor or person for an extension of the time for 
submission of records. WHD will determine the 
reasonableness of the request and may consider, among other 
things, the location of the records and the volume of 
production.  

(3) Required information disclosures. Contractors and 
subcontractors must maintain the full Social Security number 
and last known address, telephone number, and email address 

of each covered worker, and must provide them upon request 
to the contracting agency, the State DOT, the FHWA, the 
contractor, or the Wage and Hour Division of the Department 
of Labor for purposes of an investigation or other compliance 
action. 

4. Apprentices and equal employment opportunity (29 CFR 
5.5) 

a. Apprentices (1) Rate of pay. Apprentices will be permitted 
to work at less than the predetermined rate for the work they 
perform when they are employed pursuant to and individually 
registered in a bona fide apprenticeship program registered 
with the U.S. Department of Labor, Employment and Training 
Administration, Office of Apprenticeship (OA), or with a State 
Apprenticeship Agency recognized by the OA. A person who is 
not individually registered in the program, but who has been 
certified by the OA or a State Apprenticeship Agency (where 
appropriate) to be eligible for probationary employment as an 
apprentice, will be permitted to work at less than the 
predetermined rate for the work they perform in the first 90 
days of probationary employment as an apprentice in such a 
program. In the event the OA or a State Apprenticeship 
Agency recognized by the OA withdraws approval of an 
apprenticeship program, the contractor will no longer be 
permitted to use apprentices at less than the applicable 
predetermined rate for the work performed until an acceptable 
program is approved.  

(2) Fringe benefits. Apprentices must be paid fringe benefits 
in accordance with the provisions of the apprenticeship 
program. If the apprenticeship program does not specify fringe 
benefits, apprentices must be paid the full amount of fringe 
benefits listed on the wage determination for the applicable 
classification. If the Administrator determines that a different 
practice prevails for the applicable apprentice classification, 
fringe benefits must be paid in accordance with that 
determination.  

(3) Apprenticeship ratio. The allowable ratio of apprentices to 
journeyworkers on the job site in any craft classification must 
not be greater than the ratio permitted to the contractor as to 
the entire work force under the registered program or the ratio 
applicable to the locality of the project pursuant to paragraph 
4.a.(4) of this section. Any worker listed on a payroll at an 
apprentice wage rate, who is not registered or otherwise 
employed as stated in paragraph 4.a.(1) of this section, must 
be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on the wage 
determination for the classification of work actually performed. 
In addition, any apprentice performing work on the job site in 
excess of the ratio permitted under this section must be paid 
not less than the applicable wage rate on the wage 
determination for the work actually performed.  

(4) Reciprocity of ratios and wage rates. Where a contractor 
is performing construction on a project in a locality other than 
the locality in which its program is registered, the ratios and 
wage rates (expressed in percentages of the journeyworker's 
hourly rate) applicable within the locality in which the 
construction is being performed must be observed. If there is 
no applicable ratio or wage rate for the locality of the project, 
the ratio and wage rate specified in the contractor's registered 
program must be observed.  

b. Equal employment opportunity. The use of apprentices 
and journeyworkers under this part must be in conformity with 
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the equal employment opportunity requirements of Executive 
Order 11246, as amended, and 29 CFR part 30. 

c.  Apprentices and Trainees (programs of the U.S. DOT). 

Apprentices and trainees working under apprenticeship and 
skill training programs which have been certified by the 
Secretary of Transportation as promoting EEO in connection 
with Federal-aid highway construction programs are not 
subject to the requirements of paragraph 4 of this Section IV. 
23 CFR 230.111(e)(2). The straight time hourly wage rates for 
apprentices and trainees under such programs will be 
established by the particular programs. The ratio of 
apprentices and trainees to journeyworkers shall not be 
greater than permitted by the terms of the particular program.   

5. Compliance with Copeland Act requirements.  The 
contractor shall comply with the requirements of 29 CFR part 
3, which are incorporated by reference in this contract as 
provided in 29 CFR 5.5. 

6. Subcontracts. The contractor or subcontractor must insert 
FHWA-1273 in any subcontracts, along with the applicable 
wage determination(s) and such other clauses or contract 
modifications as the contracting agency may by appropriate 
instructions require, and a clause requiring the subcontractors 
to include these clauses and wage determination(s) in any 
lower tier subcontracts. The prime contractor is responsible for 
the compliance by any subcontractor or lower tier 
subcontractor with all the contract clauses in this section. In 
the event of any violations of these clauses, the prime 
contractor and any subcontractor(s) responsible will be liable 
for any unpaid wages and monetary relief, including interest 
from the date of the underpayment or loss, due to any workers 
of lower-tier subcontractors, and may be subject to debarment, 
as appropriate.  29 CFR 5.5. 

7. Contract termination: debarment.  A breach of the 
contract clauses in 29 CFR 5.5 may be grounds for termination 
of the contract, and for debarment as a contractor and a 
subcontractor as provided in 29 CFR 5.12. 

8. Compliance with Davis-Bacon and Related Act 
requirements.  All rulings and interpretations of the Davis-
Bacon and Related Acts contained in 29 CFR parts 1, 3, and 5 
are herein incorporated by reference in this contract as 
provided in 29 CFR 5.5. 

9. Disputes concerning labor standards. As provided in 29 
CFR 5.5, disputes arising out of the labor standards provisions 
of this contract shall not be subject to the general disputes 
clause of this contract. Such disputes shall be resolved in 
accordance with the procedures of the Department of Labor 
set forth in 29 CFR parts 5, 6, and 7. Disputes within the 
meaning of this clause include disputes between the contractor 
(or any of its subcontractors) and the contracting agency, the 
U.S. Department of Labor, or the employees or their 
representatives. 

10. Certification of eligibility. a. By entering into this contract, 
the contractor certifies that neither it nor any person or firm 
who has an interest in the contractor's firm is a person or firm 
ineligible to be awarded Government contracts by virtue of 40 
U.S.C. 3144(b) or § 5.12(a).  

b. No part of this contract shall be subcontracted to any 
person or firm ineligible for award of a Government contract by 
virtue of 40 U.S.C. 3144(b) or § 5.12(a). 

c. The penalty for making false statements is prescribed in 
the U.S. Code, Title 18 Crimes and Criminal Procedure, 18 
U.S.C. 1001. 

11. Anti-retaliation. It is unlawful for any person to discharge, 
demote, intimidate, threaten, restrain, coerce, blacklist, harass, 
or in any other manner discriminate against, or to cause any 
person to discharge, demote, intimidate, threaten, restrain, 
coerce, blacklist, harass, or in any other manner discriminate 
against, any worker or job applicant for:  

a. Notifying any contractor of any conduct which the worker 
reasonably believes constitutes a violation of the DBA, Related 
Acts, this part, or 29 CFR part 1 or 3; 

b. Filing any complaint, initiating or causing to be initiated 
any proceeding, or otherwise asserting or seeking to assert on 
behalf of themselves or others any right or protection under the 
DBA, Related Acts, this part, or 29 CFR part 1 or 3; 

c. Cooperating in any investigation or other compliance 
action, or testifying in any proceeding under the DBA, Related 
Acts, this part, or 29 CFR part 1 or 3; or 

d. Informing any other person about their rights under the 
DBA, Related Acts, this part, or 29 CFR part 1 or 3. 

 
V.  CONTRACT WORK HOURS AND SAFETY STANDARDS 
ACT  

Pursuant to 29 CFR 5.5(b), the following clauses apply to any 
Federal-aid construction contract in an amount in excess of 
$100,000 and subject to the overtime provisions of the 
Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act. These 
clauses shall be inserted in addition to the clauses required by 
29 CFR 5.5(a) or 29 CFR 4.6.  As used in this paragraph, the 
terms laborers and mechanics include watchpersons and 
guards. 

1. Overtime requirements.  No contractor or subcontractor 
contracting for any part of the contract work which may require 
or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall 
require or permit any such laborer or mechanic in any 
workweek in which he or she is employed on such work to 
work in excess of forty hours in such workweek unless such 
laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a rate not less 
than one and one-half times the basic rate of pay for all hours 
worked in excess of forty hours in such workweek.  29 CFR 
5.5. 

2. Violation; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated 
damages. In the event of any violation of the clause set forth 
in paragraph 1. of this section the contractor and any 
subcontractor responsible therefor shall be liable for the 
unpaid wages and interest from the date of the underpayment. 
In addition, such contractor and subcontractor shall be liable to 
the United States (in the case of work done under contract for 
the District of Columbia or a territory, to such District or to such 
territory), for liquidated damages. Such liquidated damages 
shall be computed with respect to each individual laborer or 
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mechanic, including watchpersons and guards, employed in 
violation of the clause set forth in paragraph 1. of this section, 
in the sum currently provided in 29 CFR 5.5(b)(2)* for each 
calendar day on which such individual was required or 
permitted to work in excess of the standard workweek of forty 
hours without payment of the overtime wages required by the 
clause set forth in paragraph 1. of this section.  

* $31 as of January 15, 2023 (See 88 FR 88 FR 2210) as may 
be adjusted annually by the Department of Labor, pursuant to 
the Federal Civil Penalties Inflation Adjustment Act of 1990. 

3. Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages  

a. Withholding process. The FHWA or the contracting 
agency may, upon its own action, or must, upon written 
request of an authorized representative of the Department of 
Labor, withhold or cause to be withheld from the contractor so 
much of the accrued payments or advances as may be 
considered necessary to satisfy the liabilities of the prime 
contractor or any subcontractor for any unpaid wages; 
monetary relief, including interest; and liquidated damages 
required by the clauses set forth in this section on this 
contract, any other Federal contract with the same prime 
contractor, or any other federally assisted contract subject to 
the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act that is held 
by the same prime contractor (as defined in § 5.2). The 
necessary funds may be withheld from the contractor under 
this contract, any other Federal contract with the same prime 
contractor, or any other federally assisted contract that is 
subject to the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act 
and is held by the same prime contractor, regardless of 
whether the other contract was awarded or assisted by the 
same agency, and such funds may be used to satisfy the 
contractor liability for which the funds were withheld.  

b. Priority to withheld funds. The Department has priority to 
funds withheld or to be withheld in accordance with Section IV 
paragraph 2.a. or paragraph 3.a. of this section, or both, over 
claims to those funds by:  

(1) A contractor's surety(ies), including without limitation 
performance bond sureties and payment bond sureties; 

(2) A contracting agency for its reprocurement costs; 

(3) A trustee(s) (either a court-appointed trustee or a U.S. 
trustee, or both) in bankruptcy of a contractor, or a contractor's 
bankruptcy estate; 

(4) A contractor's assignee(s); 

(5) A contractor's successor(s); or 

(6) A claim asserted under the Prompt Payment Act, 31 
U.S.C. 3901–3907. 

4. Subcontracts. The contractor or subcontractor must insert 
in any subcontracts the clauses set forth in paragraphs 1. 
through 5. of this section and a clause requiring the 
subcontractors to include these clauses in any lower tier 
subcontracts. The prime contractor is responsible for 
compliance by any subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor 
with the clauses set forth in paragraphs 1. through 5. In the 

event of any violations of these clauses, the prime contractor 
and any subcontractor(s) responsible will be liable for any 
unpaid wages and monetary relief, including interest from the 
date of the underpayment or loss, due to any workers of lower-
tier subcontractors, and associated liquidated damages and 
may be subject to debarment, as appropriate.  

5. Anti-retaliation. It is unlawful for any person to discharge, 
demote, intimidate, threaten, restrain, coerce, blacklist, harass, 
or in any other manner discriminate against, or to cause any 
person to discharge, demote, intimidate, threaten, restrain, 
coerce, blacklist, harass, or in any other manner discriminate 
against, any worker or job applicant for:  

a. Notifying any contractor of any conduct which the worker 
reasonably believes constitutes a violation of the Contract 
Work Hours and Safety Standards Act (CWHSSA) or its 
implementing regulations in this part; 

b. Filing any complaint, initiating or causing to be initiated 
any proceeding, or otherwise asserting or seeking to assert on 
behalf of themselves or others any right or protection under 
CWHSSA or this part; 

c. Cooperating in any investigation or other compliance 
action, or testifying in any proceeding under CWHSSA or this 
part; or 

d. Informing any other person about their rights under 
CWHSSA or this part. 

 
VI. SUBLETTING OR ASSIGNING THE CONTRACT 
 
This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction 
contracts on the National Highway System pursuant to 23 CFR 
635.116. 
 
1. The contractor shall perform with its own organization 
contract work amounting to not less than 30 percent (or a 
greater percentage if specified elsewhere in the contract) of 
the total original contract price, excluding any specialty items 
designated by the contracting agency.  Specialty items may be 
performed by subcontract and the amount of any such 
specialty items performed may be deducted from the total 
original contract price before computing the amount of work 
required to be performed by the contractor's own organization 
(23 CFR 635.116).  
 

a.  The term “perform work with its own organization” in 
paragraph 1 of Section VI refers to workers employed or 
leased by the prime contractor, and equipment owned or 
rented by the prime contractor, with or without operators.  
Such term does not include employees or equipment of a 
subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor, agents of the prime 
contractor, or any other assignees.  The term may include 
payments for the costs of hiring leased employees from an 
employee leasing firm meeting all relevant Federal and State 
regulatory requirements.  Leased employees may only be 
included in this term if the prime contractor meets all of the 
following conditions: (based on longstanding interpretation) 
 
  (1) the prime contractor maintains control over the 
supervision of the day-to-day activities of the leased 
employees; 

(2) the prime contractor remains responsible for the quality 
of the work of the leased employees; 
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   (3) the prime contractor retains all power to accept or 
exclude individual employees from work on the project; and 

(4) the prime contractor remains ultimately responsible for 
the payment of predetermined minimum wages, the 
submission of payrolls, statements of compliance and all 
other Federal regulatory requirements. 

 
b. "Specialty Items" shall be construed to be limited to work 

that requires highly specialized knowledge, abilities, or 
equipment not ordinarily available in the type of contracting 
organizations qualified and expected to bid or propose on the 
contract as a whole and in general are to be limited to minor 
components of the overall contract.  23 CFR 635.102. 
 
2. Pursuant to 23 CFR 635.116(a), the contract amount upon 
which the requirements set forth in paragraph (1) of Section VI 
is computed includes the cost of material and manufactured 
products which are to be purchased or produced by the 
contractor under the contract provisions. 
 
3. Pursuant to 23 CFR 635.116(c), the contractor shall furnish 
(a) a competent superintendent or supervisor who is employed 
by the firm, has full authority to direct performance of the work 
in accordance with the contract requirements, and is in charge 
of all construction operations (regardless of who performs the 
work) and (b) such other of its own organizational resources 
(supervision, management, and engineering services) as the 
contracting officer determines is necessary to assure the 
performance of the contract. 
 
4. No portion of the contract shall be sublet, assigned or 
otherwise disposed of except with the written consent of the 
contracting officer, or authorized representative, and such 
consent when given shall not be construed to relieve the 
contractor of any responsibility for the fulfillment of the 
contract.  Written consent will be given only after the 
contracting agency has assured that each subcontract is 
evidenced in writing and that it contains all pertinent provisions 
and requirements of the prime contract. (based on long-
standing interpretation of 23 CFR 635.116). 
 
5. The 30-percent self-performance requirement of paragraph 
(1) is not applicable to design-build contracts; however, 
contracting agencies may establish their own self-performance 
requirements.  23 CFR 635.116(d).  
 
 
VII. SAFETY: ACCIDENT PREVENTION 
 
This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction 
contracts and to all related subcontracts. 
 
1.  In the performance of this contract the contractor shall 
comply with all applicable Federal, State, and local laws 
governing safety, health, and sanitation (23 CFR Part 635). 
The contractor shall provide all safeguards, safety devices and 
protective equipment and take any other needed actions as it 
determines, or as the contracting officer may determine, to be 
reasonably necessary to protect the life and health of 
employees on the job and the safety of the public and to 
protect property in connection with the performance of the 
work covered by the contract.  23 CFR 635.108. 
 
2.  It is a condition of this contract, and shall be made a 
condition of each subcontract, which the contractor enters into 
pursuant to this contract, that the contractor and any 
subcontractor shall not permit any employee, in performance 
of the contract, to work in surroundings or under conditions 
which are unsanitary, hazardous or dangerous to his/her 
health or safety, as determined under construction safety and 

health standards (29 CFR Part 1926) promulgated by the 
Secretary of Labor, in accordance with Section 107 of the 
Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act (40 U.S.C. 
3704).  29 CFR 1926.10. 
 
3.  Pursuant to 29 CFR 1926.3, it is a condition of this contract 
that the Secretary of Labor or authorized representative 
thereof, shall have right of entry to any site of contract 
performance to inspect or investigate the matter of compliance 
with the construction safety and health standards and to carry 
out the duties of the Secretary under Section 107 of the 
Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act (40 U.S.C. 
3704). 
 
 
VIII. FALSE STATEMENTS CONCERNING HIGHWAY 
PROJECTS 
 
This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction 
contracts and to all related subcontracts. 
 
In order to assure high quality and durable construction in 
conformity with approved plans and specifications and a high 
degree of reliability on statements and representations made 
by engineers, contractors, suppliers, and workers on Federal-
aid highway projects, it is essential that all persons concerned 
with the project perform their functions as carefully, thoroughly, 
and honestly as possible.  Willful falsification, distortion, or 
misrepresentation with respect to any facts related to the 
project is a violation of Federal law.  To prevent any 
misunderstanding regarding the seriousness of these and 
similar acts, Form FHWA-1022 shall be posted on each 
Federal-aid highway project (23 CFR Part 635) in one or more 
places where it is readily available to all persons concerned 
with the project: 
 
 
18 U.S.C. 1020 reads as follows: 
 
  "Whoever, being an officer, agent, or employee of the United 
States, or of any State or Territory, or whoever, whether a 
person, association, firm, or corporation, knowingly makes any 
false statement, false representation, or false report as to the 
character, quality, quantity, or cost of the material used or to 
be used, or the quantity or quality of the work performed or to 
be performed, or the cost thereof in connection with the 
submission of plans, maps, specifications, contracts, or costs 
of construction on any highway or related project submitted for 
approval to the Secretary of Transportation; or 
 
  Whoever knowingly makes any false statement, false 
representation, false report or false claim with respect to the 
character, quality, quantity, or cost of any work performed or to 
be performed, or materials furnished or to be furnished, in 
connection with the construction of any highway or related 
project approved by the Secretary of Transportation; or 
 
  Whoever knowingly makes any false statement or false 
representation as to material fact in any statement, certificate, 
or report submitted pursuant to provisions of the Federal-aid 
Roads Act approved July 11, 1916, (39 Stat. 355), as 
amended and supplemented; 
 
  Shall be fined under this title or imprisoned not more than 5 
years or both." 
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IX. IMPLEMENTATION OF CLEAN AIR ACT AND FEDERAL 
WATER POLLUTION CONTROL ACT (42 U.S.C. 7606; 2 
CFR 200.88; EO 11738) 
 
This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction 
contracts in excess of $150,000 and to all related 
subcontracts.  48 CFR 2.101; 2 CFR 200.327. 
 
