The Decision was made to emphasis the typical critical problems by 
functional class within the 4 categories for easier viewing. 

•Critical rates, Congestion, Truck percentage, curves, number of lanes     
and width, and shoulder types were separated into their appropriate   
functional class and mapped

•Critical Rates   0.95 – 0.99 verge of critical
Critical Rates   > 0.99 possibly critical

•V/SF                  0.70 – 0.94 verge of critical
V/SF                  > 0.94 possibly critical

•Truck Percent   >29 verge of critical
Truck Percent   >39 possibly critical
