And we're fortunate that he's gonna be staying with us.
And then Rob Warfel, who is his assistant now, is going to be moving into that role.
So he will be the new statewide coordinator.
So just wanted to put that out to everyone.

Umm, I apologize for it, kind of the confusion with everybody trying to introduce themselves online.
Probably should just kind of went down the list and just let everybody introduce themselves and just note to myself for next time.
But I would like to go ahead and get started and I know we have several things we're going to kind of cover ohm.
I know the meeting was kind of called, you know, the last minute in a way, but I don't know.
We need to get one done for this quarter, but just to kind of give everybody an update on what's going on umm with the state and what's going on about impaired driving program.
We've had a lot of stuff going on in moving pieces.
Umm, we have.
I'm gonna go ahead and kind of give an update for Jenny.
She is, like I said, been working very hard and this was a week that she had planned to take vacation and we were like, go ahead and and go.
She's been traveling a lot, doing a lot of trainings.
Jenny has started.
Umm.
She's got an upcoming DUI hot topics class, which is basically a 3 hour class covering the current issues with impaired driving for prosecutors and officers.
It also can is covering Kentucky's new medical cannabis laws.
Jenny is presenting in Covington, and we'll present Madisonville.
She'll be in Madisonville on July 23rd.
Prestonsburg on July 25th Maysville August 13th, Adair County on September 25th, and then she's currently working on getting one set up and Hazard and wanted Paducah for October.
Those, I think those are online where they had.
So we we have all of the registrations for those.
If you're interested, you can go to the IGX portal or you can go on to the highway safety.ql.gov and it's listed on the right side on there as well.
OK.
Again, that's our traffic resource prosecutor.
She is doing a 3 hour class, no covering current issues with the DUI and the walls on the new medical cannabis that's coming for us.
I would.
I was gonna say we have all the dates listed on the right side there and the locations I got you.
So there might be an additional one, but if you are trying to register, you can click on that, or if you're going to do your monthly claim inside IGX, you can go through and click as well.
That's a.
Jenny's been doing a lot too, and I'll kind of let our.
I ride the RER.
Got coordinators from the touch of stuff on some of that, but I just wanted to let you know how much Jenny has been working with the program of the law enforcement lobotomy program that we're trying to get started.
She has really put a lot of time and effort into this and we hope to get this kicked off with our trainings pretty soon and we're getting very close to getting that done.
UM, also, she's had a lot of input with the uh roadside.
A little fluids too, which will kind of touch here in just a minute.
Like to go ahead.
I know Ryan's kind of updated you on the transition between what Robert Richardson doing now when he's going to be doing and and powerful's taking over that position, which grateful for that because both of these guys are a world of information on on this program and it's taking them a lot of time and effort to get to the status of there are that they are right now.
So go ahead and let Rob get started a little bit just kind of updating us on what's going on currently with our Aride and Dre as well as what's coming down the road with the oral fluid and phlebotomy stuff.
So currently we have 72 active dress in the state.
We do have a handful.
I would have to say five or six that are in in kind of a grace period right now trying to catch up on some requirements that standards that they have to meet before we can read, certify.
So enforcement evals are running about what they were last year.
We're right around 100, which is pretty normal.
We had a year, actually the COVID year, that skewed a little, excuse me.
Skewed a little because we have one Dre.
Just knock it out of the park.
They did 137 evals, which was kind of rare.
But as far as training our Dre school is set for November, we're currently we've got, I think about 7:00 or 8 applications are only that, that school is a little smaller just because of the facility we use in Florida and the and the accommodations.
There's just not as much room for that class, so we'll have that on November 11th through the 22nd and our field service will be in December.
Our a ride classes are are in Brockton.
Ah it.
Might be in any minute, but our a rides that are left.
Can everybody see that in?
Yeah, I'll.
I'll talk to share here.
Yeah, everybody will be able to see it.
So we do have some a rights left and they are filling up quick.
I talked to Jeff Liles, our Western Kentucky LEL, about the only one that that has a I would say some semi rimmed is the Paducah one.
But the the Boone County it's got almost 40, and the Mason County has got quite a few.
So I'm hoping Bob help set that up.
I'm hoping we can house that.
It's got about 35 people already, so I may have to call and give that one shut down.
We are seeing an extreme amount of people reaching out and getting into these classes and I think it's due to, obviously law enforcement wanna see once the training due to our January 1st medical marijuana uh coming in into effect and this will be a a huge training for law enforcement to have to prosecute.
Uh drunk driving cases so as well as Dre, but assistant Jenny I know the hamlet.
Rob expound on the phlebotomy stuff, but Jenny has, you know, she took it.
Like I said, really knocked it out the park.
Matt Uh gave her such a great review.
I mean, this class she's doing on the the new walls, medical marijuana and just the the phlebotomy and the oral roadside fluid.
I think Bill said it best.
We've got a lot of moving parts when it comes to impaired driving enforcement and training and just different programs going on.
And then Brandon Stanford has helped us out a lot with the data that Jenny has gotten from him.
She shared with me.
Maybe he can share some of that while we're here in the meeting, especially the cannabis numbers will really, really kind of open some eyes to show the issue we're having.
So we can get ahead of this.
We've got still got plenty of time to kind of get ahead of it, especially when it comes to showing up, maybe some, some legislative uh issues that maybe we'll see down the road.
But other than that, that's all I got for all the PR and a ride.

