The US DOT Maritime Administration’s Marine Highway Program consists of over
29,000 nautical miles of commercially navigable waterways including: rivers, bays,
channels, the Great Lakes, the Saint Lawrence Seaway System, coastal, and open-
ocean routes.

The Secretary of Transportation designated these particular waterways as marine
highways because of their ability to provide additional capacity to relieve
congested landside routes serving freight and passenger movement. They
supplement or connect with landside transportation routes (road or rail line). Each
marine highway has a corridor designation that reflects the congested landside
route it parallels.
