REQUIRED DOCUMENTATION

Pursuant to KRS 186A.115. and 601 KAR 9:200, the procedure for obtaining a rebuilt title is as follows:
1. Submit a properly assigned salvage title for proof of ownership.
2. Submit the completed forms:
· TC 96‐215 form, Affidavit of Motor Vehicle Assembled from Wrecked or Salvaged Motor Vehicles
· TC 96‐353 form, Labor Statement for Rebuilt or Total‐Loss Vehicle
· TC 96‐182, Application for Kentucky Certificate of Title or Registration, completed, signed, and notarized for the buyer and seller if any of the following apply:  
· Application is for an out of state vehicle
· Vehicle that is “junked” in the Kentucky system
· Affidavit of total consideration is being used

3. An inspection must be made by a KY certified inspector in accordance with the provision of KRS 186A.115. 

4. Submit original receipts for all parts purchased.  If parts were purchased from individuals and not businesses, the applicant shall submit a written statement from the seller giving the seller’s name, address, and telephone number, the part or parts sold, and the VIN number of the vehicle from which the parts were taken. If the VIN number is unknown, the seller shall submit a statement explaining the reason it cannot be provided.

5. For a rebuilt motorcycle, provide pencil tracings or photos of both the engine and frame identification numbers (VIN #s).

6. If a vehicle is not 75 percent or more damaged, provide a statement from the insurance company on company letterhead describing the extent of damage to the vehicle.  If the vehicle was purchased at auction, provide the original salvage pool receipt in place of an insurance statement. [601 KAR 9:200 SECT. 6(2)]

Rebuilt applications will be processed in the order they are received. Applications shall be processed within 5 business days pursuant to KRS 186A.170.
