Kentucky, the heart of the nation; Ken- |

tucky, the bordered State of the DUnion,
bordered on the north by the Lake States
and the North; bordered on the East by the
Virginias and the East; bordered on_the
south by the solid South and on the West
by the Mississippi and the West—EKen-
tucky, the gateway to everywhere, including
Heaven, Kentucky—with the longest State-
owned water front, with more miles of Na-
tional highways complete or under construc-
tion; with a greater variety of soil, scenery
and mnatural resources, with more historical
points of interest and several of the world’'s
greatest natural wonders—is fast becoming
the Mecca for tourists, the center of a conti-
nent on wheels. S. Highway 60, the
Midland Trail from ocean to ocean, and U. S.
25, the Dixie Highway from the frozen North
to the palm-lined gulf cross in the center of
the Bluegrass, and with their parallel and
connecting roads touch the State Capital
the State metropolis and every center an
olgt of interest in either mountain or low-
ands,

The elaborated “index” under the map on
reverse side of this folder, shows by the let-
ter and number “pointers” the location on
the map of the cities, county seats, counties,
prineipal points of interest, and on what
routes located.

The following paragraphs describe the
?irinclpa.l thoroughfares and their connec-

ong:

U. §S. HIGHWAY 60

A ploneer, transcontinental highway, con=

necting the western coast at San Francisco
and Los Angeles with Washington and the
Atlantic Coast at Fortress Monroe., It ex-
tends from Louisville and Paducah to
Aghland, via Shelbyville, Frankfort, Lexing-
ton, Winchester, Morehead and Grayson, a
distance of 212 miles. It connects the me-~
tropolis of the State with the Capital, Lex-
ington and Northeastern Kentucky. T

ing from Louisville over the Midland Trail
through the “Beargrass,” the Kentucky
River hills, the “Bluegrass” region and on
into the uplands, foothills and mountains, the
tourist gets a splendid variety of Kentucky's
many types of soil and scenery. At each of
the points mentioned are numerous connect-
ing roads, debouching to points of interest
and providing many desirable side trips.

U, 8. HIGHWAY 25 (East Dixie Highway)

The East Dixie, so-called to distinguish it
from the western route taken through Ken-
tueky by the same great thoroughfare, ex-
tends from Covington through Williamstown,
Georgetown, Lexington, Richmond, Mt. Ver-
non, London and Williamsburg to the Ten-
nessee line at Jellico, and is the longer Ken-
tucky link in the great national highway
extending 2,000 miles from Sault St. Marie,
Michigan, to Miami, Florida. Reasonably ac-
curate census taken on this highway near its
crossing of the Midland Trail at Lexington
show an average of nearly 1,000 foreign cars
per day during the first months of 1927 and

this traffic has greatly increased with the -

from Covington to Williamstown, a distance
of 38 miles. From Lexington to the Tennes-
see line all is hard surfaced, a total distance
through Kentucky of 225 miles. At Corbin
motorists have a choice of taking the Boomne
Way through Barbourville, Pineville and Mid-
dlesboro to Cumberland Gap, a direct line
to Asheville and Knoxville.

. DANIEL BOONE WAY

The Boone Way leading out of Lexington,
the capital of the Bluegrass center, crosses
the Kentucky River at Brooklyn Bridge,
passes through Harrodsburg, the oldest town
in the State; Danville, Stanford, and Crab
Orchard; leading into the FEast Dixie at Mt.
Vernon and combining with it, via London,
to Corbin. Leaving the East Dixie at Corbin
it goes via Barbourville, Pineville and Mid-
dlesboro to Cumberland Gap at the Tennes-
Commemorating the life of the
pioneer, this highway is of great historical
interest. A number of tablets, as well as the
Boone Tunnel and the two miles of the rock-
hewn road at Brooklyn Bridge, are among the
points of interest on both sides of the Ken-
tucky River. South of the river, the traveler
is given a sight of quaint old Sha.kertown&
Kentucky High Bridge, Dix River Dam an
the beautiful south Bluegrass section.

