Brent Spence Bridge Timeline

On Wed, Nov. 11 at approximately 2:45 a.m., two commercial vehicles collided on the lower deck of the Brent Spence Bridge.
While the resulting fire did not compromise the structural integrity of the bridge, both decks of the bridge were closed for inspection and repair.
In less than six weeks, the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet worked with deliberate speed to move from Crash to Contract to Construction to Completion.
