WHEREAS, Section 134, Title 23, USC requires that a continuing, comprehensive transportation
planning process be carried out cooperatively in areas of more than 50,000 population; and

WHEREAS, the LEXINGTON AREA MPO Transportation Policy Committee (TPC) is the designated
Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) for the Lexington, Kentucky urbanized area; and

WHEREAS, the Lexington Area MPO has adopted a Metropolitan Transportation Plan which identifies
priorities for regionally significant transportation projects through the year 2050; and

WHEREAS, the Lexington Area MPO has adopted a Transportation Improvement Program which
identifies implementation timing for project work phases ready for implementation and have received
a formal funding commitment between fiscal years 2025 and 2028; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet has identified work phases for 3 projects which are
ready for implementation and have received a formal commitment of funding by the Cabinet; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with the MPO Participation Plan adopted by the Transportation Policy
Committee, the MPO staff has conducted a 15-day public comment period required for TIP
amendments through which it has solicited public feedback regarding the proposed work phase
recommendations; and,

WHEREAS, the MPO Transportation Technical Coordinating Committee (TTCC) has reviewed the draft
TIP amendment and proposed work phase recommendations and has recommended approval.
