2.  Read the start page information CAREFULLY

3.  Click   START APPLICATION

4.  Enter information
Driver’s license number, last four digits of social security number, first and last name, and date of birth

5.  Answer medical questions

7.  Enter residential and postal address information
A residential address is your physical location of where you live. A postal address is where you receive 
your mail such as a P.O. box. Enter your residential address into the Postal Address section if that is 
where you receive your mail.

• Maintains the same name, 
 address, license version, 
 and lifespan

upgrade from a Standard to a REAL ID 
credential, please visit any Driver 
Licensing Regional Office. 

• Must be a U.S. citizen and
