APPRAISER PREQUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS

	
The Commonwealth of Kentucky’s Transportation Cabinet Department of Highways intends to contract for the services of independent fee appraisers to appraise parcels for the right of way acquisition on various projects throughout the state.

Due to the extensive documentation required for right of way acquisition appraisals, the “Appraiser Prequalification and Selection Committee” developed the prequalification and review procedures.  To assure that the Transportation Cabinet has fee appraisers qualified to make acceptable appraisals that comply with the state and federal requirements, the general qualifications listed below were developed for the Cabinet’s prequalified list of appraisers.

	EDUCATION
	
A minimum of four years college with a BA or BS degree.  Four consecutive years of demonstrated eminent domain appraisal experience will substitute for the required degree.