By submission of this bid/proposal or the execution of this 
contract or subcontract, as appropriate, the bidder, proposer, 
Federal-aid construction contractor, subcontractor, supplier, or 
vendor agrees to comply with all applicable standards, orders 
or regulations issued pursuant to the Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C. 
7401-7671q) and the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, as 
amended (33 U.S.C. 1251-1387). Violations must be reported 
to the Federal Highway Administration and the Regional Office 
of the Environmental Protection Agency.  2 CFR Part 200, 
Appendix II. 
 
The contractor agrees to include or cause to be included the 
requirements of this Section in every subcontract, and further 
agrees to take such action as the contracting agency may 
direct as a means of enforcing such requirements.  2 CFR 
200.327. 
 
 
X. CERTIFICATION REGARDING DEBARMENT, 
SUSPENSION, INELIGIBILITY AND VOLUNTARY 
EXCLUSION 
 
This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction 
contracts, design-build contracts, subcontracts, lower-tier 
subcontracts, purchase orders, lease agreements, consultant 
contracts or any other covered transaction requiring FHWA 
approval or that is estimated to cost $25,000 or more –  as 
defined in 2 CFR Parts 180 and 1200.  2 CFR 180.220 and 
1200.220. 
 
 
1. Instructions for Certification – First Tier Participants:  
  
    a. By signing and submitting this proposal, the prospective 
first tier participant is providing the certification set out below. 
 
    b. The inability of a person to provide the certification set out 
below will not necessarily result in denial of participation in this 
covered transaction. The prospective first tier participant shall 
submit an explanation of why it cannot provide the certification 
set out below. The certification or explanation will be 
considered in connection with the department or agency's 
determination whether to enter into this transaction. However, 
failure of the prospective first tier participant to furnish a 
certification or an explanation shall disqualify such a person 
from participation in this transaction.  2 CFR 180.320. 
 
    c. The certification in this clause is a material representation 
of fact upon which reliance was placed when the contracting 
agency determined to enter into this transaction. If it is later 
determined that the prospective participant knowingly rendered 
an erroneous certification, in addition to other remedies 
available to the Federal Government, the contracting agency 
may terminate this transaction for cause of default.  2 CFR 
180.325. 
 
    d. The prospective first tier participant shall provide 
immediate written notice to the contracting agency to whom 
this proposal is submitted if any time the prospective first tier 
participant learns that its certification was erroneous when 
submitted or has become erroneous by reason of changed 
circumstances.  2 CFR 180.345 and 180.350. 

 
    e. The terms "covered transaction," "debarred," 
"suspended," "ineligible," "participant," "person," "principal," 
and "voluntarily excluded," as used in this clause, are defined 
in 2 CFR Parts 180, Subpart I, 180.900-180.1020, and 1200.  
“First Tier Covered Transactions” refers to any covered 
transaction between a recipient or subrecipient of Federal 
funds and a participant (such as the prime or general contract).  
“Lower Tier Covered Transactions” refers to any covered 
transaction under a First Tier Covered Transaction (such as 
subcontracts).  “First Tier Participant” refers to the participant 
who has entered into a covered transaction with a recipient or 
subrecipient of Federal funds (such as the prime or general 
contractor).  “Lower Tier Participant” refers any participant who 
has entered into a covered transaction with a First Tier 
Participant or other Lower Tier Participants (such as 
subcontractors and suppliers).  
 
    f. The prospective first tier participant agrees by submitting 
this proposal that, should the proposed covered transaction be 
entered into, it shall not knowingly enter into any lower tier 
covered transaction with a person who is debarred, 
suspended, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from 
participation in this covered transaction, unless authorized by 
the department or agency entering into this transaction.  2 
CFR 180.330. 
 
    g. The prospective first tier participant further agrees by 
submitting this proposal that it will include the clause titled 
"Certification Regarding Debarment, Suspension, Ineligibility 
and Voluntary Exclusion-Lower Tier Covered Transactions," 
provided by the department or contracting agency, entering 
into this covered transaction, without modification, in all lower 
tier covered transactions and in all solicitations for lower tier 
covered transactions exceeding the $25,000 threshold.  2 CFR 
180.220 and 180.300. 
 
    h. A participant in a covered transaction may rely upon a 
certification of a prospective participant in a lower tier covered 
transaction that is not debarred, suspended, ineligible, or 
voluntarily excluded from the covered transaction, unless it 
knows that the certification is erroneous.  2 CFR 180.300; 
180.320, and 180.325.  A participant is responsible for 
ensuring that its principals are not suspended, debarred, or 
otherwise ineligible to participate in covered transactions.  2 
CFR 180.335.  To verify the eligibility of its principals, as well 
as the eligibility of any lower tier prospective participants, each 
participant may, but is not required to, check the System for 
Award Management website (https://www.sam.gov/).  2 CFR 
180.300, 180.320, and 180.325.  
 
    i.  Nothing contained in the foregoing shall be construed to 
require the establishment of a system of records in order to 
render in good faith the certification required by this clause. 
The knowledge and information of the prospective participant 
is not required to exceed that which is normally possessed by 
a prudent person in the ordinary course of business dealings. 
 
    j. Except for transactions authorized under paragraph (f) of 
these instructions, if a participant in a covered transaction 
knowingly enters into a lower tier covered transaction with a 
person who is suspended, debarred, ineligible, or voluntarily 
excluded from participation in this transaction, in addition to 
other remedies available to the Federal Government, the 
department or agency may terminate this transaction for cause 
or default.  2 CFR 180.325. 
 
* * * * * 
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2.  Certification Regarding Debarment, Suspension, 
Ineligibility and Voluntary Exclusion – First Tier 
Participants: 
 
a.  The prospective first tier participant certifies to the best of 
its knowledge and belief, that it and its principals: 
 
    (1)   Are not presently debarred, suspended, proposed for 
debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from 
participating in covered transactions by any Federal 
department or agency, 2 CFR 180.335;. 
 
    (2)   Have not within a three-year period preceding this 
proposal been convicted of or had a civil judgment rendered 
against them for commission of fraud or a criminal offense in 
connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain, or performing 
a public (Federal, State, or local) transaction or contract under 
a public transaction; violation of Federal or State antitrust 
statutes or commission of embezzlement, theft, forgery, 
bribery, falsification or destruction of records, making false 
statements, or receiving stolen property, 2 CFR 180.800;  
 
    (3)   Are not presently indicted for or otherwise criminally or 
civilly charged by a governmental entity (Federal, State or 
local) with commission of any of the offenses enumerated in 
paragraph (a)(2) of this certification, 2 CFR 180.700 and 
180.800; and 
 
    (4)   Have not within a three-year period preceding this 
application/proposal had one or more public transactions 
(Federal, State or local) terminated for cause or default.  2 
CFR 180.335(d). 
 
 (5) Are not a corporation that has been convicted of a felony 
violation under any Federal law within the two-year period 
preceding this proposal (USDOT Order 4200.6 implementing 
appropriations act requirements); and 
 
 (6) Are not a corporation with any unpaid Federal tax liability 
that has been assessed, for which all judicial and 
administrative remedies have been exhausted, or have lapsed, 
and that is not being paid in a timely manner pursuant to an 
agreement with the authority responsible for collecting the tax 
liability (USDOT Order 4200.6 implementing appropriations act 
requirements). 
 
  b.   Where the prospective participant is unable to certify to 
any of the statements in this certification, such prospective 
participant should attach an explanation to this proposal.  2 
CFR 180.335 and 180.340.