Get it within the two hour window that we needed to get it in in order to.
To help with the with the impaired driving case.
But the big thing about this program is these officers are not just getting trained.
Like just to fly by night, getting training just so they could draw blood.
They this is a national program and they will be nationally certified as a phlebotomist, so that if they actually wanted to go work at a hospital to draw blood on as their regular job, they could do that.
This is the training that is, you know, that's not just ohm.
Guess what I'm trying to say?
It is not. It's not longer.
These are not.
Here's the requestion these chiefs and sheriffs I've gotten there is no law enforcement involved in this training right other than Jenny will cover some evidentiary stuff.
So this is all going to be conducted by professionals that if anyone wanted to be just, you know, a phlebotomist, it'll be a professional instructor and a certified.
Yeah, that's huge because I've had a lot of cheese and sheriff's and commanders like, wow, you got cops teaching cops this, and I'm like, no, no, no, no.

So just kind of wanted to, you know, just kind of fill everybody in on that, that we wanted to make sure if we did this, we did it the right way, same thing.
With the new what we're doing with oral fluids, so we are going to start phase one of our roadside oral fluid.
We are.
We just secured a grant from GHS A to get started with that which is a big deal that's going to help us get the devices that we need, the swabs and all the stuff that we need to get them to the agencies that we select to do this.
Once we get a little bit more further into this, I will give a better update to the task force and we're gonna have the first phase of this is gonna take roughly from July 1 this year to July or July 31st of this year to July 31st of next year.
We're hoping that with the information and the numbers we can get from that, we can start to compound into phase two, which would be more devices and more getting these devices out to more of our law enforcement.
This is works just like the the regular PBT.
Umm.
Basically, they're not admissible for evidence in court.
They just gives the officer another tool, roadside.
To say that if the individual is not impaired by alcohol, they can use the swab and this will give them a, you know, probably calls based on whether what it comes back as reading.
So that will help us with what's going on with our polytopes issue or drug issue that we have right now, which will be a big deal.
You know, I know we're in the medical.
Marijuana is is already here.
Pretty soon, and just like everybody else says, recreational will follow and we'll be right behind it.
So we just need to try to stay ahead of the curve.
That's our main thing.
I just want to make the road safer.
That's what we're looking to do.
We're not here to tell anybody.
They they can't drink and not here to tell anybody they can.
And if Matt Marijuana is recreational, we're not here to tell them they can or can't smoke it.
It's just the fact that they can't do it in dry and that's what we are looking to do is make the road safer and we're trying to give our officers all the tools that they can have.
And it's not again, as we all know, it's not just the the gateway drugs, it's also the schedule, one things that we see out there which are still out there pretty heavily, certain areas that are Poly talked with our also in that I'll add to that.
So this program, the oral roadside fluid, so just to just to pilot cover, I'm sorry, just a few bullet points that I did share with Troy that will be in the brief or the briefing PowerPoint, so, so toxa is the actual company, uh, the sample collection takes about 60 seconds and you'll have results in about 5 minutes.
Now this is a portable device.
It actually so talks A is there are other companies but so toxa is the only one that makes a handheld portable device.
It's about twice the size of a Pvt and you get results in 5 minutes.
It does screen 4 amphetamines, benzos, cannabis, cocaine, methamphetamines and opiates and some of you I know branded.
You'd be interested, and you may already know this.
There are thresholds that have to be met.
Nanograms while before, those will read, so I won't get much into that this a little bit of the science behind it, but that's just a couple of bullet points about yeah, the the devices make sure I'm yeah, we're just trying to educate our task force, especially on what we're what we've been looking at as the office and as our Aride and Dre program continues.
I don't.
I don't think there's been a big update or anything on the medical cannabis side of things recently.
I just know that we're rolling it out January 1 of 2025, so there will be a lot of things that we'll start to see right after this happened.