THE MAYO TRAIL

The great mountain thoroughfare from
Ashland in Northeastern Kentucky to Pine-
ville on the southeastern border—two hun-
dred and fifty miles of road cut through the
mountains of Eastern Xentucky—Ils much
of it complete and all but seventy-five miles
complete or under construction. It connects
the cities of Ashland, Louisa, Paintsgville,
Prestonsburg, Pikeville, Whitesburg, Harlan
and Pineville, passing through the border
counties of Boyd, Lawrence, Johnson, Floyd,
Pike, Letcher, Harlan and Bell. Nothing yet
undertaken in the way of road building in
Kentucky compares in its importance to the
further growth of the wonderful industrial
activity now on in the mountains of Ken-
tucky. Chiseled from the cliff sides and
through mountains the trail runs for a hun-
dred miles by hovels and palaces where an
automobile had never until recently appeared.

U. S. HIGHWAY 81 (The West Dixie)

The West Dixie enters Kentucky at Louis-
ville, continues along the Ohio River to West
Point, through Camp Knox Military Reserva-
tion:; through Elizabethtown, Munfordville,
Bowling Green and Russellville to the Ten-
nessee line in Logan County, a distance of
165 miles across the State, and accommodates
an immense traffic. The West Dixie passes
through the cave regions of Kentucky within
ten miles of the far-famed Mammoth Cave
and ecan also be taken from Louisville for the
Lincoln Memorial at Hodgenville.

THE JACKSON HIGHWAY

The Jackson Highway is a very important
Kentucky road leadi

through Bardstown, the %0Old Xentucky
Home,” Hodgenville, in Larue County, by the
Lincoln Memorial, to Glasgow and Scottsville
and to the Tennessee line in Allen County.
Most of the Jackson Way from Louisville to
Bardstown is a 20-foot concrete and asphalt.
It is practically complete entirely across this

central section of the State with “feeders”

running out from nearly every county seat
:;: so:lne such points of interest as those men-
oned.

U. 8. HIGHWAY 41 (The Dixie Bee Line)

The Bee Line is the most important for
interstate travel in Western Kentucky, It
crosses the Ohio River for the South at Hen~-
derson through the counties of Webster, Hop-
kins, Christian and the county seats of Hen-
derson, Dixon, Madisonville and Hopkingville
to the Tennessee line. The crossing at Hen-
derson is by ferry from Evansville, with con-
crete road from the latter to Chicago nearly
complete. The Dixie Bee Line crosses the
Jefferson Davis Highway at Hopkinsville and
the Davis Memorial obelisk is in view for
miles from both routes.

THE OHI0 RIVER ROUTH

No road of the State extends for a greater
continuous distance within the State than
this completed great highway. Begin-
ning at Covington, the extreme northern-
most point in the State, it follows the me-
anderings of the Ohio River and the river
counties for mnearly four hundred miles, ex-
tending through Carrollton, Louisville; then
over the new “U. 8. 60” to Brandenburg,
Owensboro, Henderson and Paducah to
Wickliffe on the Mississippi River. At many
points it follows the banks of the river and
adds many splendid views to the inland attrac-
tions on the way. From Covington to Louis-
ville only a portion of the road has been
built to modern standards as yet, but from
Louisville to Paducah, a distance of
miles, the whole has been finished to modern
grades and alignment, a great portion sur-
faced and being surfaced rapidly.

OTHER KENTUCKY ROADS

Radiating like the spokes in a wheel from
Lexington, Covington, Ashland, Louisville
and Paducah, dozens of roads in as many
directions, aggregating hundreds of miles of
high type highways, are now parts of the
State Primary System. At smaller county
seats the Highway Commission has complete
and nearly complete ten, fifteen and even
forty miles of modern highways running into
the county and adjoining counties, bringing
to and carrying from the trunk lines no
small part of their endless traffic. The also
endless truck loads of tobacco, milk, live
stock and other products of a great agricul-
tural State, constantly moving from the farm
door to the markets over these many feeders
and main highways; and the ease with which
myriads of automobiles and the ubiquitous
bus go any and everywhere in Kentucky,
refute in thunder tones the silly old libel of
those who have had the stranger believe that
Kentucky is a detour State without any
finished or modern roads.

Non-residents Exemption: Reciprocal, for

passenger vehicles, where laws of home state
have been complied with, Speed Limit:
Passenger cars—I15 M. P. H. in closely built-
up sections. 20 M. P. H. in residence sections.
30 M. P. H. in open country; 40 M. P. H. on
unobstructed straight-away. Head Lights:
Non-glare law in effect. Resident License
Feeg: Passenger cars—25¢ per horse power,
plus 40c for each 100 1bs. weight. The fee
for any fraction of a year is figured on the
basis of one-twelfth of the total for each
calendar month remaining. ;