  3. Instructions for Certification - Lower Tier Participants: 
 
(Applicable to all subcontracts, purchase orders, and other 
lower tier transactions requiring prior FHWA approval or 
estimated to cost $25,000 or more - 2 CFR Parts 180 and 
1200).  2 CFR 180.220 and 1200.220. 
 
    a. By signing and submitting this proposal, the prospective 
lower tier participant is providing the certification set out below. 
 
    b. The certification in this clause is a material representation 
of fact upon which reliance was placed when this transaction 
was entered into. If it is later determined that the prospective 
lower tier participant knowingly rendered an erroneous 
certification, in addition to other remedies available to the 
Federal Government, the department, or agency with which 

this transaction originated may pursue available remedies, 
including suspension and/or debarment. 
 
    c. The prospective lower tier participant shall provide 
immediate written notice to the person to which this proposal is 
submitted if at any time the prospective lower tier participant 
learns that its certification was erroneous by reason of 
changed circumstances.  2 CFR 180.365. 
 
    d. The terms "covered transaction," "debarred," 
"suspended," "ineligible," "participant," "person," "principal," 
and "voluntarily excluded," as used in this clause, are defined 
in 2 CFR Parts 180, Subpart I, 180.900 – 180.1020, and 1200.  
You may contact the person to which this proposal is 
submitted for assistance in obtaining a copy of those 
regulations.  “First Tier Covered Transactions” refers to any 
covered transaction between a recipient or subrecipient of 
Federal funds and a participant (such as the prime or general 
contract).  “Lower Tier Covered Transactions” refers to any 
covered transaction under a First Tier Covered Transaction 
(such as subcontracts).  “First Tier Participant” refers to the 
participant who has entered into a covered transaction with a 
recipient or subrecipient of Federal funds (such as the prime or 
general contractor).  “Lower Tier Participant” refers any 
participant who has entered into a covered transaction with a 
First Tier Participant or other Lower Tier Participants (such as 
subcontractors and suppliers).

    f. The prospective lower tier participant further agrees by 
submitting this proposal that it will include this clause titled 
"Certification Regarding Debarment, Suspension, Ineligibility 
and Voluntary Exclusion-Lower Tier Covered Transaction," 
without modification, in all lower tier covered transactions and 
in all solicitations for lower tier covered transactions exceeding 
the $25,000 threshold.  2 CFR 180.220 and 1200.220. 
 
    g. A participant in a covered transaction may rely upon a 
certification of a prospective participant in a lower tier covered 
transaction that is not debarred, suspended, ineligible, or 
voluntarily excluded from the covered transaction, unless it 
knows that the certification is erroneous.

    i. Except for transactions authorized under paragraph e of 
these instructions, if a participant in a covered transaction 
knowingly enters into a lower tier covered transaction with a 
person who is suspended, debarred, ineligible, or voluntarily 
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excluded from participation in this transaction, in addition to 
other remedies available to the Federal Government, the 
department or agency with which this transaction originated 
may pursue available remedies, including suspension and/or 
debarment.  2 CFR 180.325.

4.  Certification Regarding Debarment, Suspension, 
Ineligibility and Voluntary Exclusion--Lower Tier

and the extension, continuation, renewal, amendment, or 
modification of any Federal contract, grant, loan, or 
cooperative agreement. 
 
    b. If any funds other than Federal appropriated funds have 
been paid or will be paid to any person for influencing or 
attempting to influence an officer or employee of any Federal 
agency, a Member of Congress, an officer or employee of 
Congress, or an employee of a Member of Congress in 
connection with this Federal contract, grant, loan, or 

cooperative agreement, the undersigned shall complete and 
submit Standard Form-LLL, "Disclosure Form to Report 
Lobbying," in accordance with its instructions. 
 
  2. This certification is a material representation of fact upon 
which reliance was placed when this transaction was made or 
entered into.

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ATTACHMENT A - EMPLOYMENT AND MATERIALS 
PREFERENCE FOR APPALACHIAN DEVELOPMENT

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid projects funded 
under the Appalachian Regional Development Act of 1965. 
 
  1. During the performance of this contract, the contractor 
undertaking to do work which is, or reasonably may be, done 
as on-site work, shall give preference to qualified persons who 
regularly reside in the labor area as designated by the DOL 
wherein the contract work is situated, or the subregion, or the 
Appalachian counties of the State wherein the contract work is 
situated, except: 
 
    a. To the extent that qualified persons regularly residing in 
the area are not available. 
 
    b. For the reasonable needs of the contractor to employ 
supervisory or specially experienced personnel necessary to 
assure an efficient execution of the contract work. 
 
    c. For the obligation of the contractor to offer employment to 
present or former employees as the result of a lawful collective 
bargaining contract, provided that the number of nonresident 
persons employed under this subparagraph (1c) shall not 
exceed 20 percent of the total number of employees employed 
by the contractor on the contract work, except as provided in 
subparagraph (4) below. 
 
  2. The contractor shall place a job order with the State 
Employment Service indicating (a) the classifications of the 
laborers, mechanics and other employees required to perform 
the contract work, (b) the number of employees required in 
each classification, (c) the date on which the participant 
estimates such employees will be required, and (d) any other 
pertinent information required by the State Employment 
Service to complete the job order form.  The job order may be 
placed with the State Employment Service in writing or by 
telephone.  If during the course of the contract work, the 
information submitted by the contractor in the original job order 
is substantially modified, the participant shall promptly notify 
the State Employment Service. 
 
  3. The contractor shall give full consideration to all qualified 
job applicants referred to him by the State Employment 
Service.  The contractor is not required to grant employment to 
any job applicants who, in his opinion, are not qualified to 
perform the classification of work required. 
 
  4. If, within one week following the placing of a job order by 
the contractor with the State Employment Service, the State 
Employment Service is unable to refer any qualified job 
applicants to the contractor, or less than the number 
requested, the State Employment Service will forward a 
certificate to the contractor indicating the unavailability of 
applicants.  Such certificate shall be made a part of the 
contractor's permanent project records.  Upon receipt of this 
certificate, the contractor may employ persons who do not 
normally reside in the labor area to fill positions covered by the 
certificate, notwithstanding the provisions of subparagraph (1c) 
above. 
 
    5. The provisions of 23 CFR 633.207(e) allow the 
contracting agency to provide a contractual preference for the 
use of mineral resource materials native to the Appalachian 
region.   
  6. The contractor shall include the provisions of Sections 1 
through 4 of this Attachment A in every subcontract for work 
which is, or reasonably may be, done as on-site work. 
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HUD-4010 U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development 
Federal Labor Standards Provisions Office of Davis-Bacon and Labor Standards 
 

A. APPLICABILITY 
The Project or Program to which the construction work covered by this Contract pertains is being 
assisted by the United States of America, and the following Federal Labor Standards Provisions are 
included in this Contract pursuant to the provisions applicable to such Federal assistance. 

1. Minimum wages and fringe benefits 
i. All laborers and mechanics employed or working upon the site of the work (or otherwise working in 

construction or development of the project under a development statute), will be paid 
unconditionally and not less often than once a week, and without subsequent deduction or rebate 
on any account (except such payroll deductions as are permitted by regulations issued by the 
Secretary of Labor under the Copeland Act (29 CFR part 3)), the full amount of basic hourly wages 
and bona fide fringe benefits (or cash equivalents thereof) due at time of payment computed at 
rates not less than those contained in the wage determination of the Secretary of Labor which is 
attached hereto and made a part hereof, regardless of any contractual relationship which may be 
alleged to exist between the contractor and such laborers and mechanics. As provided in 29 CFR 
5.5(d) and (e), the appropriate wage determinations are effective by operation of law even if they 
have not been attached to the contract. Contributions made or costs reasonably anticipated for bona 
fide fringe benefits under the Davis-Bacon Act (40 U.S.C. 3141(2)(B)) on behalf of laborers or 
mechanics are considered wages paid to such laborers or mechanics, subject to the provisions of 
paragraph (a)(1)(v) of these contract clauses; also, regular contributions made or costs incurred for 
more than a weekly period (but not less often than quarterly) under plans, funds, or programs which 
cover the particular weekly period, are deemed to be constructively made or incurred during such 
weekly period. Such laborers and mechanics must be paid the appropriate wage rate and fringe 
benefits on the wage determination for the classification(s) of work actually performed, without 
regard to skill, except as provided in 29 CFR 5.5(a)(4). Laborers or mechanics performing work in 
more than one classification may be compensated at the rate specified for each classification for the 
time actually worked therein: Provided, That the employer’s payroll records accurately set forth the 
time spent in each classification in which work is performed. The wage determination (including any 
additional classifications and wage rates conformed under 29 CFR 5.5(a)(1)(iii)) and the Davis-Bacon 
poster (WH-1321) must be posted at all times by the contractor and its subcontractors at the site of 
the work in a prominent and accessible place where it can be easily seen by the workers. 

ii. Frequently recurring classifications  
A.  In addition to wage and fringe benefit rates that have been determined to be prevailing under 
the procedures set forth in 29 CFR part 1, a wage determination may contain, pursuant to § 1.3(f), 
wage and fringe benefit rates for classifications of laborers and mechanics for which conformance 
requests are regularly submitted pursuant to 29 CFR 5.5(a)(1)(iii), provided that: 
1. The work performed by the classification is not performed by a classification in the wage 

determination for which a prevailing wage rate has been determined; 
2. The classification is used in the area by the construction industry; and 
3. The wage rate for the classification bears a reasonable relationship to the prevailing wage rates 

contained in the wage determination.  
B. The Administrator will establish wage rates for such classifications in accordance with 29 CFR 

5.5(a)(1)(iii)(A)(3). Work performed in such a classification must be paid at no less than the wage 
and fringe benefit rate listed on the wage determination for such classification. 

iii. Conformance 
A. The contracting officer must require that any class of laborers or mechanics, including helpers, 
which is not listed in the wage determination and which is to be employed under the contract be 
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classified in conformance with the wage determination. Conformance of an additional classification 
and wage rate and fringe benefits is appropriate only when the following criteria have been met: 
1. The work to be performed by the classification requested is not performed by a classification in 

the wage determination; and  
2. The classification is used in the area by the construction industry; and  
3. The proposed wage rate, including any bona fide fringe benefits, bears a reasonable 

relationship to the wage rates contained in the wage determination.  
B. The conformance process may not be used to split, subdivide, or otherwise avoid application of 

classifications listed in the wage determination. 
C. If the contractor and the laborers and mechanics to be employed in the classification (if known), 

or their representatives, and the contracting officer agree on the classification and wage rate 
(including the amount designated for fringe benefits where appropriate), a report of the action 
taken will be sent by the contracting officer by email to DBAconformance@dol.gov. The 
Administrator, or an authorized representative, will approve, modify, or disapprove every 
additional classification action within 30 days of receipt and so advise the contracting officer or 
will notify the contracting officer within the 30–day period that additional time is necessary. 