So I mean, and it may take us several months to start to get some numbers together and things like that, but umm it it's, you know we know it's already here, but it will at that point we will be looking at certain specific things and and things like that and that's another thing that we're going to be able to do with the roadside of world fluid testing is we'll be able to to track some numbers and keep up with the usage of this device the the findings that we have how these how these cases get a.
I know that Matt is helping us a lot and I was gonna, you know, touch with Alex here in a little bit and just kind of let her give us an update on what's going on.
But I know we we work with Matt doing a grant where they have, they have some core monitors that are in the courtrooms that help monitor what goes on with the adjudication side.
Umm, big thing with the task force is when we wrote this out, we rolled it out.
Law enforcement wise rolled it out to help with our impaired driving issues on the road.
We have now rolled into the adjudication part of it to where we're trying to get more information on that.
So that on the back end we can bring into behavioral health, which has been something that we're really trying to alright corporate, I know nitza is very interested in that too as well and we're thankful for them because what we want to do is before a lot of things and then a lot many of the things roadside that we did when we got someone off the road that was impaired by alcohol, you could help them after the fact was behavioral health with alcohol.
But if it was drugs, it was a hard, you know, to figure out and to tell on it.
Impaired driving.
A risk?
Really.
What the calls was was a drug alcohol and now that we are starting to be able to differentiate between those two, we can actually hopefully start to get these individuals help with the end so that we can reduce the recidivism of impaired driving on our roads.
So and that and that's the big key.
And I know one other person that's not here today or want to, I guess is a Tony who is our level that helps Kyle and he they oversee our ignition airlock program, which we are looking to Ulster too as well.
And as we all know, interlock, it helps those impaired drivers that from alcohol keeps them from driving a vehicle or helping to look down the road to get some better legislation for our impaired driving program.
As far as the interlock goes, there's a lot of states out there that have a lot stronger programs, basically because they're interlocks are mandatory in a lot of ways, and by being mandatory does not mean that we're really punishing anybody any harder.
It just means we're making it harder for them to drive impaired.
You know, those are, those are.
It's allowing them to drive, but they have to drive sober when they do drive so, and that's that's the key to an interlock.
And that's the main reason we need to make it mandatory to help out with with those issues and to be able to track numbers on the recidivism side of that too as well.
So and then like I said, hopefully I'll get some numbers and stuff from Kyle and we can maybe get those sent out to you on the number of devices we actually are using in the state right now and the next meeting for sure, you'll have us a good update on that.
So, but they are actually down in Tennessee doing some training that's gonna see has a a really good interlock program and they are we're thankful that they allow us to to do some trainings with them as well.
Ohh So what I'd like to do now is just kind of just kind of touch base with a couple of of you all I want Rob, it touched on and go but I'd like to Brandon if you don't mind to kind of give us an update of what's going on with the lab or any information you have that you like to to give us, I know the marijuana part, some of those stats on that are are pretty interesting.

Amphetamine, which amphetamine breaks down from methamphetamine use.
It could be so low, but nine times out of 10 it's it's from people taking math.
The numbers are really kind of incredible to me that they keep rising as far as percentage of cases that we're seeing having these drugs.
And concentrations for THC especially, we're about 7 or 8.
It's the norm.
It has been the norm for about since 2016.
It's been holding steady.
Umm, the other one that everybody's concerned about is your fentanyl.
That number I have a separate spreadsheet over here on the side.
Let me pull that up.
That just keeps creeping up and which is very disturbing.
Uh, we started out tracking in 2015 about four nanograms.
What we reporting you can see here.
We're at 11 1/2, I mean therapy therapeutic.

But back therapeutic therapeutic for fentanyl is supposed to be one to two nanograms per milliliter.

We'll see him 20304050 close to 100.