D. In the event the contractor, the laborers or mechanics to be employed in the classification or 
their representatives, and the contracting officer do not agree on the proposed classification 
and wage rate (including the amount designated for fringe benefits, where appropriate), the 
contracting officer will, by email to DBAconformance@dol.gov, refer the questions, including 
the views of all interested parties and the recommendation of the contracting officer, to the 
Administrator for determination. The Administrator, or an authorized representative, will issue 
a determination within 30 days of receipt and so advise the contracting officer or will notify 
the contracting officer within the 30–day period that additional time is necessary.  

E. The contracting officer must promptly notify the contractor of the action taken by the Wage 
and Hour Division under 29 CFR 5.5 (a)(1)(iii)(C) and (D). The contractor must furnish a written 
copy of such determination to each affected worker or it must be posted as a part of the wage 
determination. The wage rate (including fringe benefits where appropriate) determined 
pursuant to 29 CFR 5.5 (a)(1)(iii)(C) or (D) must be paid to all workers performing work in the 
classification under this contract from the first day on which work is performed in the 
classification. 

iv. Fringe benefits not expressed as an hourly rate  
Whenever the minimum wage rate prescribed in the contract for a class of laborers or mechanics 
includes a fringe benefit which is not expressed as an hourly rate, the contractor may either pay the 
benefit as stated in the wage determination or may pay another bona fide fringe benefit or an hourly 
cash equivalent thereof. 

v. Unfunded plans 
If the contractor does not make payments to a trustee or other third person, the contractor may 
consider as part of the wages of any laborer or mechanic the amount of any costs reasonably 
anticipated in providing bona fide fringe benefits under a plan or program, Provided, That the 
Secretary of Labor has found, upon the written request of the contractor, in accordance with the 
criteria set forth in 29 CFR 5.28, that the applicable standards of the Davis-Bacon Act have been met. 
The Secretary of Labor may require the contractor to set aside in a separate account assets for the 
meeting of obligations under the plan or program. 

vi. Interest In the event of a failure to pay all or part of the wages required by the contract, the 
contractor will be required to pay interest on any underpayment of wages.

2. Withholding  
i. Withholding requirements  

The U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development may, upon its own action, or must, upon 
written request of an authorized representative of the Department of Labor, withhold or cause to be 
withheld from the contractor so much of the accrued payments or advances as may be considered 
necessary to satisfy the liabilities of the prime contractor or any subcontractor for the full amount 
of wages and monetary relief, including interest, required by the clauses set forth in 29 CFR 5.5(a) 
for violations of this contract, or to satisfy any such liabilities required by any other Federal 
contract, or federally assisted contract subject to Davis-Bacon labor standards, that is held by the 
same prime contractor (as defined in 29 CFR 5.2). The necessary funds may be withheld from the 
contractor under this contract, any other Federal contract with the same prime contractor, or any 
other federally assisted contract that is subject to Davis-Bacon labor standards requirements and is 
held by the same prime contractor, regardless of whether the other contract was awarded or 
assisted by the same agency, and such funds may be used to satisfy the contractor liability for which 
the funds were withheld. In the event of a contractor’s failure to pay any laborer or mechanic, 
including any apprentice or helper working on the site of the work (or otherwise working in 
construction or development of the project under a development statute) all or part of the wages 
required by the contract, or upon the contractor’s failure to submit the required records as 
discussed in 29 CFR 5.5(a)(3)(iv), HUD may on its own initiative and after written notice to the 
contractor, sponsor, applicant, owner, or other entity, as the case may be, take such action as may 
be necessary to cause the suspension of any further payment, advance, or guarantee of funds until 
such violations have ceased. 

ii. Priority to withheld funds 
The Department has priority to funds withheld or to be withheld in accordance with 29 CFR 
5.5(a)(2)(i) or (b)(3)(i), or both, over claims to those funds by: 
A. A contractor’s surety(ies), including without limitation performance bond sureties and 

payment bond sureties; 
B. A contracting agency for its reprocurement costs; 
C. A trustee(s) (either a court-appointed trustee or a U.S. trustee, or both) in bankruptcy of a 

contractor, or a contractor’s bankruptcy estate; 
D. A contractor’s assignee(s); 
E. A contractor’s successor(s); or 
F. A claim asserted under the Prompt Payment Act, 31 U.S.C. 3901-3907.  

3.  Records and certified payrolls  
i. Basic record requirements 

A. Length of record retention. All regular payrolls and other basic records must be maintained by 
the contractor and any subcontractor during the course of the work and preserved for all 
laborers and mechanics working at the site of the work (or otherwise working in construction 
or development of the project under a development statute) for a period of at least 3 years 
after all the work on the prime contract is completed. 

B. Information required Such records must contain the name; Social Security number; last known 
address, telephone number, and email address of each such worker; each worker’s correct 
classification(s) of work actually performed; hourly rates of wages paid (including rates of 
contributions or costs anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits or cash equivalents thereof of 
the types described in 40 U.S.C. 3141(2)(B) of the Davis-Bacon Act); daily and weekly number of 
hours actually worked in total and on each covered contract; deductions made; and actual 
wages paid. 

C. Additional records relating to fringe benefits. Whenever the Secretary of Labor has found 
under 29 CFR 5.5(a)(1)(v) that the wages of any laborer or mechanic include the amount of any 
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costs reasonably anticipated in providing benefits under a plan or program described in 40 
U.S.C. 3141(2)(B) of the Davis-Bacon Act, the contractor must maintain records which show that 
the commitment to provide such benefits is enforceable, that the plan or program is financially 
responsible, and that the plan or program has been communicated in writing to the laborers or 
mechanics affected, and records which show the costs anticipated or the actual cost incurred 
in providing such benefits. 

D.  Additional records relating to apprenticeship Contractors with apprentices working under 
approved programs must maintain written evidence of the registration of apprenticeship 
programs, the registration of the apprentices, and the ratios and wage rates prescribed in the 
applicable programs.  

ii. Certified payroll requirements  
A. Frequency and method of submission The contractor or subcontractor must submit    weekly, 

for each week in which any DBA- or Related Acts-covered work is performed, certified 
payrolls to HUD if the agency is a party to the contract, but if the agency is not such a party, 
the contractor will submit the certified payrolls to the applicant, sponsor, owner, or other 
entity, as the case may be, that maintains such records, for transmission to HUD. The prime 
contractor is responsible for the submission of all certified payrolls by all subcontractors. A 
contracting agency or prime contractor may permit or require contractors to submit certified 
payrolls through an electronic system, as long as the electronic system requires a legally valid 
electronic signature; the system allows the contractor, the contracting agency, and the 
Department of Labor to access the certified payrolls upon request for at least 3 years after 
the work on the prime contract has been completed; and the contracting agency or prime 
contractor permits other methods of submission in situations where the contractor is unable 
or limited in its ability to use or access the electronic system 

B.  Information required  The certified payrolls submitted must set out accurately and completely 
all of the information required to be maintained under 29 CFR 5.5(a)(3)(i)(B), except that full 
Social Security numbers and last known addresses, telephone numbers, and email addresses 
must not be included on weekly transmittals. Instead, the certified payrolls need only include 
an individually identifying number for each worker (e.g., the last four digits of the worker’s 
Social Security number). The required weekly certified payroll information may be submitted 
using Optional Form WH-347 or in any other format desired. Optional Form WH-347 is 
available for this purpose from the Wage and Hour Division Web site at https://www.dol.gov/ 
sites/dolgov/files/WHD/legacy/files/wh347.pdf or its successor website. It is not a violation of 
this section for a prime contractor to require a subcontractor to provide full Social Security 
numbers and last known addresses, telephone numbers, and email addresses to the prime 
contractor for its own records, without weekly submission by the subcontractor to the 
sponsoring government agency (or the applicant, sponsor, owner, or other entity, as the case 
may be, that maintains such records). 