This is something that, as you all know, was it new program when when I kind of came in, it had not been staffed previously.
And so a lot of that was building relationships.
That was a lot of the hard part because our core monitors can't get access to all of the information without being able to access the case files.
So part of that was building the relationships with the clerks saying This is why we're here.
This is why we need this information.
They are incredibly diligent about they go to each of their counties at least twice in person every month.
So we monitor the top ten DUI fatality counties.
When we looked at whether we were going to do that by number or by rate, it kind of depends on what it looks like.
And so we looked at that both ways when we looked at it by rate, some of the counties that would have been chosen as the top ten were such small rural counties, there wouldn't be enough of a sample set for court monitors to monitor from month to month.
So we ended up doing it by number, which has been incredible in what it shown us in terms of trends.
Now that we've had both court monitors in their position for several months, Katora joined us at the beginning of this year.
She's in the Louisville and surrounding county area.
And so now that we've had both court monitors or positioned for several months, we're really seeing some important trends in terms of everything, the number of cases getting dismissed, case is getting amended, BAC's getting amended, everything like that.
And so actually this is perfect timing to have this conversation.
We are meeting as a team next week.
I put together a PDF one pager with some charts of the trends that we've seen thus far.
We were putting that together for Matt, but in light of this conversation, we'd be happy to share it with with the group.
That's something that now that we've built the relationships and are able to get as much of the data as possible without corpnet, we have an understanding of what those trends are in our 10 counties.
And so it's been really important for us to see some of the reasons that things are happening and get an understanding of things that happen in rural counties across the state from each other.
But they're both rural counties and some similar things are happening for both court monitors.
So it's been incredible to see and we'll have that put together next week to send to Matt, but I'm happy to share with everyone else.

We know as somebody that's that ran a DARE program in Maryland and that's still is a drug recognition expert.
I'm with you, you know, and I know it's there.
This is a cannabis has always been there and and now we're we're trying to figure out how to really get a grip on it with all the medical cannabis coming on board and then recreational like we have here in Maryland on board and it's good that you all are collecting all that data as well because that's going to drive any program and and somebody mentioned that you know and this is really concerned about data, it's true.
And so the more data you have, it's gonna support that program, not only if you have to.
Boosted or or or or talk to it to us about it to get funding or anything like that.
But it it's gonna help you down the road, in the courts and with your state legislature.
All that data is gonna help out down the road, so it's good to see that you're doing that.
And then just to mention, just a couple things on impaired driving that knits A has coming up.
Remember the national campaigns?
We just got finished.
Uh, the national campaign that led up July one through July 8th of to cover the 4th of July weekend, which was alcohol impaired driving and drug impaired driving.
Now we're into a speed mobilization, and I realize this is the impaired driving group, but we're into our speed mobilization and we know that, folks, you know, people in the cannabis industry will tell you that they tend, they drive slower.
But all the studies show the folks drive faster when they're using cannabis, right?
And so now we're into our speed mobilizations.
And that doesn't mean that law enforcement just be looking for speeders, but everything right?
And so, you know, we just don't look for speed.
We're looking for impaired driving as well, so I encourage you through your speed, mobilizations, and I know you're doing it, Kentucky, to continue to look for those impaired drivers as well, along with equal protection.
Those big three right impaired driving speed.
I can protection our three biggest risky driving behaviors and then when the speed mobilization is over, we go right into Labor Day with uh the impaired driving again.
And I'm probably gonna be meeting with all the law enforcement liaisons and region 3 to talk about a date.
Last year we did a no DUI Friday, where everybody in the region, you know, it was like a big old Region 3 border to border.
And so we plan on doing that again, probably right before Labor Day just to put like a little stamp there or exclamation point at the end of the impaired driving campaign, the national campaign to show what we're doing as a region.
And then I've just mentioned this too for everybody.
I've kind of been mentioning this in all the talks I've been doing recently because we've had all this hot weather and not that you need to have hot weather to think about this, but just in your messaging or as you talk to folks, remind them about checking for children in the back seats of their cars and heat stroke, even with lower temperatures, it doesn't take much for a car to get up to around 100 and 405 degrees, and that can that can kill kill a child.
So we've kind of been, although there's a specific time, you know, it was back in May for that.
We're just kind of asking everybody to still kind of think about that and promote that too.
As you talk to groups about that, and remember to tell folks before they before they lock their cars and move on, look in that back seat, park the car, look in the back seat and then lock the car and go on your way.
So that's what we have kind of going here and that's and again I applaud everything that you all are doing in Kentucky.
You're doing a great job and I hope to get down there for some of the stuff you have coming up as well and make make the trip down that it Kentucky and and because under our new model that we have here in the region, we plan on getting out a lot more to a lot of the things the states are doing.
I plan on getting over there to some of the stuff that that you all have planned.