C.  Statement of Compliance Each certified payroll submitted must be accompanied by a 
“Statement of Compliance,” signed by the contractor or subcontractor, or the contractor’s or 
subcontractor’s agent who pays or supervises the payment of the persons working on the 
contract, and must certify the following:  

1.     That the certified payroll for the payroll period contains the information required to be 
provided under 29 CFR 5.5(a)(3)(ii), the appropriate information and basic records are being 
maintained under 29 CFR 5.5 (a)(3)(i), and such information and records are correct and 
complete;  

2.     That each laborer or mechanic (including each helper and apprentice) working on the contract   
during the payroll period has been paid the full weekly wages earned, without rebate, either 
directly or indirectly, and that no deductions have been made either directly or indirectly 
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from the full wages earned, other than permissible deductions as set forth in 29 CFR part 3; 
and  

3. That each laborer or mechanic has been paid not less than the applicable wage rates and 
fringe benefits or cash equivalents for the classification(s) of work actually performed, as 
specified in the applicable wage determination incorporated into the contract. 

D. Use of Optional Form WH-347 The weekly submission of a properly executed certification 
set forth on the reverse side of Optional Form WH-347 will satisfy the requirement for 
submission of the “Statement of Compliance” required by 29 CFR 5.5(a)(3)(ii)(C). 

E. Signature The signature by the contractor, subcontractor, or the contractor’s or 
subcontractor’s agent must be an original handwritten signature or a legally valid electronic 
signature. 

F. Falsification The falsification of any of the above certifications may subject the contractor 
or subcontractor to civil or criminal prosecution under 18 U.S.C. 1001 and 31 U.S.C. 3729. 

G. Length of certified payroll retention The contractor or subcontractor must preserve all 
certified payrolls during the course of the work and for a period of 3 years after all the work 
on the prime contract is completed. 

iii.   Contracts, subcontracts, and related documents The contractor or subcontractor must maintain this 
contract or subcontract and related documents including, without limitation, bids, proposals, 
amendments, modifications, and extensions. The contractor or subcontractor must preserve these 
contracts, subcontracts, and related documents during the course of the work and for a period of 3 
years after all the work on the prime contract is completed. 

iv   Required disclosures and access  
A.  Required record disclosures and access to workers The contractor or subcontractor must 

make the records required under 29 CFR 5.5(a)(3)(i)–(iii), and any other documents that 
HUD or the Department of Labor deems necessary to determine compliance with the labor 
standards provisions of any of the applicable statutes referenced by 29 CFR 5.1, available 
for inspection, copying, or transcription by authorized representatives of HUD or the 
Department of Labor, and must permit such representatives to interview workers during 
working hours on the job. 

B.  Sanctions for non-compliance with records and worker access requirements If the 
contractor or subcontractor fails to submit the required records or to make them available, 
or refuses to permit worker interviews during working hours on the job, the Federal agency 
may, after written notice to the contractor, sponsor, applicant, owner, or other entity, as the 
case may be, that maintains such records or that employs such workers, take such action as 
may be necessary to cause the suspension of any further payment, advance, or guarantee of 
funds. Furthermore, failure to submit the required records upon request or to make such 
records available, or to permit worker interviews during working hours on the job, may be 
grounds for debarment action pursuant to 29 CFR 5.12. In addition, any contractor or other 
person that fails to submit the required records or make those records available to WHD 
within the time WHD requests that the records be produced will be precluded from 
introducing as evidence in an administrative proceeding under 29 CFR part 6 any of the 
required records that were not provided or made available to WHD. WHD will take into 
consideration a reasonable request from the contractor or person for an extension of the 
time for submission of records. WHD will determine the reasonableness of the request and 
may consider, among other things, the location of the records and the volume of 
production. 

C.   Required information disclosures Contractors and subcontractors must maintain the full 
Social Security number and last known address, telephone number, and email address of 
each covered worker, and must provide them upon request to HUD if the agency is a party to 
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the contract, or to the Wage and Hour Division of the Department of Labor. If the Federal 
agency is not such a party to the contract, the contractor, subcontractor, or both, must, 
upon request, provide the full Social Security number and last known address, telephone 
number, and email address of each covered worker to the applicant, sponsor, owner, or 
other entity, as the case may be, that maintains such records, for transmission to HUD, the 
contractor, or the Wage and Hour Division of the Department of Labor for purposes of an 
investigation or other compliance action. 

4.  Apprentices and equal employment opportunity  
i.  Apprentices 

A. Rate of pay Apprentices will be permitted to work at less than the predetermined rate for 
the work they perform when they are employed pursuant to and individually registered in a 
bona fide apprenticeship program registered with the U.S. Department of Labor, 
Employment and Training Administration, Office of Apprenticeship (OA), or with a State 
Apprenticeship Agency recognized by the OA. A person who is not individually registered in 
the program, but who has been certified by the OA or a State Apprenticeship Agency 
(where appropriate) to be eligible for probationary employment as an apprentice, will be 
permitted to work at less than the predetermined rate for the work they perform in the 
first 90 days of probationary employment as an apprentice in such a program. In the event 
the OA or a State Apprenticeship Agency recognized by the OA withdraws approval of an 
apprenticeship program, the contractor will no longer be permitted to use apprentices at 
less than the applicable predetermined rate for the work performed until an acceptable 
program is approved. 

B. Fringe benefits  Apprentices must be paid fringe benefits in accordance with the provisions 
of the apprenticeship program. If the apprenticeship program does not specify fringe 
benefits, apprentices must be paid the full amount of fringe benefits listed on the wage 
determination for the applicable classification. If the Administrator determines that a 
different practice prevails for the applicable apprentice classification, fringe benefits must 
be paid in accordance with that determination. 

C. Apprenticeship ratio The allowable ratio of apprentices to journeyworkers on the job site in 
any craft classification must not be greater than the ratio permitted to the contractor as to 
the entire work force under the registered program or the ratio applicable to the locality of 
the project pursuant to 29 CFR 5.5(a)(4)(i)(D). Any worker listed on a payroll at an 
apprentice wage rate, who is not registered or otherwise employed as stated in 29 CFR 
5.5(a)(4)(i)(A), must be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on the wage 
determination for the classification of work actually performed. In addition, any apprentice 
performing work on the job site in excess of the ratio permitted under this section must be 
paid not less than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for the work actually 
performed. 

D. Reciprocity of ratios and wage rates Where a contractor is performing construction on a 
project in a locality other than the locality in which its program is registered, the ratios and 
wage rates (expressed in percentages of the journeyworker’s hourly rate) applicable within the 
locality in which the construction is being performed must be observed. If there is no 
applicable ratio or wage rate for the locality of the project, the ratio and wage rate specified 
in the contractor’s registered program must be observed. 

ii  Equal employment opportunity The use of apprentices and journeyworkers under this part must 
be in conformity with the equal employment opportunity requirements of Executive Order 11246, 
as amended, and 29 CFR part 30. 

5   Compliance with Copeland Act requirements. The contractor shall comply with the requirements of 29 
CFR part 3, which are incorporated by reference in this contract.  
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6 Subcontracts.  The contractor or subcontractor must insert in any subcontracts the clauses contained in 
29 CFR 5.5(a)(1) through (11), along with the applicable wage determination(s) and such other clauses 
or contract modifications as the U.S. Department of Housing and  
Urban Development may by appropriate instructions require, and a clause requiring the subcontractors 
to include these clauses and wage determination(s) in any lower tier subcontracts. The prime 
contractor is responsible for the compliance by any subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor with all 
the contract clauses in this section. In the event of any violations of these clauses, the prime contractor 
and any subcontractor(s) responsible will be liable for any unpaid wages and monetary relief, including 
interest from the date of the underpayment or loss, due to any workers of lower-tier subcontractors, 
and may be subject to debarment, as appropriate.  
7 Contract termination: debarment. A breach of the contract clauses in 29 CFR 5.5 may be grounds for 
termination of the contract, and for debarment as a contractor and a subcontractor as provided in 29 
CFR 5.12. 
8  Compliance with Davis-Bacon and Related Act requirements. All rulings and interpretations of the 
Davis-Bacon and Related Acts contained in 29 CFR parts 1, 3, and 5 are herein incorporated by 
reference in this contract. 
9 Disputes concerning labor standards. Disputes arising out of the labor standards provisions of this 
contract shall not be subject to the general disputes clause of this contract. Such disputes shall be 
resolved in accordance with the procedures of the Department of Labor set forth in 29 CFR parts 5, 6, 
and 7. Disputes within the meaning of this clause include disputes between the contractor (or any of its 
subcontractors) and the contracting agency, the U.S. Department of Labor, or the employees or their 
representatives. 
10. Certification of eligibility.  

i.  By entering into this contract, the contractor certifies that neither it nor any person or firm who 
has an interest in the contractor’s firm is a person or firm ineligible to be awarded Government 
contracts by virtue of 40 U.S.C. 3144(b) or 29 CFR 5.12(a). 
ii. No part of this contract shall be subcontracted to any person or firm ineligible for award of a 
Government contract by virtue of 40 U.S.C. 3144(b) or 29 CFR 5.12(a). 
iii. The penalty for making false statements is prescribed in the U.S. Code, Title 18 Crimes and 
Criminal Procedure, 18 U.S.C. 1001. 

11  Anti-retaliation It is unlawful for any person to discharge, demote, intimidate, threaten, restrain, 
coerce, blacklist, harass, or in any other manner discriminate against, or to cause any person to 
discharge, demote, intimidate, threaten, restrain, coerce, blacklist, harass, or in any other manner 
discriminate against, any worker or job applicant for: 

i. Notifying any contractor of any conduct which the worker reasonably believes constitutes a 
violation of the DBA, Related Acts, or 29 CFR parts 1, 3, or 5; 

ii. Filing any complaint, initiating or causing to be initiated any proceeding, or otherwise asserting or 
seeking to assert on behalf of themselves or others any right or protection under the DBA, 
Related Acts, or 29 CFR parts 1, 3, or 5; 

iii. Cooperating in any investigation or other compliance action, or testifying in any proceeding under 
the DBA, Related Acts, or 29 CFR parts 1, 3, or 5; or 

iv. Informing any other person about their rights under the DBA, Related Acts, or 29 CFR parts 1, 3, 
or 5. 

B.  Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act (CWHSSA)  
The Agency Head must cause or require the contracting officer to insert the following clauses set 
forth in 29 CFR 5.5(b)(1), (2), (3), (4), and (5) in full, or (for contracts covered by the Federal 
Acquisition Regulation) by reference, in any contract in an amount in excess of $100,000 and subject 
to the overtime provisions of the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act. These clauses must 
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be inserted in addition to the clauses required by 29 CFR 5.5(a) or 4.6. As used in this paragraph, the 
terms “laborers and mechanics” include watchpersons and guards. 
1. Overtime requirements. No contractor or subcontractor contracting for any part of the contract 

work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or 
permit any such laborer or mechanic in any workweek in which he or she is employed on such 
work to work in excess of forty hours in such workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives 
compensation at a rate not less than one and one-half times the basic rate of pay for all hours 
worked in excess of forty hours in such workweek. 

2. Violation; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages.  In the event of any violation of the 
clause set forth in 29 CFR 5.5(b)(1) the contractor and any subcontractor responsible therefor 
shall be liable for the unpaid wages and interest from the date of the underpayment. In addition, 
such contractor and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work done 
under contract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such District or to such territory), for 
liquidated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed with respect to each individual 
laborer or mechanic, including watchpersons and guards, employed in violation of the clause set 
forth in 29 CFR 5.5(b)(1), in the sum of $31 for each calendar day on which such individual was 
required or permitted to work in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without 
payment of the overtime wages required by the clause set forth in 29 CFR 5.5(b)(1). 

3. Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages 
i.   Withholding process The U.S Department of Housing and Urban Development or the recipient of 

Federal assistance may, upon its own action, or must, upon written request of an authorized 
representative of the Department of Labor, withhold or cause to be withheld from the contractor 
so much of the accrued payments or advances as may be considered necessary to satisfy the 
liabilities of the prime contractor or any subcontractor for any unpaid wages; monetary relief, 
including interest; and liquidated damages required by the clauses set forth in 29 CFR 5.5(b) on 
this contract, any other Federal contract with the same prime contractor, or any other federally 
assisted contract subject to the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act that is held by the 
same prime contractor (as defined in 29 CFR 5.2). The necessary funds may be withheld from the 
contractor under this contract, any other Federal contract with the same prime contractor, or any 
other federally assisted contract that is subject to the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards 
Act and is held by the same prime contractor, regardless of whether the other contract was 
awarded or assisted by the same agency, and such funds may be used to satisfy the contractor 
liability for which the funds were withheld.  

ii   Priority to withheld funds The Department has priority to funds withheld or to be withheld in 
accordance with 29 CFR 5.5(a)(2)(i) or (b)(3)(i), or both, over claims to those funds by: 
A. A contractor’s surety(ies), including without limitation performance bond sureties and 

payment bond sureties; 
B. A contracting agency for its reprocurement costs; 
C.  A trustee(s) (either a court-appointed trustee or a U.S. trustee, or both) in bankruptcy of    a 

contractor, or a contractor’s bankruptcy estate; 
D. A contractor’s assignee(s); 
E.  A contractor’s successor(s); or 
F.  A claim asserted under the Prompt Payment Act, 31 U.S.C. 3901-3907. 

4.  Subcontracts.     The contractor or subcontractor must insert in any subcontracts the clauses set forth in 
29 CFR  5.5(b)(1) through (5) and a clause requiring the subcontractors to include these clauses in any 
lower tier subcontracts. The prime contractor is responsible for compliance by any subcontractor or 
lower tier subcontractor with the clauses set forth in 29 CFR 5.5(b)(1) through (5). In the event of any 
violations of these clauses, the prime contractor and any subcontractor(s) responsible will be liable for 
any unpaid wages and monetary relief, including interest from the date of the underpayment or loss, 
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due to any workers of lower-tier subcontractors, and associated liquidated damages and may be subject 
to debarment, as appropriate. 

5  Anti-retaliation It is unlawful for any person to discharge, demote, intimidate, threaten, restrain, 
coerce, blacklist, harass, or in any other manner discriminate against, or to cause any person to 
discharge, demote, intimidate, threaten, restrain, coerce, blacklist, harass, or in any other manner 
discriminate against, any worker or job applicant for: 

i. Notifying any contractor of any conduct which the worker reasonably believes constitutes a 
violation of the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act (CWHSSA) or its implementing 
regulations in 29 CFR part 5; 

ii. Filing any complaint, initiating or causing to be initiated any proceeding, or otherwise asserting 
or seeking to assert on behalf of themselves or others any right or protection under CWHSSA or 
29 CFR part 5; 

iii. Cooperating in any investigation or other compliance action, or testifying in any proceeding 
under CWHSSA or 29 CFR part 5; or 

iv. Informing any other person about their rights under CWHSSA or 29 CFR part 5. 
C. CWHSSA required records clause In addition to the clauses contained in 29 CFR 5.5(b), in any contract 

subject only to the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act and not to any of the other laws 
referenced by 29 CFR 5.1, the Agency Head must cause or require the contracting officer to insert a 
clause requiring that the contractor or subcontractor must maintain regular payrolls and other basic 
records during the course of the work and must preserve them for a period of 3 years after all the work 
on the prime contract is completed for all laborers and mechanics, including guards and watchpersons, 
working on the contract. Such records must contain the name; last known address, telephone number, 
and email address; and social security number of each such worker; each worker’s correct 
classification(s) of work actually performed; hourly rates of wages paid; daily and weekly number of 
hours actually worked; deductions made and actual wages paid. Further, the Agency Head must cause 
or require the contracting officer to insert in any such contract a clause providing that the records to be 
maintained under this paragraph must be made available by the contractor or subcontractor for 
inspection, copying, or transcription by authorized representatives of the (write the name of agency) 
and the Department of Labor, and the contractor or subcontractor will permit such representatives to 
interview workers during working hours on the job. 

D. Incorporation of contract clauses and wage determinations by reference  Although agencies are 
required to insert the contract clauses set forth in this section, along with appropriate wage 
determinations, in full into covered contracts, and contractors and subcontractors are required to insert 
them in any lower-tier subcontracts, the incorporation by reference of the required contract clauses 
and appropriate wage determinations will be given the same force and effect as if they were inserted in 
full text. 

E. Incorporation by operation of law  The contract clauses set forth in this section (or their equivalent 
under the Federal Acquisition Regulation), along with the correct wage determinations, will be 
considered to be a part of every prime contract required by the applicable statutes referenced by 29 
CFR 5.1 to include such clauses, and will be effective by operation of law, whether or not they are 
included or incorporated by reference into such contract, unless the Administrator grants a variance, 
tolerance, or exemption from the application of this paragraph. Where the clauses and applicable wage 
determinations are effective by operation of law under this paragraph, the prime contractor must be 
compensated for any resulting increase in wages in accordance with applicable law. 
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F. HEALTH AND SAFETY  
The provisions of this paragraph (F) are applicable where the amount of the prime contract exceeds 
$100,000.  

1. No laborer or mechanic shall be required to work in surroundings or under working conditions which are 
unsanitary, hazardous, or dangerous to his or her health and safety, as determined under construction 
safety and health standards promulgated by the Secretary of Labor by regulation.  

2. The contractor shall comply with all regulations issued by the Secretary of Labor pursuant to 29 CFR Part 
1926 and failure to comply may result in imposition of sanctions pursuant to the Contract Work Hours and 
Safety Standards Act, (Public Law 91-54, 83 Stat 96), 40 U.S.C. § 3701 et seq.  

3. The contractor shall include the provisions of this paragraph in every subcontract, so that such provisions 
will be binding on each subcontractor. The contractor shall take such action with respect to any 
subcontractor as the Secretary of Housing and Urban Development or the Secretary of Labor shall direct as 
a means of enforcing such provisions.

Quick Guide to Section 3 Terms, Requirements, and 
Responsibilities 
This quick guide can be a reference to both KYTC and potential/current contractors as a non-exhaustive 
overview of Section 3 and its requirements. KYTC can provide this as an attachment to a solicitation 
package or make it available to potential contractors on a public website.  

Introduction and Definitions 
What is Section 3? 

Section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968 is a provision that aims to ensure that 
employment, training, and contracting opportunities generated by certain HUD financial assistance 
benefit low- and very low-income persons, particularly those who are recipients of government 
assistance for housing, and businesses that provide economic opportunities to low- and very low-income 
persons. 

Understanding the New Final Rule 

The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) issued a Final Rule on September 29, 
2020, which modernized the Section 3 regulations. This new rule, effective November 30, 2020, focuses 
on prioritizing sustained employment and employment-related outcomes. 

What is a Section 3 Project? 

Section 3 projects are housing rehabilitation, housing construction, and other public construction 
projects assisted under HUD programs that provide housing and community development financial 
assistance (including CDBG-DR) when the total amount of assistance to the project exceeds $200,000. 
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What is a Section 3 Business Concern? 

A Section 3 business concern is a business that meets at least one of the following criteria, documented 
within the last six-month period: 

• At least 51 percent owned and controlled by low- or very low-income persons. 
• Over 75 percent of the labor hours performed for the business over the prior three-month 

period are performed by Section 3 workers. 
• A business at least 51 percent owned and controlled by current public housing residents or 

residents who currently live in Section 8-assisted housing. 

What is a Section 3 Worker? 

A Section 3 worker is any worker who currently fits, or when hired within the past five years fit at least 
one of the following categories, as documented: 

• The worker's income for the previous or annualized calendar year is below the income limit 
established by HUD. 

• The worker is employed by a Section 3 business concern. 
• The worker is a YouthBuild participant. 

Contractor Responsibilities for Compliance 
Contractors are required to meet the following obligations: 

1. Hiring and Employment 

Contractors are required to meet the following obligations: 

• Hiring Priorities: To the greatest extent feasible, contractors should give preference to low- and 
very low-income persons, particularly those who live in the project area. 

• Employment Goals: Contractors will work towards the safe harbor benchmark goals of having at 
least 25% of total labor hours worked by Section 3 workers (low- and very low-income persons) 
and 5% of total labor hours worked by Targeted Section 3 workers are met. Targeted Section 3 
workers include: 

o Is employed by a Section 3 business concern; or 

o Currently fits or when hired fit at least one of the following categories, as documented 
within the past five years: 

 Living within the service area or the neighborhood of the project, as defined in 
24 CFR § 75.5; or 

 A YouthBuild participant. 

2. Reporting Requirements 

Contractors must keep records and report on their efforts to comply with Section 3 regulations. This 
includes: 
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• Labor Hours Tracking: Documentation of labor hours worked by Section 3 and Targeted Section 3 
workers. 

• Quarterly Reports: Submission of quarterly Section 3 reports to the Kentucky Transportation 
Cabinet (KYTC) which oversees the CDBG-DR funded project. 

• Documentation: Maintain records of workforce demographics, job postings, and hiring 
processes to demonstrate efforts to prioritize Section 3 workers. 

3. Contracting Opportunities 

When awarding subcontracts, contractors must: 

• Prioritize Section 3 Businesses: To the greatest extent feasible, award contracts to Section 3 
business concerns. 

• Ensure Compliance: Ensure that subcontractors also comply with Section 3 requirements and 
maintain records demonstrating such compliance. 

4. Outreach and Notification 

Contractors are encouraged to actively engage in outreach to ensure that Section 3 residents and 
businesses are aware of opportunities. This includes: 

• Community Engagement: Inform local public housing authorities, community-based 
organizations, and other stakeholders about upcoming opportunities. 

• Job Postings: Clearly post job openings in accessible locations and online platforms frequented 
by Section 3 residents. 

Conclusion 
By adhering to the responsibilities outlined in this packet, contractors can comply with HUD's Section 3 
requirements and contribute to the economic upliftment of low- and very low-income persons.

CERTIFICATION OF ACKNOWLEDGEMENT OF SECTION 3 REQUIREMENTS 

24 CFR Part 75 

Section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968 ("Section 3") requires that economic 
opportunities (employment, training and contracting opportunities), generated by certain U.S. 
Department of Housing and Urban Development (“HUD”) financial assistance, to the greatest extent 
feasible be directed to low- and very low-income persons, particularly those who are either recipients of 
government assistance for housing or residents of the community in which the Federal assistance is 
spent.  

The project that is the subject of this solicitation (“project”) and the resulting contract award will be 
funded using federal financial assistance and thus qualifies as Housing and Community Development 
Financial Assistance for purposes of Section 3 regulations and is subject to Section 3 compliance. 

As a participating Bidder/Proposer, please answer the questions and provide the requested information 
on the pages that follow and sign where indicated. Subcontractors employed on the project must also 
complete these Section 3 forms, if feasible. Include your completed Section 3 forms, and the completed 
forms for each of your subcontractors with your bid/proposal. Failure to complete all information and/or 
submit all pages may result in a finding that your bid/proposal is non-responsive.  

If awarded a contract, you will be required to provide reports documenting your efforts to comply with 
the requirements of Section 3 as follows:  

Meeting the Section 3 Worker and Targeted Section 3 Worker labor hour benchmarks as follows: 

• 25% or more of the total number of labor hours worked by all workers on the project are Section 
3 workers, and  

• 5% or more of the total number of labor hours worked by all workers on the project are Targeted 
Section 3 workers. 

Directing economic opportunities to persons and businesses in the following order of priority:  

Employment & Training Opportunities 

• Section 3 workers residing within the service area or the neighborhood of the project. 
• Participants in YouthBuild programs 

Contracting Opportunities 

• Section 3 business concerns that provide economic opportunities to Section 3 workers residing 
within the service area or the neighborhood of the project. 

• YouthBuild programs

A Section 3 Business Concern meets one of the following criteria: 

• It is at least 51% or more owned by low- or very low-income persons at or below (80% area 
median income) based on individual income limits. 

• Over 75 % of the labor hours performed for the business over the prior three-month period are 
performed by low- or very low- income persons. 

• It is a business at least 51% owned by current public housing residents or residents who 
currently live in Section 8- assisted housing.

• Labor organizations or representatives of workers with which the contractor has a 
collective bargaining agreement or other understanding, if any, will be sent a notice 
advising of the contractors’ commitments under Section 3. 

• Post a notice in conspicuous places at the work site where both employees and 
applicants for training and employment positions can see the notice. The notice shall 
describe Section 3 preference, shall set forth minimum number and job titles subject to 
hire, availability of apprenticeship and training positions, the qualifications for each; and 
the name and location of the person(s) taking applications for each of the positions; and 
the anticipated date the work shall begin. 

c. Regardless of hiring or other economic opportunity commitments, the bidder/proposer 
understands that it also needs to make good faith efforts to achieve the labor hour benchmarks 
established by HUD pursuant to 24 CFR Part 75.23 and report such labor hours pursuant to 24 
CFR Part 75.25.  For purposes of Section 3, good faith efforts include, but are not limited to: 

• Engaged in outreach efforts to generate job applicants who are Targeted Section 3 
workers. 
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• Provided training or apprenticeship opportunities. 
• Provided technical assistance to help Section 3 workers compete for jobs (e.g., resume 

assistance, coaching). 
• Provided or connected Section 3 workers with assistance in seeking employment 

including: drafting resumes, preparing for interviews, and finding job opportunities 
connecting residents to job placement services. 

• Held one or more job fairs. 
• Provided or referred Section 3 workers to services supporting work readiness and 

retention (e.g., work readiness activities, interview clothing, test fees, transportation, 
child care). 

• Provided assistance to apply for/or attend community college, a four-year educational 
institution, or vocational/technical training. 

• Assisted Section 3 workers to obtain financial literacy training and/or coaching. 
• Engaged in outreach efforts to identify and secure bids from Section 3 business 

concerns. 
• Provided technical assistance to help Section 3 business concerns understand and bid on 

contracts. 
• Divided contracts into smaller jobs to facilitate participation by Section 3 business 

concerns. 
• Provided bonding assistance, guaranties, or other efforts to support viable bids from 

Section 3 business concerns.  
• Promoted use of business registries designed to create opportunities for disadvantaged 

and small businesses. 
• Outreach, engagement, or referrals with the state one-stop system as defined in Section 

121(e)(2) of the Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act. 
d. The contractor will track and certify ALL employee names, labor hours, and Section 3 

worker/Targeted Section 3 worker status per project and provide this information to KYTC. A 
good faith estimate of labor hours for each full or part time employee can be used if a detailed 
time attendance system is not in place. Some Exclusions apply for non-construction services 
contracts. 

e. Any vacant employment positions, including training positions, that are filled (1) after the 
contractor is selected but before the contract is executed, and (2) with persons other than those 
to whom the regulations of 24 CFR Part 75 require employment opportunities to be directed, 
were not filled to circumvent the contractor’s obligation under 24 CFR Part 75. 

f. The Section 3 clause will be included in every subcontract subject to compliance with regulations 
in 24 CFR Part 75, and agrees to collect and provide all subcontractor information and take 
appropriate action, as provided in an applicable provision of the subcontract or in this Section 3 
clause.

which the former public servant was directly involved during the last thirty-six (36) months of his 
tenure, for a period of one (1) year after the latter of:

b) The date the term of office expires to which the public servant was elected.
